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The National Institute of Open Schooling (NIOS) is the largest
open schooling system in the world. NIOS is an autonomous
organization under the Ministry of Human Resource
Development and provides a number of Vocational, Life
Enrichment and community oriented courses besides General
and Academic Courses at Secondary and Senior Secondary
level. NIOS aims to achieve the objectives of the National
Education Policy and also ensures fundamental rights to
children and their education according to the Right to
Education and Samagra Shiksha. It is providing education
at doorsteps for learners. NIOS is doing yeomen service for
reaching the unreached. It also offers Elementary level
Courses through its Open Basic Education Programmes
(OBE).

NIOS has been moving ahead steadily in the context of putting
the ODL programme for school Education. We have an
outreach in almost all the states through 6229 accredited
institutions which constantly assist us in programme delivery.
During 2019-20, 4,66,606 new students were enrolled in the
Secondary, Senior Secondary and Vocational Education
Courses. A comprehensive Learners Support Service
Programme assists the learners through Print and Non print
material, personal contact programme (PCP) and ICT in
various ways. Our learners evaluation programme is quite
friendly and there are a lot of flexibilities in the Evaluation
and Examination system. The On Demand Examination
System of NIOS is a new and revolutionary venture in the
area of learner evaluation.

NIOS develops multi-channel learning packages at different
levels. The learning packages include both print and electronic
mediums (Massive Open Online Courses, MOOCs). These
are further supported by teleconferencing, audio and video
programmes, Personal Contact Programmes on MVV, live
media programmes etc. The expansion and extension of
academic activities are carried out through the courses offered
in regional languages. NIOS also offered a new stream ‘Indian
Knowledge Tradition’ which was initiated to revive Vedic
Education, Sanskrit language , literature, Indian Philosophy
and many other areas of ancient Indian knowledge. Under
this stream, NIOS offers five subjects that are, Veda
Adhyayan, Sanskrit Vyakaran, Bhartiya Darshan, Sanskrit
Sahitya and Sanskrit (Language subject) at both the
Secondary and the Senior Secondary levels in Sanskrit
Medium.
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The Ninth Pan-Commonwealth Forum on Open Learning
(PCF9) was hosted in Edinburgh from 9th to 12th September
2019. A delegation of NIOS participated and presented papers
in the programme. A Pre-forum workshop on ‘Open
Schooling’ was also held. It explored the ways in which
open schooling could be used to address the challenges of
out-of-school masses by open and innovative schooling
through open educational practices and resources. It also
highlighted the role of COMOSA in facilitating discussions
and projects related to Open and Distance Learning initiatives.
It gave an insight into the concept of Open Schooling and
the use of technology in learning to increase the access to
quality education as a boon for out-of-school learners and
for their lifelong learning. Ms. Sakshi Kumari made NIOS
and India proud as she received Award of Excellence in
Distance or Online Learning Experience (e-learning) in difficult
circumstances. Ms. Sakshi is a deaf learner who is pursuing
the Senior Secondary Course from NIOS and is being
benefitted by NIOS initiative of making education available
in Sign Language.

Persons with Disabilities are one of the prioritized groups in
NIOS. It strives to reach a large number of learners with
certain flexibilities and provides unique set of facilities to
learners with special needs. Proactive steps towards
facilitating their education resulted in introducing DAISY
enabled Talking Books. There are about 70 lakh Deaf and
Hard of hearing people in the country. NIOS has devised
numerous strategies to make the Sign Language learning
resources available to deaf learners through use of
technology. In order to provide wider access to educational
contents at the secondary level, more than 150 Videos in
Indian Sign Language were developed. These videos were
uploaded on NIOS Channel on You Tube and are being
telecast through Swayam Prabha DTH Channel 30
(Gyanamrit). NIOS is the first National Board of School
Education in the country which has provided educational
content in Indian Sign Language.

NIOS is offering around 100 Vocational Education
programmes in six major areas. These are Agriculture and
Animal Husbandry, Home Science and Hospitality, Computer
and Information Technology, Business and Commerce,
Engineering and Technology, Health and Paramedical
including Yoga. One of the objectives of NIOS is to impart
education and skills up to the Pre-Degree level especially
for the disabled, socially and geographically disadvantaged
sections, working youth, rural women, and scheduled castes
and scheduled tribes. To fulfil this objective, NIOS has set
up a Skill Development Centre in Amethi to train and
empower SC, ST and BPL categories of girls and women. It
is also collaborating with various organisations. In this
context, MoUs were signed and renewed with several Central
and State Government institutions like, the National Health
Mission in Maharashtra Kasturba Gandhi Balika Vidyalaya
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(KGBV), Gandhinagar; Food Safety Standards Authority of
India (FSSAI); Indian Medical Association (IMA) etc.

NIOS provides a lot of flexibility to the learners in the context
of matters related to examinations such as no compulsion
of appearing in all the subjects at the same examination,
appearing in one or more subjects in the examination as per
the convenience of learner. Credit accumulation of the passed
subjects, nine chances to appear in the Public Examinations
over a period of five years, transfer of credits of two subjects
passed from other Selected Boards and choosing upto four
subjects in case of ex-NIOS learners. A learner is allowed to
write answers in examination in any of the scheduled
languages of India stated in the constitution . A learner can
appear in ‘On Demand Examination’ at the Secondary and
the Senior Secondary level, a number of times as per his/
her convenience over a period of five years i.e. upto the
validity term of registration.

Besides providing school level education through Open and
Distance Learning (ODL) mode, NIOS has also been
implementing several educational schemes introduced by
Government of India. As per directives of the MHRD, and
with due recognition from NCTE, NIOS, in collaboration with
the States, conducted the D.EI.Ed programme for training of
about 12.11 lakh untrained in-service teachers across India.
With support from MHRD, Govt of India, and the concerned
States, NIOS successfully completed all the activities related
to the D.EI.Ed. programmes including conduct of the final
examination as per schedule by 31st March 2019. NIOS
conducted the supplementary D.EIl.Ed. examination during
the month of January, 2020 across India for those who could
not appear or could not clear the previously held examination.

The Government of India launched a new scheme titled
“Pradhan Mantri Gramin Digital Saksharta Abhiyan’
(PMGDISHA) as an extension of NDLM since June 2017.
The scheme is aimed at empowering the citizens in rural
areas (one in every eligible household) by training them to
operate computer or digital access devices and enabling
them to use information technology and related applications,
especially for Digital Payments and to actively participate in
the process of nation building. The online training is provided
by the CSC -e-Governance Services India Ltd., through its
Common Service Centres (CSC) and partner institutions all
over India. The online assessment and certification is done
by NIOS as one of the Nodal Agencies identified by Ministry
of Electronics and Information Technology (Meity) through
online remote proctoring facility available at NIOS
Headquarters. 91.24 lakh learners were assessed till March
2020 and certified under PMGDISHA by NIOS .

The optimum use of technology is paramount for the ODL
system. NIOS is constantly doing innovations to provide
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better services to learners and other stakeholders. The
introduction of Geo-tagging system for Examination Centres
allocation is an unmatched process being implemented by
the Computer Unit of NIOS. The process of adding
geographical information includes the Geo-spatial data
(latitude and longitude), altitude, distances and place names.
It eases the process for examination centres and aids learners
in allocation of the Regional Centres with greater
transparency. With the help of this, a learner can get the
examination centre within the radius of 40kms from the allotted
study centre.

Accreditation of new Study Centres (Als, AVIs and AAs) is
100% online now. A willing institution can apply for
accreditation with NIOS to function as a study centre through
https://eaccr.nios.ac.in. Even for already accredited Study
Centres, various services are online now like renewal, up
gradation of level, addition of subjects, increase of seats ,
addition of new medium of instruction, change of Coordinator’s
details , change of Coordinator’s photo , change of address,
etc.

We, in NIOS, are committed to serve people from varied
groups to develop them as good citizens and useful members
of the society. A detailed account of the programmes and
activities of NIOS during the year 2019-20 is given in chapters
2 to 15. The Executive Summary in the beginning of the
Annual Report provides an overview of the work done by
various constituents of NIOS. The Executive Summary also
depicts precisely the statistical data about achievements
related to admission, evaluation and certification. It also gives
an idea of expansion to NIOS in terms of increase in study
centres, cooperation and collaboration with institutions and
organizations right from grass root level to international
arenas.

We acknowledge with immense gratitude the contribution of
state and national institutions/organisations, the accredited
institutions of NIOS, the academic centres and others in the
onward journey of NIOS. | am thankful to the international
agencies for their association with NIOS for improvement in
the cause of Open and Distance learning programme. The
website of NIOS displays updated details about its
programmes and activities. We are forever open to new ideas
and suggestions.

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Executive Summary

1. Introduction

The National Institute of Open Schooling (NIOS) is the largest
open schooling institution of the world that believes in
extending education to unreached people and places.

Being a National Resource Organization for Open Schooling,
NIOS develops its own Self-Learning Materials (SLMs) with
reference to the courses of study it offers upto pre-degree
level. It also prepares supportive audio/video materials to
facilitate learning. Its study materials stimulate individual’s
critical thinking and creative imagination with understanding
of the subject matter. NIOS offers diverse topics and approaches
to learning and some unique ways to learn. It caters to the
needs of the modern age learners and conducts two public
examinations every year.It also provides facility of On Demand
Examination throughout the year. NIOS gives accreditation to
formal schools and organizations to provide academic support
to its programmes for varied clientele. The Institute carries
out regular research for further strengthening of its Open
Schooling programme. It organizes numerous capacity building
programmes for its functionaries. It also acts as a large
publishing house that brings out study material and several
other publications periodically.

During the year 2019-20, there were 4205 Accredited
Institutions (Als), 84 Specially Accredited Institutions for the
Education of Disadvantaged (SAIEDs), 1820 Accredited
Vocational Institutions (AVIs) and over 1300 Accredited Agencies
(AAs) including several Muslim Minority Institutions and
Madrasas.

NIOS Headquarter is located in NOIDA, Uttar Pradesh. NIOS is
administered by a General Body, an Executive Board and a
Finance Committee. The Chairman NIOS acts as the Chief
Executive Officer of the institute and operates through five
Departments which are: Academic, Vocational Education,
Student Support Services, Evaluation and Administration. NIOS
operates through 23 Regional Centres, two Sub-Regional
Centres and two Regional Cells.
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1.1 Academic Programmes

>

During the year 2019-20, 4,66,170 learners were enrolled
in Academic Courses of NIOS. 44% of the students were
enrolled for the Secondary Courses and 56% for the Senior
Secondary Courses.

An analysis of the region-wise admission data for the
Academic Courses at the Secondary and the Senior
Secondary levels shows that maximum number of
students were enrolled in the Delhi region (1,27,233)
followed by Chandigarh region (45,707) and Dehradun
region (35,790). As regards to Category wise admission,
it was highest in the general category (77.1%). Gender-
wise analysis of enrolment during 2019-20 shows that
66.7% candidates were male and 33.1% candidates were
female. 64% learners enrolled in the academic courses
were in the age group of 14-20 years and 16% learners
were in the age group of 21-25 years.

Under the Open Basic Education (OBE) programme,
exemplary Self Learning Materials (SLM) were developed
at all three levels in Hindi medium for children in the age
group of 6-14 years and also for 14+ adults. The study
materials were developed for the three levels of school
education that are Level A (class Ill), Level B (Class V),
and level C (Class VIII). Steps were taken to translate the
SLMs in English medium. The Self Learning Material of
Environmental Studies, Mathematics, Basic Computer
Skills, Science and Social Science were translated at all
three levels and were made available at the NIOS
website.

During 2019-20, e-content for MOOCs at SWAYAM
Platform was developed and updated in different subjects
at the Secondary and the Senior Secondary levels. Regular
maintenance of Question Banks for On- Demand
Examination in academic subjects was carried out. Eighty
(80) Videos in Sign Language for Persons with Hearing
Impairment were developed in seven subjects.

The Self Learning Material was developed for new subjects
introduced viz. Sindhi (Language), Hindustan Music and
Carnatic Music at the Secondary level and Early Childhood
Care and Education (ECCE) at the Sr. Secondary level.

During 2019-20, a Question Bank was developed for ODES
in two subjects - Bhartiya Darshan and Sanskrit Sahitya
under the Indian Knowledge and Tradition stream.

Translation of self-learning materials of five subjects at
the Secondary level into Assamese and Kannada mediums
was initiated. Five subjects were introduced in the Punjabi
mediums. Translation of Self-Learning Materials (SLMs)
of seven Senior Secondary subjects in Bengali medium is
in progress.
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During 2019-20, Assignments for learners were
developed in various subjects, and were written in English,
Hindi and Urdu mediums at both the Secondary and the
Senior Secondary levels. Assignments were also made
available in other regional mediums at both levels.

374, one hour live Personal Contact Programmes in all
the Secondary and the Senior Secondary subjects were
broadcasted through the Mukta Vidya Vani. NIOS has
linked its Community Radio with its Mukta Vidya Vani
Web Based Audio Streaming for learners.

During the year, the Academic Department completed
the 100 days Action Plan assigned by MHRD. The major
tasks completed were as under :-

i. Introduction of On Demand Examination System
(ODES) in Bharatiya Darshan (247) and Sanskrit
Sahitya (248) at the secondary level under the
Bharatiya Jnana Parampara stream.

ii. Development of Videos in Indian Sign Language.

iii. Introduction of two pre-vocational subjects at
Primary level-Cutting, Tailoring & Dress Making, and
Vermi Composting

iv. Introduction of five new subjects at secondary level
in regional languages-Kannada, Punjabi, Assamese.

v. Introduction to five New subjects at A/B/C levels
under Bharatiya Jnana Parampara.

NIOS has introduced QR (Quick Response) code and
digitalisation of SLMs at the Senior Secondary level.

NIOS has organized a unique programme titled ‘Arohan’
to leverage potential of deaf and hard-of-hearing (DHH)
learners at the Regional Centers of NIOS. A programme
was successfully organised between 1st to 3rd April 2019
at Jamshedpur with co-operation of the Regional Centre
of Ranchi. The programme was aimed at acquainting
the deaf and hard-of-hearing learners with Sign Language
content developed by NIOS.

NIOSorganized a three day training workshop from 31st
May 2019 to 2nd June 2019 for its Academic Facultyon
‘Development of Curriculum and Self Learning Material’
at The Navodaya Leadership Institute, Puri, Odisha,

Several orientation programmes were organized for
capacity building of the faculty such as

(i) Enhancing Paper Presentation Skills in Conferences/
Workshops in India and abroad at NIOS.

(i) Training programme at the Maharaja Sayaji Rao
University, Vadodara.
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(iii) Training programme at the Faculty Development
Centre, Mizoram.

(iv) TeTem et sTawsa fet fovafamme, aui g
TSI foreren STORYT wrishH|

NIOS in collaboration with Government of Jharkhand is
working on the Project ‘Tejaswini for Socio-economic
Empowerment of Adolescent Girls and Young Women in
Jharkhand. Its objective is to boost completion of the
Secondary level education for 50,000 dropouts of school
adolescent girls and young women in the age group of
14-24.

The Gender Green Teacher project of COL related to ICT
enabled in-service professional development for the
Secondary level teachers in the areas of Environment
and Gender.

From 19th to 20th August, 2019, NIOS organized Diploma
in Open Schooling Programme-Orientation for Course Co-
coordinators.This Diploma programme was aimed at
preparing administrators, support staff and faculty to
effectively plan and manage the day to day operations in
an Open School using a variety of delivery technologies
and pedagogical methods.

NIE with the support of Commonwealth of Learning (COL)
organized a three day workshop on Gender
Mainstreaming and Development of Gender Policy for
NIE in Sri Lanka from 26t028 November 2019.

NIOS participated in the Ninth Pan-Commonwealth Forum
on Open Learning (PCF9), co-organised by the
Commonwealth of Learning (COL) and the Open University
(OU), hosted in Edinburgh from 9thto12th September
2019. An NIOS delegation presented four papers in the
conference.

Vocational Education Programmes

During the year 2019-20, the enrolment of students in
various Vocational Education programmes was 20436.
The enrolment data reveals that more female learners
took admission in vocational education courses as
compared to male learners. Only 40% male learners took
admission in Vocational Education Courses in comparison
with 60% female learners.

During 2019-20, the following courses were developed/
updated:. Indian Embroidery; Bamboo Cultivation;
Diploma in Naturopathy and Yogic Science ;Mushroom
Production ;Physical Education and Yoga; CRM Domestic
Voice; Web Development; Certificate in Library Science.
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The following courses were aligned as per NSQF
Guidelines:Diploma in Medical Laboratory Technology;
Certificate in Computer Applications; Certificate in Basic
Computing; Certificate in Yoga Teachers Training
Programme; Certificate in Dairy Operator; Certificate in
Web Development.

NIOS has set up a Skill Development Centre in Amethi to
train and empower SC, ST, and BPL categories of girls /
women free of cost. Minister of Textiles and Women and
Child Development, Smt. Smriti Irani, inaugurated the
Skill Development Lab at the NIOS Regional Center,
Amethi.

Successful completion of training of 100 Handicraft
Artisans in the area of Indian Embroidery in Varanasi,
Uttar Pradesh and examination was conducted under
the collaborative project with the Ministry of Textiles.

During 2019 the admission process of Vocational
Education Courses was made completely on-line.

For interaction with learners and the stakeholders, live
interactions by the vocational faculty on SWAYAM Prabha
DTH channels were conducted every Wednesday, from
3.00 pmto 5.00 pm,. The faculty also interacted with the
learners regularly during the 45 minutes Mukta Vidya
Vani, which is a Radio Web Streaming process.

In order to enable access of vocational SLM to learners,
NIOS scanned all the SLMs and uploaded them on the
NIOS Portal under the link — online course materials.

With a view to create awareness and promote Vocational
Education programmes, 3-4 minutes of Introductory
Videos were developed inhouse by the faculty of the
Department of Vocational Education.

In order to streamline the practical component of the
Vocational Education courses, uniform learning outcome
oriented Daily Training Schedules based on the National
Occupation Standards for each Vocational Education
course were designed.

The following MoUs were signed/renewed with the State

Governments:

e Multi Purpose Health Workers in collaboration with
the National Health Mission, Maharashtra

e Kasturba Gandhi Balika Vidyalaya (KGBV),
Gandhinagar

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Ms. Seema Pathak, a learner of Yoga Teachers Training
Programme from NIOS, got Gold Medal and stood first in
the State Level Yoga Competition.

The Pandit DeenDayal Upadhyay Excellence Award 2019
for ‘Excellence in Promoting Education and Skills for the
students of Open Learning Schools was given to NIOS by
Pandit DeenDayal Upadhyay Smriti Manch.

NIOS was the education partner in the Education Summit
organised by Cll from 12th to 14 th November 2019 at
AICTE Headquarters, Delhi.

A two-year Diploma Programme in Naturopathy and
Yogic Science (DNYS) was introduced in the area of Yoga
and Naturopathy.

The International Yoga Day was celebrated on 21st June
2019 at NIOS Headquarters, Noida for all the staff
members.

As part of the celebrations of 150th birth anniversary of
Mahatma Gandhi, under the theme ‘Peace and Non-
Violence’, three Yoga related programmes were
organised.

The Faculty of Vocational Education Department
participated in various Academic Programmes at
National and International level.

Student Support Services

NIOS strives to deliver education at the doorsteps of its
learners to enable them study at places convenient to
them. In this context, 381 new institutes including 228
Academic Accredited Institutes (Als), 62 Accredited
Vocational Institutes (AVIs), and 91 Accredited Agencies
(AAs) under OBE programme were accredited by NIOS
as Study Centres.

Apart from the affiliated schools, NIOS has set up its study
Centres in Jails in various parts of the country.

NIOS has made special efforts to bring educationally
backward children, adolescents and adults belonging to
minority communities within the fold of education by
enrolling them in its various courses of study. Certain
facilitative provisions for education of minorities were
made.

An advocacy policy “Strategies for Advocacy of NIOS
programmes” was developed. A vigorous advocacy
campaign was launched to publicise the NIOS schemes
and programmes.

The growth rate of accreditation of Minority Institutions
was more than 10% during the year 2019-20.
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The Online admission system was introduced by NIOS for
all the streams of admission. This has provided 24x7
admission facility to learners. Also, the admission system
has been made available globally.

The salient features of online admission are as follows:
i. Fasterand Simpler Admission: Direct access to NIOS.

ii. Choice of Study Centre: Freedom to select Study
Centre of one’s choice.

iii. Admission Open 24x7: Admission is open round the
year for learners.

iv. Better support services: Direct interaction of learners
with NIOS, faster redressal of problems.

v. Easy Payment: Payment of fee on-line through Credit
Card.

An important mandate of NIOS is to provide education to
people with disability from all categories of disabilities.

A meeting of Regional Directors, NIOS was held from
21stto 22nd June, 2019. Significant issues like strategies
for enhancement of enrolment, advocacy and publicity,
branding of NIOS, reaching out to the potential learners
of NIOS, etc., were discussed.

1.4 Evaluation and Assessment

Secondary and Senior Secondary Examinations

>

In 2019, 7,38,204 candidates appeared in the Academic
and the Vocational Education streams. 2,86,202
candidates appeared for the Secondary Certificate
Examination, 4,18,231 candidates appeared for the
Senior Secondary Certificate examination, and 33,771
candidates appeared for Vocational Education
examination through 2776 Examination Centres in the
country and abroad.

The April 2019 and October 2019 examinations for
academic courses were held at 1263 and 1095
examination centres respectively, which are spread all
over the country.

During April 2019, 21,097 learners appeared in Vocational
Education and D.El.Ed (offline) Examination at 239
Examination Centres. 12,674 learners appeared in
October 2019 examinations at 179 Examination Centres.
NIOS also conducted D.EL.ED (On-line) examinations
during the year 2019-20 for in-service untrained teachers
under a project of MHRD keeping in view the provisions
of the RTE 2009. 92,728 teachers appeared in last
Examination at 304 Examination Center out of which,
54,784 teachers were awarded the Diploma.
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>

Cases of Mass Copying and individual Unfair Means
(UFMs) during April-May 2019, Secondary, Senior
Secondary, Vocational Education Examinations and On
Demand Examinations were discussed in UFM Meetings
held on 23 July, 2019 and 24 July, 2019 . Discussions on
Individual UFM cases were held from 25th to 27th July,
2019. In all, 18,783 cases were considered and for
October, 2019 examination, the UFM Meetings were held
from 16th to 17th January 2020 .Individual cases
discussions were held from 18th to 24th January, 2020.
In all, 7898 cases were considered.

NIOS started re-evaluation of Answers Sheets of the Senior
Secondary Courses since April 2012. In regard to April
2019 examination, 4,263 Applications were received for
re-evaluation. There were change in marks in 846 cases
and there were no changesin marks for 3,417 cases. In
respect to October 2019 examinations, 1,850 learners
applied for re-evaluation. There were changes in marks
for 410 cases and there were no changesin marks for
1,440 cases.

Basic Literacy Programme Examination under NLMA

>

For assessment and certification, the National Institute
of Open Schooling (NIOS) was designated as the Nodal
Agency by NLMA under Public & Public Partnership. The
NIOS, in collaboration with NLMA conducts the
assessment of neo-literates in two phases every yeari.e
in the months of August and March. Right from the
inception of the assessment held on 20August 2010, 16th
phases of assessment were conducted so far. 10,07,
67,635 learners appeared in these assessments. Out of
these, 7,63,90,655 candidates were declared successful
and certified.

Conduct of Digital Literacy Assessment by National Institute
of Open Schooling (NIOS) under NDLM Project.

>

The National Institute of Open Schooling (NIOS) was set
up by the Common Service Centre (CSC) e-Governance
Services India Limited as the nodal agency under the
NDLM scheme to conduct the assessments and give
certifications. NIOS achieved the target of assessment of
25,00,000 learners.

Conduct of Digital Literacy Assessment by NIOS under
PMGDISHA Project

The Assessment of the PMGDISHA Examination
conducted on the similar pattern as it was done for NDLM
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Scheme. The assessment under PMGDISHA Project
commenced from 1st April, 2018 -14,55,355 learners
were successfully assessed and certified by NIOS till 31st
March, 2019.

Conduct of assessment of Basic Computer Concept
(BCC) courses under Cybergram Project

NIOS, in collaboration with CSC e-Governance Services
India Ltd., has been conducting the Basic Computer
Concept (BCC) Course Assessment under the Cybergram
Project w.e.f. 18 March, 2016 The assessment .of 92,873
learners was successfully conducted till 31st March, 2018.

Monitoring of Examinations: Special efforts were made
for monitoring and supervision of the public examinations
of NIOS. Help of State Education Departments was also
taken in this regard.

Administration and Finance

The Administration Department, NIOS takes care of
various matters related to the Memorandum of
Association of NIOS Society, constitution of various
committees, organization of meetings of apex
committees, matters related to personnel, legal, and
budget/accounts etc. The Administration Department
lends its support in smooth functioning of all the
constituents of NIOS.

During the year, three officers/officials were appointed
on direct basis and two Officers/official on deputation
basis.

102 replies to Parliament Questions were sent to MHRD.

Different varieties of printing papers were procured
mainly for printing of Self Instructional Materials (SIMs).
3000 MTs of Offset/Maplitho paper and 200 MTs of Art
Card worth Rs. 18.99 crore were purchased. Other
purchases of consumable and non-consumable items
were also made after following the procedure as laid
down in GFR.

In order to comply with accrual system of accounting,
depreciation was charged on Fixed Assets of NIOS.

Effective control was exercised on fixed assets by properly
scheduling it in proper performa.

Separate Balance sheet, Income & Expenditure A/c and
Receipt & Payment A/c were prepared in respect to GPF
and NPS.

e The Annual Accounts of NIOS were prepared on
accrual basis in Standard Format as applicable to all
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higher education institutes and prescribed by the
Ministry of Human Resource Development,
Government of India.

¢ The computerization of Accounts in all the Regional
Centres of NIOS was adopted and the monthly
accounts of all Regional Centres are being prepared
in Tally 9.0 version. Synchronization of Tally data of
all Regional Centres continued in 2019-20.

e The audit of accounts of NIOS for the year 2018-19
was conducted by the Principal Director of Audit,
Allahabad from 11th September to 4th October,
2019.

e With the principal support of MHRD, Director of
Audit, Allahabad laid in the Parliament, Audit
Certification of Annual Accounts for the year 2017-
18.

1.6 Regional Services

The Regional Centres of NIOS carried out its regular activities
of admission, examination and evaluation. One meeting of the
Regional Directors of NIOS was held during 2019-20. In this
meeting, issues such as advocacy, enrolment, Tutor Marked
Assignment (TMA), Personal Contact Programme (PCP) and
promotion of Minority Education were discussed.

The Technical Team of the Capacity Building Cell (CBC)
attended the 3 days workshop on SWAYAM 2.0 portal at
NITTTR, Chennaifrom 23rd to 25th April 2019 organised
by IIT Madras which is the coordinating institution for
SWAYAM courses.

The CBC coordinated with the NIOS SWAYAM Course
Coordinators. It was a 3 days workshop on SWAYAM 2.0
Portal at NITTTR, Chandigarh from 4th to 6th November
2019.

In pursuance of the direction of AAC, CBC conducted
SWAYAM and SWAYAM Prabha Workshops in various
Universities and Institutions for the Teacher’s Training
Programme.

The Capacity Building Cell (CBC) conducted various
training and workshops for its faculty and staff at NIOS
HQs and at Regional Centres to enhance their capacity.

Portal and all its sub-domains have been made secure by
implementing Global Sign Extended Validation SSL
Certificates.

NIOS Student Portal https://sdmis.nios.ac.in has been
mentioned in the Preventive Vigilance Initiatives (2019)
Booklet of the Central Vigilance Commission (CVC) for
developing a Preventive Vigilance Framework which
enables the institute to bring transparency in its processes
and fight corruption by assessing the corruption prone
areas, taking steps to implement the policies and
procedures into the internal processes for strengthening
the system.

The introduction of Geo-tagging system for Examination
centres allocation, is an unmatched process being
implemented by the Computer Unit. The process of adding
geographical information which includes the Geo-spatial
data (latitude and longitude), bearings, altitude,
distances, or even place names.lt eases the process of
allocation of examination centres for the Regional Centres
with greater transparency. It is helpful for learners to
get the examination centre within a radius of 40kms from
the allotted Study Centre.

Accreditation of new Study Centres (Als, AVIs and AA) is
now 100% online. A willing institution may apply for
accreditation to function as a study centre of NIOS
through https://eaccr.nios.ac.in. For already accredited
study centres also all services are now online like renewal,
up gradation of level , addition of courses , increase of
seats, addition of new medium of instruction, change of
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Coordinator’s details , change of Coordinator’s photo ,
change of address, etc.

E-service is now available online for learners of NIOS
under the Portal nios.ac.in and sdmis.nios.ac.in. Any
discrepancy in learner’s personal details, address, photo
etc., can be corrected through e-services from their dash
board on the Portal https://sdmis.nios.ac.in

Personalized Dashboard for every learner was made
available on the Student Portal of NIOS. This Dashboard
is a Single Window Gateway for a learner to access his/
her information about admission, examination, results,
e-services, fee payment, examination hall ticket, Personal
Contract Programme (PCP) Schedule, Identity Card,
Course Material and Video Tutorials.

Direct contact with learners has now been made possible
through the Dashboard for NIOS Officials and Als, AAs
and AVIs. NIOS Officials and Als, AAs, AVIs can now
communicate with learners by sending SMSs and emails
as notifications from their Dashboards.

The Social Media Platform has been utilized effectively.
Now NIOS is available on the Social Media Platform viz.,
Twitter, Facebook and YouTube.

“NIOS Connect” is a Mobile App designed and developed
by NIOS for benefit of all learners by which a learner can
access information about NIOS, its study materials and
allits online resources from any Android operated Mobile
or Tab. The App can be downloaded free from the Play
Store or the NIOS Web Portal.

NIOS uses the Mobile Technology for dissemination of
various information and support services to learners. It is
also used for advocacy. This information is sent through
SMS.

Under the Open Schooling System of NIOS, ICT is used in
the following areas:

i. Student Database Management Information System
(SDMIS - Student Portal)

ii. Admission: The admissionsin NIOS courses are made
online only.

iii. NIOS has developed a web portal where learners
can register themselves and upload supporting
requisite documents for pursuing various courses.
Further, learners can pay the registration fee online.
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Learners can also register online for Examination
Centre. The Centres are allocated online by the
Institute.

»  During 2019-20, provisions were made for learners to
pay the examination fee online . A dedicated Portal for
handling examination related activities was launched in
October 2018. The Pre-Exam processing in respect of data
of 7,04433 learners was done in the academic stream
and data processing of 30,421 learners was done in
vocational education streams for April 2019 Examination
and October 2019 Examination.

1.11 Library, Documentation and Archival Services

»  During 2019-20 more than 7000 documents were scanned
and about 600 news items and articles were identified
and kept for future reference.

»  The Dewey Decimal Classification (20th edition scheme)
for classification and Anglo-American cataloguing rules
for cataloguing of procured books were done.

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Introduction

2.1 Genesis of NIOS

The National Institute of Open Schooling (N10S), formerly known
as the National Open School (NOS), was set up in 1979 as a
pioneering project titled “Open School” under the Central Board
of Secondary Education, New Delhi. The Open School was
amalgamated into National Open School which was set up in
November, 1989. The NOS was vested with the authority to
examine and certify students registered with it up to pre-degree
level courses through a Resolution dated 14 September 1990
of the Government of India. The National Open School (NOS)
was rechristened as the National Institute of Open Schooling
(NIOS) by the Government of India in July 2002 in order to
extend its scope and functioning.

NIOS is an autonomous organization registered under the
Societies’ Registration Act (1860). The Headquarters of NIOS
is located at A-24/25, Institutional Area, Sector-62 NOIDA (Uttar
Pradesh). The policies of NIOS are framed through its General
Body headed by the Union Minister of Human Resources
Development.

»  To accredit institutions for developing effective learner
support system to facilitate learning up to pre-degree
level

»  To strengthen the Open and Distance Learning System
through research and development activities

»  To promote open schooling at national and global level
by networking, capacity building, sharing of resources
and quality assurance.

Anybody irrespective of caste, creed and location can seek
enrolment in the courses/programmes offered by NIOS.

2.4 Programmes and Activities

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(The secondary and the senior secondary certificates issued by
the NIOS are recognized by the Association of Indian
Universities, the University Grants Commission (UGC), several
universities and institutes of higher learning, several Boards of
school Education, the Ministry of Human Resource
Development (MHRD) and the Ministry of Labour &
Employment).

2.5 Organizational Set up

NIOS, an autonomous institution set up under MHRD, is vested
with the authority to examine and certify learners up to
pre-degree level. The Chairperson of the NIOS, appointed by
the Government of India, is the Chief Executive of the
organization.

i) The General Body

The General Body of the NIOS is the apex body vested with the
responsibility to assist the NIOS Society by providing sound and
professional advice to generate a vision and give broad policy
directions. It ensures that the Organization remains publically
accountable by exercising its powers and functions in
accordance with the mission and objectives of the Society. The
Chairman of the NIOS is the Chairman of the General Body and
the Secretary of the NIOS is its Member Secretary. A list of
members of the General Body as on 31st March 2019 is given
in Appendix-A.

ii)  The Executive Board

The Executive Board of NIOS is vested with all the powers of
the NOS Society to manage its affairs to function smoothly and
effectively. This Board is mainly concerned with forward
planning for preparation of the policies and programmes of
action, to make appropriate decisions to ensure effective
implementation of the programmes and also to review the
functions of the organization.

The Chairman of the NIOS is the Chairman of the Executive
Board and the Secretary of the NIOS is its Member Secretary.
A list of members of the Executive Board, as on 31st March
2019, is given in Appendix — B.

iii) The Finance Committee

For scrutiny of the accounts and budget estimates and to make
recommendations on the new proposals for new financial outlay
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and other financial matters, a Finance Committee has been
constituted by the NIOS. The Chairman of NIOS is the Chairman
of the Finance Committee. The Secretary of the NIOS is the
Member Secretary of the Finance Committee. A list of members
of the Finance Committee as on 31st March 2019 is given in
Appendix-C.

iv) The Academic Council

The Academic Council deals with academic matters of NIOS. It
monitors and controls all academic programmes and activities
of the constituents of NIOS.

3.0 Introduction

In response to the diverse learning needs of its geographically
spread and unreached client groups, NIOS develops multi
channel learning packages for different levels. The learning
packages include both print and electronic mediums (Massive
Open Online Courses, MOOCs). These are further supported by
teleconferencing, audio video programmes, Personal Contact
Programmes on MVV, live media programmes etc. The
expansion and extension of academic activities are carried out
through academic courses offered in Hindi, English, Urdu and
regional languages at the Secondary and the Senior Secondary
stages as also the courses offered under the Open Basic
Education (OBE) programme, etc. Active researches in the
areas of learning strategies, Student Support Services etc., are
undertaken by the faculty. Efforts are made to determine and
control the quality of education at several points such as framing
of the curriculum, development of Self-Learning Materials
(SLMs), designing evaluation strategies, monitoring and
supervision, etc. Courses are designed for the Open Basic
Education (OBE) programme and the Secondary and the Senior
Secondary Education. Besides maintaining the old courses in
their standard format with research and development inputs,
support materials are also developed to benefit learners
substantially in interesting ways as also make the learning
process enjoyable and meaningful.

The faculty members collaborate with each other effectively in
adiverse, inclusive and progressive environment, conducive to
fulfillment of learners aspirations. This engagement supports
the culture of growth and performance improvement thereby,
reinforcing the goal of overall growth of NIOS and the nation at
large. The Academic Department takes care of all such academic
activities, including academic support to other Departments of
NIOS.

The Cells and Units of the Academic Department are shown in
the diagram.
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3.1 Academic Council

The Academic Council (AC) is a very important body of NIOS.
The Academic programmes are approved by the Academic
Council before implementation. The Council inter alia gives
necessary advice regarding planning, designing, delivery and
assessment framework of the academic courses and
programmes offered by the institute. Italso provides guidance
on how to realise the vision and mission of the institute, besides
approving the Work Plans of all the Departments of NIOS. The
members of the Academic Council give significant suggestions
and directions to work on the Activity Calendar for consistent
growth of the Institution. The Chairman, NIOS is the
Chairperson of the Academic Council and the Director
(Academic) is its Member Secretary. The Academic Council
consists of at least eight experts from the fields of Curriculum
development, Teacher Education, Open and Distance Learning,
Media, NGOs working with the Specially Challenged/Academic
and Vocational Education, State Open Schools, etc.

3.2 Departmental Advisory Board (DAB)

The DAB plays major role in planning, designing, delivery and
assessment framework of academic courses and programmes
by providing suitable guidelines. The Board advises the
Academic Department in identifying the activities for the year
and approves the Annual Activity Calendar. It is also responsible
for appraisal of the past performance of the Department. The
Advisory Board comprises the Director of the Department
concerned as the Chairperson and at least five experts from
the field of Curriculum development, Teacher Education, Open
and Distance Learning, Media and Administration, apart from
all in-house faculty members. During 2019-20,the 15th
Meeting of DAB was held on 18th September, 2019.

The significant recommendations were as under:

3.3 Open Basic Education Programme

The NIOS launched the Open Basic Education (OBE)
programme, as an alternative educational programme,
equivalent to the Elementary Education programme of the
formal education system. The Open Basic Education
programme provides Elementary Education at three levels viz.,
Level A (equivalent class IlIl), Level B (equivalent class V) and
Level C (equivalent class VIII) through Accredited Agencies.
The NIOS has made significant contribution towards providing
Basic Education to children, youth and adults in the country.
The OBE programmes explore and make use of the
potentialities of Open and Distance Education for reaching the
unreached.

3.3.1 Target Groups for the OBE Programme

The target groups identified for Open Basic Education (OBE)
programme include the following:

o Children (6-14 years): School dropouts and left-outs from
Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan (SSA), out-of-school children mainly
girls, marginalised groups and children with special needs.

o Adolescents and Adults (Above 14 years): Dropouts; neo-
literates; adults, in particular women of marginalized
groups and first generation learners, and qualified
candidates of Basic Education Literacy Assessment of
NLMA.

3.3.2 Scheme of Studies

The OBE programme is available in Hindi, English and other
scheduled Indian languages. A combination of 4/5 Academic
and Pre-Vocational Education subjects is offered at different
levels. A learner can take up to seven subjects including
minimum one language and two additional languages. One
Pre-Vocational subject is also compulsory. A Joint Certificate of
Completion is issued when a learner satisfies the prescribed
qualifying criteria for a specific level.
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3.3.3 Development of Self Learning Material (SLM)

The exemplar SLM was developed at all three levels of OBE in
Hindi medium. An initiative was taken to translate the SLM in
English medium. The self learning material of Environmental
Studies, Mathematics, Basic Computer Skills, Science and Social
Science was translated at all three levels and is available at
NIOS website.

Platform were developed and updated in different subjects.
Regular maintenance of Question Banks for On- Demand
Examination in academic subjects was carried out.

» 80 Videos in the Sign Language for persons with hearing
impairment were developed in seven subjects viz., Hindi,
English, Social Science, Painting, Data Entry Operations,
Home Science and Indian Culture and Heritage. The Self
Learning Materials were developed for the new subjects
introduced viz., Sindhi(Language), Hindustan Music and
Carnatic Music.

»  Question Bank was developed for ODES in two subjects -
Bhartiya Darshan and Sanskrit Sahitya under the Indian
Knowledge and Tradition stream.

»  NIOS is a National Coordinator of MOOCs for both the
Secondary and the Senior Secondary levels. At present,
NIOS offers 18 MOOCs courses at the Secondary level.
MCQs were developed and uploaded for MOOCs and
were available as per schedule for each week.

3.4.2 Senior Secondary Courses

During the year 2019-20, the Massive Open Online Courses
(MOOQCs) in all subjects at the Senior Secondary level were under
development.
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The new subject introduced during the year 2019-20 was Early
Childhood. Care and Education (ECCE).

New subjects viz., Gender Studies and Indian Culture and
Heritage (ICH) were in the process of development.

3.4.3 Translation

The Secondary level subjects are available in nine mediums,
viz., Hindi, English, Urdu, Marathi, Telugu, Gujarati,
Malayalam, Tamil, Odia and Punjabi. During 2019-20,
translation of self-learning materials of five subjects at the
Secondary level into Assamese and Kannada mediums was
initiated.Five subjects were introduced in the Punjabi medium.

Translation of Self-Learning Materials (SLMs) of seven Senior
Secondary level subjects, Physics, Chemistry, Biology,
Mathematics, Accountancy, Business Studies and Economics
into Bengali medium was in progress in collaboration with the
Regional Centre, Kolkata. Translation of NEPIA Courses (Military
Studies, Military History, Physical Education and Yog) are under
progress at the Senior Secondary level. Work has been initiated
for translation of Hindustani Sangeet and Carnatic Music at
the Secondary level.

3.4.4 Assignments

During the year 2019-20, Assignments for learners were
developed in various subjects in English, Hindi and Urdu
mediums at both the Secondary and the Senior Secondary levels.
At the Secondary level, the assignments were also made
available in five regional mediums viz., Odia, Gujarati,
Malayalam, Marathi and Telugu. At the Senior Secondary level,
the assignments were made available in three regional
mediums viz., Odia, Gujarati and Bengali. These assighments
have been uploaded on NIOS website for convenience of
learners.

3.4.5 Standardization of Marking Schemes

The NIOS prepares three sets of question papers (A, Band C) in
each subject for public examinations. In order to have
objectivity in the marking schemes, standardization of marking
schemes for all subjects was done at both the Secondary and
the Senior Secondary levels. About 30 workshops of two days
each, involving the NIOS faculty and external resource persons
were held in April-May 2019 and October-November 2019.

3.5 Mukta Vidya Vani (Web Audio Streaming)

In order to develop effective Personal Contact Programmes on
the Mukta Vidya Vani, various modes like discussion, role
playing, interview, story telling and drama were adopted to
make the programmes interesting and useful for learners. In
the one hour programme, hard spots of the lessons, how to
write the assignments, activities for learners, sample question
papers and previous year’s examination papers, theory and

practical discussion on tables/graphics/maps, expected
guestions with their solutions, mistakes generally committed
by learners in examinations, tips for examinations etc., were
discussed. During the programme, live questions from learners
on toll free numbers were taken up and immediate solutions
were provided by subject experts.

During the year, 2019-20 one hour live Personal Contact
Programme in all the Secondary and the Senior Secondary
subjects were broadcast on the Mukta Vidya Vani as per
Schedule prepared by the Academic Department. 187
programmes at Secondary level and 187 programmes at Senior
Secondary level were streamed live through MVV. The main
focus was on relevant topics like Swachhta Abhiyan, Gandhi
Jayanti, Nutrition and Health, Constitution Day, Ek Bharat
Shresth Bharat, etc.

3.6 Community Radio

The NIOS has linked its Community Radio with its Mukt Vidya
Vani web based audio streaming for its learners. The Community
Radio programme of NIOS, aired live from 11 am to 12 noon,
involves people from community, on topics such as Environment
and Pollution, Education and its Policies, National Literacy
Mission, Drug Abuse programmes for special children, apart
from celebrating important days.

3.7 SWAYAM and SWAYAM PRABHA

Study Webs of Active Learning for Young Aspiring Minds
(SWAYAM) is a programme initiated by the Ministry of Human
Resource Development (MHRD), Govt. of India and designed
to achieve the three cardinal principles of Education Policy
viz., Access, Equity and Quality. The objective of this effort is
to take the best teaching learning resources to all, including
the most disadvantaged. Massive Open Online Courses
(MOOCs) courses at the Secondary, Senior Secondary and at
the Vocational level were delivered through SWAYAM for
learners.

The SWAYAM PRABHA is a group of 32 DTH Channels devoted
to telecast high-quality educational programmes on 24X7 basis
using the GSAT-15 Satellite. Every day, a programme with new
content for four hours which is repeated five timesin a day is
being telecast, allowing learners to choose the time of their
convenience to watch the programme.

Five Educational Channels have been assigned to NIOS. These
are:

»  Channel No. 27 “Panini” for the Secondary;
»  Channel No. 28 “Sharda” for the Senior Secondary
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»  Channel No. 30 “Gyanamrit” for the Sign Language
(Divyang Learners)

»  Channel No. 32 “Vagda” for the D.EI.Ed. programme

»  Channel No. 25 for Regional Mediums- Assamese, Bangla,
Telugu and Odia

3.8 Highlights of some Other Activities of Academic
Department

3.8.1 100 days Action Plan

NIOS actively contributed to the ‘100 days Action Plan’ of
Ministry of Human Resource Development, Govt. of India. Five
programmes were approved by MHRD from the list of activities
proposed by NIOS. These activities were continuously
monitored and completed within the agreed time frame. The
following activities as part of ‘100 days Action Plan’ were
completed:

A. Introduction of On Demand Examination System
(ODES) in Bharatiya Darshan (247) and Sanskrit Sahitya
(248) at Secondary level under Bharatiya Jnana
Parampara stream

NIOS introduced a new stream ‘Indian Knowledge Tradition’
for reviving Vedic Education, Sanskrit language and literature,
Indian Philosophy and many other areas of ancient Indian
knowledge. Under this stream, NIOS offers five subjects - Veda
Adhyayan, Sanskrit Vyakaran, Bhartiya Darshan, Sanskrit
Sahitya and Sanskrit (Language subject) at both the Secondary
and the Senior Secondary levels in Sanskrit Medium.

Under the 100 days Action Plan, NIOS developed a Question
Bank each of 700 questions for On-demand Examination in two
subjects at the Secondary level. The subjects are:

»  Bharatiya Darshan
»  Sanskrit Sahitya

B. Development of Videos in Indian Sign Language

NIOS aims to reach a large
number of learners with special
needs with flexibilities and
unique set of facilities. There
are 70 lakh Deaf and Hard-of-
Hearing people in the country.
NIOS has devised numerous
strategies to make sign
language learning resources
available to deaf learners

Part 1
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through the use of technology.

In order to provide wider access
to educational contents at the
secondary level, 153 videos (90
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videos in Social Science and 63 videos in Indian Culture and
Heritage) in Indian Sign Language were developed. These
videos have been uploaded on NIOS Channel on Youtube and
were also broadcast through Swayam Prabha DTH Channel 30
(Gyanamrit).

C. Introduction of two Pre-Vocational subjects at Primary
level-Cutting, Tailoring & Dress Making, and Vermi
Composting

The Open Basic Education (OBE) Programme
is an educational programme equivalent to
the elementary education of the formal
education system providing Elementary
Education. The programme is offered at
three levelsi.e. Level A (Classes | to lll), Level
B (Classes IV to V) and Level C (Classes VI to
VIIl). The programme is offered for Children
(6 to 14 years age group) and Adolescents
and Adults (Above 14 years).
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NIOS has developed the two following Pre-
Vocational subjects at Level C of the Open
Basic Education Programme

. Cutting, Tailoring and Dress Making

o Vermi Composting
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D. Introduction of five subjects at Secondary level in
regional language mediums-Kannada, Punjabi,
Assamese

NIOS offers courses at the Secondary level in nine mediums.
These are Hindi, English, Urdu, Marathi, Telugu, Gujarati,
Malayalam, Tamil and Odia. New mediums are also introduced
from time to time as per the demand from learners. Recently
NIOS received requests from various stakeholders for inclusion
of some more mediums at the Secondary level. NIOS has taken
initiative for introducing three new mediums in regional
language at Secondary level viz., Punjabi, Kannada and
Assamese medium.

» Kannada - Social Science, Economics, Science and
Technology, Mathematics and Home Science

»  Punjabi- Business Studies, Data Entry Operations, Home
Science, Mathematics and Psychology

»  Assamese - Science and Technology, Home Science, Social
Science, Business Studies and Accountancy
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E. Introduction of five New subjects at A/B/C levels under
Bharatiya Jnana Parampara

The Bhartiya Jnana Parampara (Indian Knowledge Tradition)
stream was introduced at Secondary and Senior Secondary level
in Sanskrit medium. The purpose of the course is to revive the
Indian knowledge traditions and make it accessible for
everyone. Now, initiative was taken to introduce it at
Elementary level under Open Basic Education Programme at
Level A, B and C. The Self Learning Materials as mentioned in
Para 3 3.3 (a) were developed in English medium.

3.8.2 QR Code integration and digitalization of Self
Learning Material

NIOS has introduced QR (Quick Response) Code and
digitalization of SLM at the Senior Secondary level. QR code
comes with several advantages that makes it important for
the printed learning material to attract and reach out to more
readers. QR Codes contain text, links (to web sites, videos,
files), and much more.

EPUB is the most significant advantage of the e-book formats
(epub and mobi) over PDF. It is created in a format (e-book)
that changes shape according to the device it is read on.

3.8.3 Project on Design and Development of Self-
Learning Material in Sindhi Language

NIOS has entered into a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU)
with the National Council for Promotion of Sindhi Language
(NCPSL) for design and development of Sindhi language courses
at different stages for promotion of Sindhi language in the
country. Sindhi shall be offered as a language subject at OBE-
(A, B and C levels) as well as at the Secondary and the Senior
Secondary levels.

In the first phase, development of SLM at the Secondary level
has been completed. NIOS has initiated development of Sindhi
as a language at the Senior Secondary level.

3.8.4 Enhancing inclusion of Persons with Disabilities

Persons with Disabilities are a prioritized group for NIOS.
Proactive steps towards facilitating their education resulted in
introducing DAISY enabled Talking Books. To facilitate
education of Divyangjans, 140 curriculum based videos in Sign
Language in seven subjects viz., English, Hindi, Social Science,
Home Science, Painting, Data Entry Operations and Indian
Culture and Heritage at the Secondary level, and Yog have
been developed. NIOS is the first National Board of School
Education to provide educational content in Indian Sign
Language in the country. These videos were broadcasted
through Swayam Prabha DTH Channel No. 30 (Gyanamrit) and
NIOS channel on YouTube. As one of the unique initiatives, the
channel broadcasts programmes on Yog in Sign Language from
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Arohan Programme for the deaf and hard of
hearing learners at Ranchi

8.00am to 9.00am every day. Steps are being taken to
introduce Indian Sign Language as a subject at the Secondary
level.

NIOS is developing Sign Language Videos in remaining subjects
at the Secondary level and at the Senior Secondary level so
that there is wide choice for deaf learners to choose the courses
according to their learning needs. Apart from contents at the
Secondary level, NIOS has initiated development of six-month
Certificate course titled ‘Tour Guide’ for Deaf and ‘Hard-of-
Hearing’ Learners in Sign Language and the same will be offered
on Swayam Platform. This course will help learners to develop
an understanding about the ancient Indian Culture and
Heritage and they can work and earn as Tour Guides at tourist
places.

3.8.5 ArohanProgramme for Deaf and Hard-of-Hearing
Learners at Regional Centre, Ranchi

To promote development of each members potential through
participation in an exciting variety of curricular and co-
curricular activities, NIOS
organised Arohan Programme
at different Regional Centers of
NIOS. The programme was
successfully organised at
Jamshedpur with co-operation
of the Regional Centre, Ranchi
from 1to 3 April 2019.

The programme has mainly
aimed at providing opportunity
for engagement of deaf and
hard-of-hearing learners with
Sign Language content
developed at NIOS, and give
these learners a feel about
immense potential of Yoga
through continuous practice. It
promotes peer engagement to
experience friendship, understanding and acceptance in an
interactive space.

3.8.6 Orientation of NIOS Faculty through Various
Training Programmes by Universities

NIOS is committed towards capacity building of its faculty.
Participation of NIOS faculty in various faculty induction
programmes organized by Central Universities and other
academic organizations is a regular activity. Following
orientation programmes were organized for strengthening of
the faculty:
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A. Enhancing Paper Presentation Skills in Conferences/
Workshops in India and Abroad at NIOS

The National Institute of Open Schooling (NIOS) organized a
three day hands on training workshop on Enhancing Paper
Presentation Skills in Conferences/Workshops in India and
Abroad from 20to 22 April, 2019 at NIOS Headquarters, NOIDA.
Faculty members from the Academic Department, the
Vocational Department, the Evaluation Department and the
Capacity Building Cell attended the programme. The workshop
focused on preparing and presenting effective Posters as a
dissemination medium for research information and writing
research abstracts. Prof. Renu Nanda, Professor in Education,
PG Department of Education, University of Jammu conducted
the training session.

B. Training programme at Maharaja Sayajira University,
Vadodara

The Department of Education, Faculty of Education and
Psychology, The Mahraja Sayajirao University of Baroda,
Vadodara, Gujarat organised a Faculty Induction Programme
for newly appointed teachers in the higher education
institutions from 20 June to 19 July, 2019 under the Inter-
University Centre for Teachers’ Education [IUCTE] Pandit
Madan Mohan Malaviya National Mission on Teachers and
Teaching [PMMMNMTT] [MHRD Scheme]. Three NIOS faculty
members participated in the program. It was aimed to meet
the professional development needs of teachers and faculty so
as to infuse innovation in pedagogy leading to better learning
outcomes and augment generic skills, pedagogical skills,
discipline specific content upgradation, ICT and technology
enabled training and other appropriate interventions.

C. Training programme at Faculty Development Centre,
Mizoram

A training programme was organized by Department of
Education, University of Mizoram, Aizwal from 27 May to 25
June, 2019.

3.8.7 Project Tejaswini for Socio-Economic Empowerment
of Adolescent Girls and Young Women in Jharkhand

The Project ‘Tejaswini’ has been planned to be delivered in 17
Districts of Jharkhand by the Department of Child Development
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NIOS Workshop on Development of Curriculum
and Self-Learning Material

and Social Security, Government of Jharkhand with the financial
and technical support of the World Bank. The Project seeks to
empower adolescent girls with basic life skills and thereafter
providing further opportunities to acquire market driven skill
training or completion of the Secondary education, depending
on the inclination of the beneficiaries.

The National Institute of Open Schooling (NIOS), in collaboration
with the Government of Jharkhand, will achieve the project’s
objective of completion of the Secondary education for 50,000
school dropouts adolescent girls and young women in the age
group of 14-24. In this regard, an MoU was signed between
NIOS and the Government of Jharkhand. The project has three
main components — expanding social, educational and
economic opportunities; intensive service delivery; and state
capacity-building and implementation support.

3.8.8 Training Workshop on Development of Curriculum
and Self-Learning Material

In open and distance learning, self learning material and
effective use of media and technology are indispensable. The
faculty members engaged in developing these materials and
Audio-Video programmes need to be updated with the latest
developmentsin the system of
education in general and open
and distance learning in
particular. With this aim in
view, the National Institute of
Open Schooling organized a
three day training workshop on
‘Development of Curriculum
and Self Learning Material’
from 31 May 2019 to 2 June
2019 at the Navodaya
Leadership Institute, Puri,
Odisha. 12 faculty members
from NIOS Headquarters,
NOIDA and six faculty members
from Regional Centres of NIOS
participated in the residential
training programme.The objective of the workshop was to train
the faculty members in the areas useful for them to develop
engaging,interesting and meaningful self learning material.

3.8.9 Ninth Pan-Commonwealth Forum (PCF9)

The
pre-forum workshop gave an
insight into the concept of open
schooling and use of
technology in learning to increase access to quality education
as a boon for out-of-school learners and for lifelong learning.

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4.0 Introduction

Skill development is the one of the priority agenda of the
Government of India. The National Skill Development Mission
launched by the Government aims to train 400 million Indians
by 2022. For achieving this goal, vocational education needs to
play an effective role in the changing national context.
Considering this diversity of skill requirements across various
levels, NIOS is offering around 100 vocational education
programmes in six major vocational sectors. These include
Agriculture and Animal Husbandry, Home Science and
Hospitality, Computer and Information Technology, Business
and Commerce, Engineering and Technology, and Health and
Paramedical including Yoga. The courses are developed and
designed with the involvement of academicians and
entrepreneurs as per the National Occupational Standards
(NOS) as available with the National Skill Development Council
(NSDC). Besides the competencies already listed, the Vocational
Education Department (VED) also substantiates with other
relevant competencies as deemed fit for the course.

4.1 Vocational Education Programmes

The main objective of the Vocational Education is to cater to
the emerging need of skilled manpower in the growing sectors
of economy; both in organized as well as unorganized sectors.
The various vocational programmes offered by NIOS are a mix
of self instructional printed material and audio/video
programmes that are supported by Personal Contact
Programme as well as practical training at the Study Centres
known as Accredited Vocational Institutes (AVIs). These are
further supplemented by Radio Broadcasts, live television
interaction with learners through SWAYAM Prabha DTH
Channels and audio streaming through Internet on NIOS
website known as Mukta Vidya Vani. Five Vocational Education
courses are available on the SWAYAM Portal of the Govt of
India as MOOCs.

The Training Schedules for all vocational programmes are made
available to the AVIs for ensuring standardization of learning
outcomes throughout the country. These are prepared day
wise with learning outcomes. To bring in industry linkages, NIOS
is revising its courses to make them compliant to the National
Skills Qualification Framework (NSQF) as well as to meet the
industry requirements. NIOS is working in close concert with
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organizations of national importance such as the National Skill
Development Agency (NSDA), the Ministry of Textiles (MoT),
the Indian Medical Association (IMA) and the Indian Tourism
Development Corporation (ITDC) for enhancing skill
development of clientele.

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4.3 Material Development

The self learning material for the Vocational Education
Programmes are prepared in-house with an expert team
compromising of academicians and professionals both from the
government and industry. The materials are developed after
due deliberations. The materials are prepared bilingual viz., in
English and Hindi. Some of the materials are translated in
regional language as well. All NIOS vocational education courses
are being made NSQF compliant and the focus has shifted to
outcome based learning.

The Vocational Education courses require regular updation as
the technology keeps on changing. All efforts are made to
update its ICT based courses every three years and non-ICT in
five years time.

4.4 Establishment of Skill Development Centre

One of the objectives of NIOS is to impart education and skills
up to the pre-degree level especially for the disabled, socially
and geographically disadvantaged sections, working youth,
rural women, scheduled castes
and scheduled tribes.

Keeping this objective in view,
NIOS has set up a Skill
Development Centre in Amethi
to train SC/ ST/ BPL categories
girls / women free of cost in
various areas of skill for women
empowerment. The Hon’ble
Minister of Textiles and Minister
of Women and Child
Development, Smt. Smriti Irani
inaugurated  this  Skill
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Opening of Skill Development Centre at Amethi

Development Lab at the NIOS
Regional Center, Amethi.

The main objective of this training program was to train SC/
ST/ BPL girls / women in the trades of Cutting and Sewing, as
well as to provide them with awareness about
entrepreneurship, functional Hindi and GST. Training of these
female students was done in this skill development laboratory
specially set up at NIOS Regional Center, Amethi.
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4.5 Education of Handicraft Artisans and their
Children

Successful completion of the first Phase of Training of
Handicraft Artisans:

The training of 100 Handicraft Artisans in the area of Indian
Embroidery in Varanasi, Uttar Pradesh has been successfully
completed and examination was conducted under
collaborative project with Ministry of Textiles.
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Initiation of Second Phase of Training:

A budget of Rs. 44, 57,550/~ was sanctioned by Office of DC
Handicrafts (Ministry of Textiles) for the conduct of training of
300 Handicraft Artisans in the Districts of Varanasi, Jaunpur
and Chandauli. The Standard Operating Procedures for the
implementation of the project were finalized in consultation
with Ministry of Textiles and the concerned Department of
NIOS.

4.6 Towards Transparency - Change in the
Admission Procedure from Off-line to On-line

In order to bring transparency in the admission procedure, the
admission process of Vocational Education Programmes was
initiated in the year 2019. For all the learners intending to
register for vocational courses online, they need to visit the
NIOS website and click on the Admission Link.

4.7 Connecting with Learners -Live Interaction with
Learners on SWAYAM Prabha Channel

For interaction with learners and all the stakeholders, every
Wednesday, from 3.00 pm to 5.00 pm, live interactions by the
vocational faculty on SWAYAM Prabha DTH channels were
conducted. During the live programmes, various aspects of
the vocational education programmes were discussed with
regard to the job opportunities available along with key
theoretical and practical aspects of the course.
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The faculty of the Department
of Vocational Education, NIOS
interacted with the learners
regularly during the 45 minutes
Mukta Vidya Vani, which is a
radio web streaming process,
during working days and about
two hours duration on the
weekends. This was done in-
house from the Media Unit of
NIOS.
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Live Programmes for the benefit of learners
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4.8 Easy and Quick Access to Learners of Vocational
Self Learning Material (SLM)

In order to have of easy access of Vocational SLM to learners,
the Department scanned all the SLMs and uploaded on the
NIOS Portal under the link - online materials. This process will
ensure that even the learners who have not received SLMs
due to various reasons can avail of the benefit.

4.9 Introductory Videos

With a view to create
awareness and promote the
Vocational Education
Programmes, 3-4 minutes
Introductory Videos
introductory videos were
developed in house by the
Vocational Education Faculty.
These were then circulated to
all the AVIs to enable them to
inform the learners about
various courses being offered
and their special features. The
Videos were developed in the areas of Beauty & Wellness, Bee
Keeping, ICT related courses, Community Health and Yoga
Teachers Training Programme. The Videos highlight the key
features of the course and scope of employability offered by
the course.

These training
schedules have been prepared day wise and give the breakup
of theory and practical lessons along with their learning
outcomes. This would bring in uniformity in outcome based
training at the AVIs. These Training Schedules have been sent
to all the Regional Centres of NIOS for disseminating it further
to the AVis.

4.11 MoUs Signed/Renewed with State
Governments

(i) Multipurpose Health Workers in Collaboration with
National Health Mission, Maharashtra

NIOS and the National Health
Mission, Public Health
Department, Government of
Maharashtra signed a
Memorandum of Understanding
(MoU) on 7 May 2019 at the
Arogya Bhawan, Mumbai. This
MoU focuses on offering
Vocational Education
Programmes to the Health Service
Providers of the National Health
Mission (NHM) through NIOS
courses. The aim is to impart
uniform, structured and quality
training to the Multipurpose
Health Workers and Class Ill Male
Health Workers.

(i) Kasturba Gandhi Balika Vidyalaya (KGBV),
Gandhinagar

KGBV is a panacea for the girls
from the economically weaker
and marginalized sections of the
society. There is a necessity today
to incorporate Vocational
education component in the
KGBVs. NIOS signed an MoU with
the Gujarat Council of
Elementary Education (GCEE) in
November 2019 for offering
vocational skills to the girl
students enrolled in the KGBVs.
NIOS has more than 200 KGBVs
in the state of Rajasthan and the
enrolment in these is very
encouraging (around 7000 to 7500 annually).

(iii) Food Safety Standards Authority of India (FSSAI)

NIOS signed an MoU with the Food Safety and Standards
Authority of India, Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, on
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22 January 2020 at the FDA Bhawan, Delhi. The objective of
the MoU is to integrate food safety and awareness content of
FSSAlin NIOS curriculum and develop courses on Nutrition and
Food Safety jointly with provision of joint certification. The first
meeting of Joint Coordination Committee (JCC) was held at
FSSAIl on 4 February 2020.

(iv) Colloboration with Indian
Medical Association of India
(IMA)

NIOS and IMA renewed its MoU
on 3 May 2019 in the IMA House,
ITO, Delhi.

Student Support Services

5.0 Introduction

The Support Services programmes under the Open and Distance
Learning (ODL) System are extremely important for learners
who have fewer opportunities to interact with the stakeholders
and functionaries of Open Schools. NIOS provides ‘need based
facilities” to its learners right from the time of their admission
to their completing the courses of study. In this context, it
takes new initiatives, formulates new policies and implements
them.

The Department of Student Support Services (SSS), is the nodal
Department for providing support services to its learner. The
main responsibilities of the Department include:

»  Provide support to NIOS learners through various modes.

»  Formulate policies and plans related to learners’
registration under various streams of admission.

»  Redress grievances of learners after their enrollment in
NIOS.

»  Coordinate with the Regional Centres of NIOS for timely
and effective support to learners.

»  Supportthe Regional Centres in effective implementation
of the NIOS programmes and policies.

»  Help NIOS to reach the unreached through establishment
of Study Centres throughout the country and abroad.

»  Promote education of minorities through various
programmes and schemes for the minority communities.

»  Promote various NIOS programmes and policies using
various modes.

5.1 Functions

The main functions of the department of Student Support
Services are to:

»  formulate policies and planning related to learners
enrolment and registration,
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identify learners and enroll them

publicise NIOS programmes through print and electronic
media,

identify and establish Study Centres for accreditation from
amongst recognised and reputed academic institutions
all over the country, thereby building a network of
Accredited Institutions (Als), Accredited Vocational
Institutions (AVIs) and Accredited Agencies (AAs) under
OBE Programme, Academic and Skill Development
Institutions, NEPIA (NIOS Education Project for Indian
Army) Centres etc.

operationalise of special social welfare projects like
establishment of Study Centres in Jails for welfare of
inmates in Jails, setting up of Special Accredited
Institutions for Education of Disadvantaged (SAIEDs),
establishment of Study Centres for in-service teachers
for certification purposes, establishment of the Study
Centres for Sportspersons, establishment of the Study
Centres with the help of NGOs, establishment of the Study
Centres for Academic and Skill Development Institutions,
NEPIA Centres etc.,

5.2 Major Policy Initiatives and Achievements

The following initiatives were taken during the year 2019-20:

5.2.1 More Districts covered under the umbrella of NIOS
Study Centres

NIOS study centes have been set up in most of the districts
throughout the country. This has been made possible through
intervention of the government bodies like the Kendriya
Vidyalayas, JNVs, Govt. Schools, KGBVs. Extensive advocacy at
the regional level and the NIOS Headquarters level resulted in
covering most of the districts in India.

5.2.2 Accreditation of New Study Centres

NIOS aims at providing education at the doorsteps of its
learners to enable them to study at places convenient to them.
In this context, 381 new institutes [228 Accredited Institutes
(Als), 62 Accredited Vocational Institutes (AVIs) and 91
Accredited Agencies (AAs) and Study Centres (excluding
minority)] were accredited by NIOS.

5.2.3 Advocacy through Print Media

Strategies for advocacy of NIOS programmes have been
developed by NIOS. A vigorous advocacy campaign was
launched to publicise the NIOS schemes and programmes. To
further extend facilities to its learners, NIOS has introduced
On-line admission in its courses throughout the year (24 x 7) for
which advertisements were prepared and published in the
leading National/Regional level Newspapers three to four times
during the year 2019-20.

The Regional Centres of NIOS organised advocacy programmes
about the services provided by NIOS by way of participationin
exhibitions and fairs, organization of seminars, public
information campaigns, etc.

In addition to the above, the Mukta Vidya Vani, a web-based
Radio Programme, was also used for advocacy. Further, NIOS
participated in the World Book Fair, the India International
Trade Fair and several other fairs.

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5.3.1 No Barriers for Education of Jail Inmates

Apart from affiliated schools, NIOS presently has Study Centres
(AAs, Als, AVIs) in Jails also. It was observed that more number
of jail inmates wanted to join NIOS courses but because of
their poor financial conditions, but they were not able to do so.
Accordingly, it was felt that if NIOS could offer courses to jail
inmates free of cost, it would enable them to join NIOS courses
for getting educated. Also, if they are provided quality
education during their stay in jails, it would certainly help them
in earning their livelihood and bringing them into the
mainstream society after they are released from jails.

Almost all the jails in the country have taken reformative steps
to mainstream these disadvantaged groups. It is in this context
that NIOS thought to take proactive action to facilitate
education of jailinmates. The following facilities were provided
to jail inmates:

»  Nofeefor Accreditation of Jails as Study Centres of NIOS.
»  No fee for Registration of Jail inmates for NIOS courses.

»  No fee for Transfer of Credit from other Boards.

»  No Examination fee.

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5.6 Meetings of Regional Directors of NIOS

NIOS operates through 23 Regional Centres; Two sub Regional
Centres and two NIOS cells which are located throughout the
country. These centres are headed by Heads of Regional
Centres. Every year meetings are held with the Regional
Directors in order to apprise them of new policy decisions and
also to know various new developments in their regions. A
Meeting of Regional Directors of NIOS was held on 21 and 22
June, 2019 at NIOS Headquarters.

Importantissues like strategies for enhancement of enrolment,
strategies for advocacy and publicity, branding of NIOS,
reaching out to the potential learners of NIOS, etc., were
discussed.

5.7 Minority Cell in NIOS

As per decision taken by the Government of India to set up
Minority Cells in all Departments and Autonomous Bodies of
the MHRD, NIOS established the Minority Cell during the year
2006 in its Department of Student Support Services to pay
special attention to the educational needs of Minority
communities. The objective of the Minority Cell is to expand
the reach and impact of NIOS programmes and policies
amongst the Minority communities, especially the Muslim
community, by undertaking active advocacy programmes to
establish linkages with existing Minority Education Institutions.

The Minority Cell has been playing a vital role in implementation
of the provisions of the National Policy on Education (NPE- 1986/
1992), the Programme of Action (POA 1992) on NPE, the
Constitutional Rights under Articles 30 (1), 45 and Article 8
(Fundamental Rights) for prioritized client groups.

NIOS has been making special efforts to bring educationally
backward children, adolescents and adults belonging to
Minority communities in the fold of education by enrolling them

provisions for Minority institutions and learners. Taking note
of the fact that among the Minority communities, Muslims are
most backward, NIOS has been giving special emphasis on their
education.

5.7.1 Functions of Minority Cell
The functions of Minority Cell in NIOS are:

» to undertake active advocacy programmes by
establishing linkages with existing Minority Educational
Institutions,

»  to accreditate Madrsas/Dar-ul-uloom and make them
link with the mainstream of education,

» to conduct advocacy programmes/ orientation
programmes/ workshops for promotion of education
amongst the Minority Institutions

»  to collect inspection reports from the Regional Centres
of NIOS,

»  to convene Accreditation Advisory Committee (AAC)
meetings to finalise the recommendations of the
inspection reports,

»  toissue notification with regard to the newly accredited
Academic, Vocational and Open Basic Education Minority
Institutions,

»  to collect data of learners from the concerned Regional
Centres of NIOS which are covered under SPQEM scheme
and forward these to MHRD for claim purposes.

5.7.2 Educational Initiatives for Minorities

It may be mentioned that access, equity and quality are
hallmarks of NIOS programmes and activities. This concern is
reflected in all the courses/programmes offered by NIOS.
Although the courses/programmes of NIOS are meant for all
sections of the society, yet its prioritised (disadvantaged) client
groups include Scheduled Castes (SCs), Scheduled Tribes (STs),
Minorities (Muslims, Christians, Sikhs, Jains, Buddhists), girls
and women, differently abled, people living in difficult contexts,
ex-servicemen etc.

5.7.3 Special Relaxations for Minority Communities

With a view to provide quality modern education to Muslims
(Minority), several exemptions have been given by NIOS for
giving accreditation to Madarasa. Some of the major
relaxations are as follows:-

»  NIOS has exempted Madrasas and Maktabs from paying
accreditation fee and relaxed the norms for accreditation
vide circular No. NIOS/SECY/SSS/2010 dated 12.4.2010.
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To operationalise the Scheme for Providing Quality
Education in Madarasa (SPQEM) a circular vide No.NIOS/
Secy/57th EB/2010 dated 30.11.2010 was issued giving
full exemption of fees to Muslim students enrolled through
Madrasa in the NIOS courses.

Norms for Accreditation for Minority institutions have
been relaxed.

In the Inspection Committee for Madrasa, one expert
from the Minority community is appointed.

Under the SPQEM scheme, Madrasa /Maktabs/Darul-
ulooms can opt to become accredited study Centres of
NIOS for offering the Secondary and the Senior Secondary
level programmes. The Madrsas which have been in
existence for at least three years and registered under
the Central or the State Government’s Acts or Madrasas
Board or with Wakf Boards or NIOS shall be eligible to
apply for assistance under this programme. As there are
only 8 Madrasa Boards, hence to extend the facility to
the Madarasa of the other states where Madrasa Boards
do not exist, the Madrasas accorded Minority status by
the NCMEI are also considered for accreditation as per
the decision taken in the meeting of the Grant-in-Aid
Committee.

The Urdu medium is made available for better
understanding.

The Prospectus is printed in Urdu also for better
communication of instructions.

The details of the Minority Cell are made available on the
NIOS website. This section also contains all vital
information about accreditation status, Frequently Asked
Questions etc.

Allimportant Notices are published in Urdu News Papers.

Frequently Asked Questions have been hosted on website
for candidates and Institutions.

As more such institutions are not able to join the scheme
even after the above decision, hence the following
facilitative provisions were also approved by the
Executive Board of NIOS for Academic Courses (X & XII)
and Vocational Trades.

(a) Madrasas / Darul Ulooms having independent
standing and offering Maulvi, Aazim and Fazil
courses.

(b) Having residential facilities.
(c) Having three year old Registered Society or Trust.

(d) Possessing minimum infrastructure to offer the NIOS
courses ( Labs, Library etc.) as fixed by NIOS for
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minority institutions, except the desired number of
class rooms which can be 50% of the norms for
General Category Institutions.

(e) Its courses are recognized by other institutions of
higher learning.

The above recommendation was placed before the
52nd Meeting of the Finance Committee of NIOS and
64th Meeting of the Executive Board of the NIOS.
After the approval, a Notification No. F-24/NIOS/SSS-
M.Cell/2013 was issued on 13.11.2013. These
Madrasas have also been given full exemption from
payment of accreditation fee. The same has been
reimbursed by MHRD.

Looking into the time taken in the conversion of Off-
line forms as applicable in the case of the learners of
Madrasa and thus probable delay in supply of the
study material, NIOS has decided to supply the study
material to registered learners through their
Madrasa to avoid delay. This will provide them ample
opportunities to study the material, thereby
improving their certification rate. A Notification No.
26.3/NIOS/SSS/PA dated 24.12.2013 was issued in
this regard.

Equivalence to the following courses of five Madarasa
Boards was granted. These courses of the Madrasa
Boards will now be treated equivalent to the Secondary
and the Senior Secondary Certificates of NIOS.

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5.7.5 SPQEM —Role of NIOS

The scheme of providing Quality Education in Madrasa (SPQEM)
was launched on 26 February 2009 through NIOS. The first
meeting of the Central Grant-in-Aid Committee of SPQEM for
the year 2010-11 held on 21 September, 2010 under the
Chairmanship of the Secretary, SE&L, MHRD, Govt. of India
discussed issues related to the NIOS intervention on SPQEM
programme. The committee agreed to the following in
principle:

»  NIOS will grant accreditation to those Madrasas as its
Accredited Institutions which are affiliated to the
Madrasa Board/Wakf Board of the State and have the
prescribed minimum infrastructural facilities to run the
NIOS courses at classes X and Xll levels.

»  Noonetime accreditation fee shall be charged from these
Madrasas.

»  NIOS will not charge any admission fee and examination
fee from the learners enrolled through these Madrsas.
NIOS will claim for reimbursement of expenditure from
MHRD twice in a year in two different cycles of the
admission of NIOS.

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Efforts made by NIOS to promote education amongst the
Minorities have yielded encouraging results during the past
several years.

»  For monitoring activities of Government’s flagship
programme, namely the Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan (SSA) and
the Rashtriya Madhyamik Shiksha Abhiyan (RMSA), a
computerized Management Information System,
namely, U-DISE with School as the unit of data collection
and District as the unit of data dissemination was
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successfully developed jointly by the National University
of Educational Planning and Administration (NUEPA), the
Department of School Education and Literacy, Ministry
of HRD, Govt. of India and UNICEF.

As per the Minutes of 3rd meeting of GIAC held on 22nd
December, 2014, it was decided that all the Madrasa
supported under SPQEM would have to upload their data
on ‘Unified District Information System for Education (U
—DISE) Portal’. In order to implement the order, letters
were sent through the Regional Centres of NIOS to all
accredited Madrasas to upload their status on U-DISE
Portal.

Evaluation and Assessment

6.0 Introduction

Evaluation and Assessment is an integral component of
teaching-learning system. The Government of India in 1990
vested NIOS with the authority to examine and certify learners
upto pre-degree level. Thus NIOS became one of the National
Boards of School Examinations. It is the only Board which
conducts two Public Examinations every year. The NIOS has
been conducting Public Examinations since 1991. In order to
measure learners’ achievement and evaluate their
performance, NIOS has so far conducted 60 Public
Examinations upto the year 2019-20.

6.1 Unique Features of the NIOS Examination
System

»  NIOS does not have any infrastructure of its own. It shares
the infrastructure and human resources with the co-
operation of the institutions established by the publicand
private sector to conduct the examinations without
disturbing their academic schedule.

»  NIOS provides a lot of flexibility to learners in respect of
issues related to examinations such as no compulsion of
appearing in all the subjects at the same examination,
appearing in one or more subjects in examination as per
their convenience, credit accumulation of the pass
subjects, nine chances to appear in Public Examinations
over a period of five years, and transfer of credit of two
subjects passed from other specified Boards of School
Education and upto four subjects in the case of ex-NIOS
learners.

»  Alearneris allowed to write answers in examination in
any of the scheduled languages of India except language
papers even if not opted for that medium. NIOS used to
issue only one answer book containing 28 pages till
October, 2017 Public Examinations and 32 pages answer
book with one OMR Sheet from March - April 2018 Public
Examination. Examinees are required to complete all the
answers of a particular subject in the answer book itself.
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There is no provision to issue any additional answer sheet
or continuous sheet to learners during the conduct of
examinations.

»  Alearnercanappearin ‘On Demand Examination’ at the
Secondary and the Senior Secondary level examinations
any number of times as per his/her convenience over a
period of five years i.e. upto the validity term of his/her
registration.

6.2 Quality and Standard of the Question Papers

In order to provide reliability, validity and credibility to the
examination system of NIOS, there is an inbuilt mechanism
with provisions of checks and balances in the system thereby
ensuring quality and standard of the question papers. The
guestion papers are prepared on the basis of the design and
blue print. The paper setters are provided with the syllabus,
study material, sample question papers and designs of question
papers in order to facilitate preparation of balanced question
papers containing short answer type, very short answer type,
essay type and objective type questions based on knowledge,
understanding and application skills. The sets of question papers
are moderated by the concerned subject experts to ensure
that questions are within syllabus. The questions are neither
too tough nor too easy. It is alo ensured that the marking
scheme is accurate covering all parts of questions. As in the
previous years, during 2019-20NIOS developed five sets of
guestion papersin main subjects for the Secondary and the Sr.
Secondary examinations. The Question Papers for all the
subjects are printed in the identified Confidential Press. These
were stored and delivered from the designated Banks/
Treasuries/Police Stations. Besides Hindi and English mediums,
the question papers were also prepared in Urdu and other
Regional mediums (Telugu, Gujarati, Marathi, Malayalam,
Tamil and Oriya for Secondary Courses and Bengali, Gujarati
and Oriya for the Senior Secondary Courses) for conducting
public examinations.

6.3 Orientation of the Chief Secrecy Officers and
Secrecy Officers

In order to ensure credibility of evaluation process, NIOS keeps
identity of the examinees secret. It hides the names,
examination centre numbers and enrolment numbers of the
learners by allotting fictitious numbers. These are made
available to the concerned secrecy teams only. Since the Chief
Secrecy Officers (CSOs) and other secrecy team members are
engaged from outside, they need to be orientated about the
concept of fictitious numbers and their role as per provision
and practices effective from time to time.

During 2019-20, the Regional Centre concerned organized
orientation programmes for Chief Secrecy Officers and Secrecy
Officers for April-May 2019 examination. The Evaluation
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Department, NIOS conducted an orientation programme for
the Chief Secrecy Officers for October —November 2019
examinations in the context of the new system of secrecy.

6.4 Conduct of Public Examinations during
2019-20

The NIOS conducted two Public Examinations, one in April 2019
and the other in October 2019. During the year 2019-20,
7,38,204 learners appeared in the Academic and the
Vocational Education Streams. 2,86,202 learners appeared for
the Secondary Certificate Examination, while 4,18,231 learners
appeared for the Senior Secondary Certificate Examination,
and 33,771 learners appeared for Vocational Education
courses, through 2776 Examination Centres across the country
as well as abroad. The April 2019 and October 2019
examinations for academic courses were held in 1263 and 1095
examination centres respectively spread over the country.
During April 2019, 21,097 learners appeared in Vocational
and D.EI.Ed (offline) Examination from 239 Examination
Centres; and 12674 learners appeared in October 2019
examinations from 179 examination centres. NIOS also
conducted D.EL.ED (On-line) exams during 2019-20 for in-
service untrained teachers under a project of MHRD in the
context of the Right to Education Act (2009). 92,728 teachers
appeared in January, 2020. The last D.El.Ed. (Online)
Examination conducted by Evaluation Department in 304
Examination Centers. Of these 54,784 teachers were awarded
the Diploma. The NIOS acknowledges the role of Indian
Embassies located in various countries as custodian of question
papers and monitoring the conduct of NIOS Public Examination
abroad.

6.5 Monitoring and Supervision of Public
Examinations

In order to ensure smooth and fair conduct of examinations,
the NIOS adopts five tier monitoring system which is as follows:

(i)  Deployment of full time Observers (Officer on Special Duty
- OSDs).

(i) Deployment of Flying Squad teams from NIOS
Headquarters as well as form the Regional Centres of
NIOS.

(iii) Support from the Chief Secretary of the State, State
Education Department, Director General of Police of the
concerned States and the District Magistrates for
conduct of examinations.

(iv) Establishment and use of CCTV and Video recording for
conduct of examination.
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(v)  The Central Control Room and the Regional Control
Rooms were set up to collect information, queries and
complaints as well as to monitor and sort out difficulties
through a single window facility.

(vi) The activities about conduct of NIOS Examinations are
governed by the Bye-laws framed by NIOS, which were
documented and made effective in the year-2012.

(vii) The Examination Centres are identified and finalized as
per the guidelines for establishment of Public Examination
Centres for NIOS w.e.f. 2012.

One full time Officer on Special Duty (OSD) is deputed at each
of the Examination Centres for all the days of examination. In
addition, Flying Squad Teams are also sent to the Examination
Centres. During 2019-20, special arrangements were made
for deploying Flying Squads in the Examination Centres in all
the Regional Centres. Assistance was sought from the State
Education Agencies for ensuring smooth conduct of NIOS
examinations. The Haryana School Education Board took
suitable measures in this regard by deputing special teams of
its officers to supervise and monitor the NIOS examinations in
the State.

Detailed written guidelines are issued to the Centre
Superintendents of the Examination Centres for taking
necessary precautions to ensure smooth and fair conduct of
examinations at their respective Examination Centres. In order
to ensure effective supervision of examinations, two Invigilators
are provided in each examination room. An additional
Invigilator is also allowed if 200 or more candidates are allotted
in a Centre to specially check the identity of the examinees. If
the number of learnersis more than 40 either in a room orin
a hall, there will be one more Invigilator for each 20 candidates
or fraction thereof.

6.6 Standardization of Marking Schemes

With the help of the academic faculty of NIOS and outside
subject experts, the Marking Schemes of the Question Papers
of 28 subjects of the Secondary course and 29 subjects of the
Senior Secondary course for April 2019 and October 2019
examinations were standardized and finalized immediately
after the question papers were administered in each
examination. The finalized Marking Schemes of different
subjects were sent to the Regional Centres/ Spot Evaluation
Centres of NIOS by e-mail. These were used by the evaluators
for evaluating the answer scripts in different subjects.

6.7 Evaluation of the Answer Books

The Team Leaders and Evaluators in different subjects
evaluated the answer books at the Spot Evaluation Centres set
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up by the Regional Centres. The work was coordinated and
monitored by the concerned NIOS Regional Centres and the
awards were sent to the Director (Evaluation). Finally the
results were processed and declared within four-five weeks
from the last date of the examination. Before finalizing, the
Moderation Committee reviewed and moderated the results
after detailed discussion.

6.8 UFM Committee Meetings

The Confidential Section of the Department of Evaluation
processed 26,681 cases of Unfair Means (UFM) booked during
April 2019 examination and October 2019 examination. These
cases were discussed in a high level Committee meeting where
concerned learners were given an opportunity to submit their
statements before the Committee Members.

In order to consider the cases of Mass Copying and Individual
UFM during April-May 2019 Secondary, Senior Secondary,
Vocational Education Examinations and ODE examinations the
meetings of the Unfair Means (UFM) Committee were held
from 23 to 24 July, 2019 for individual cases and from 25 July
to 27 July, 2019 for Mass Copying cases, in which 18,783 cases
were considered. For October 2019 examination, the UFM
meetings were held from 16 to 17 January 2020 for individual
UFM cases and from 18 January to 24 January 2020 for Mass
Copying cases, in. which 7,898 cases were considered.

The learners involved in individual UFM cases during the
examination were directed to appear before the Committee
for personal hearing whereas learners booked under Mass/
Group Copying cases, statements from concerned candidates
were taken. The Committee considered all the cases and
recommended appropriate penalty in established Unfair Means
cases and exonerated a few students according to the merit of
the cases and in absentia of proper evidence.

6.9 Re-evaluation of Answer Scripts

NIOS introduced re-evaluation of answers in the Senior
Secondary Course from April-2012 examination. In April 2019
examination, 4263 applications for re-evaluation were
received. There was change of marks in 846 cases and there
was no change of marks in 3417 cases. In October 2019
examination, 1850 candidates applied for re-evaluation. Out
of these there were a changes in marks of 410 cases and there
was no change in marks of 1440 cases.

6.10 Conduct of Basic Literacy Programme (BLP)
Examination under NLMA Project
The Prime Minister launched ‘Saakshar Bharat’, a centrally

sponsored scheme of the Department of School Education and
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Literacy (DSEL), Ministry of Human Resource Development
(MHRD), Government of India (GOI), on the International
Literacy Day, 8™ September, 2009. The National Literacy
Mission Authority (NLMA) under the Directorate of Adult
Education, Department of School Education & Literacy, MHRD
monitors the Basic Literacy Programme of ‘Saakshar Bharat’,
which has been devised as the new variant of the National
Literacy Mission. The Saakshar Bharat would cover all adults in
the age group of 15 and above. The Basic Literacy Programme
(BLP) under the Saakshar Bharat Scheme aims to achieve the
first objective of the scheme, that is, “Impart functional literacy
to neo-literate adults”. Functional literacy implies achieving
self reliance in Reading, Writing and Arithmetic (Numeracy).

For assessment and certification of neo-literates, the National
Institute of Open Schooling (NIOS) was designated as the Nodal
agency by NLMA under Public and Public Partnership. NIOS, in
collaboration with NLMA, conducts assessment of neo-literates
in two phases every year i.e., in the months of August and
March. Right from the inception of the assessment held on 20
August 2010, 16 phases of assessment have been conducted.
10,07,67,635 learners appeared in these assessments. Of these,
7,63,90,655 candidates were declared successful and were
certified.

The Project was completed on 25 March 2018.

6.11 Conduct of Digital Literacy Assessment by
National Institute of Open Schooling (NIOS)
under NDLM Project.

The Prime Minister of India launched “Digital India” to educate
one person in each family to be digitally literate, which is one
of the integral components of the vision. The National Digital
Literacy Mission (NDLM) envisages initially to provide
Information Communication and Technology (ICT) training to
10 lakh persons, one in every eligible household in selected
Blocks in each State/UT of the country. Out of 10 lakh persons,
9 lakh persons will be trained through government machinery
and one lakh persons will be trained through industry, NGOs
and others through their own resources under ‘Corporate Social
Responsibility’. The objective of the progeramme is to impart
basic ICT skills relevant to the needs of the trainees, which
would enable them to use IT and related applications and
participate actively in the democratic process and further
enhance opportunities for their livelihood. These persons shall
be able to access information, knowledge and skill through use
of digital devices.

The National Digital Literacy Mission Programme is a dynamic
and integrated platform of digital literacy awareness,
education and capacity programmes that will facilitate rural
communities to take lead in the global digital economy and
help in maintaining the competitiveness and also shape a
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technologically empowered society. The NDLM is an effort to
complement the objectives of the National Optic Fiber Network
(NOFN) plan to transform one from each household as digitally
literate. Under NDLM, we pledge to work with multi-
stakeholders to make at least one adult Digitally Literate from
each of 147 million rural households in India. NDLM will be an
ecosystem of digital literacy awareness, education and training
that will help India take a lead in the global digital economy
and help us maintaining competitiveness and also shape a
technologically empowered society. The DLM is an effort to
extend NOFN objectives to empower rural citizens by making
them digitally literate.

The vision of the Digital Literacy Mission (DLM) is to create
multi-stakeholder consortium and work with the government
and various schemes and agendas to showcase some of those
Panchayats constituencies that how to enable them to be
digitally literate and facilitate in changing the scenario of
governance, empowerment, social inclusion, educational
approach and employment.

The vision outcome of the DLM is:

»  To empower rural communities with capacity building
and training programmes and make them digitally
literate.

»  Tofacilitate deployment of rural citizen services through
digital means.

»  To create a digital data house at every rural community
level to make them economically viable

»  To generate social, cultural and economic advantages
for rural communities with the information and content
gateway.

DLM shall be implemented through NGOs, Industries,
Government authorized centres, Common Services Centres
(CSCs) and authorized Educational Institutions with appropriate
infrastructure to conducted, train and empower citizens on IT
literacy. The training will be held at various training locations
including CSCs, Adult Literacy Centres, NIELIT Centres, RSETI,
NGOs involved in IT Literacy etc.

Under the scheme, it is envisaged that training would be
followed by an independent external evaluation by a National-
level certifying agency. The National Institute of Open
Schooling (NIOS) was proposed by the Common Service Centre
(CSC) e-Governance Services India Limited as the nodal agency
under the NDLM scheme to conduct the assessment test and
for certification purposes. The roles of the certifying agency
shall be as follows:

»  To prepare a mechanism, standard norms and guidelines
to design, develop, delivery, assessment and certification
for various courses in consultation with CSC-SPV.
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»  To assess and certify the competence acquired at each
level of IT Literacy.

»  Todevelop a question bank for each level of IT Literacy in
various Regional Languages, including pictorial and audio
questions.

»  To prepare guidelines and norms for accreditation of
training/providing skills to institutions in terms of
training /skill infrastructure, labs, faculty/trainers, etc.,
in consultation with CSC-SPV.

»  Alist of authorized agencies would be identified to act as
Accreditation Agencies for the training centres as per
prescribed norms.

»  Onfinalization of the scheme, an MOU shall be signed by
CSC e-Governance Services India Limited and NIOS
identifying the role and responsibilities of each
organization.

NIOS started Online Assessment for the learners
registered for Digital Literacy through CSC w.e.f. 7
December, 2015. The project was completed in the
month of February, 2017. Under this NDLM Project,
25,19,194 learners were assessed and certified by NIOS
against the target of assessment of 25,00,000 learners.
The target was successfully achieved by NIOS.

6.12 Conduct of Digital Literacy Assessment by
National Institute of Open Schooling (NIOS)
under PMGDISHA Project (An Extension of
NDLM Project).

After February 2017, the Digital Literacy programme was re-
launched under the Pradhan Mantri Gramin Digital Saksharta
Abhiyan (PMGDISHA) which is an extension of Digital Literacy
under NDLM Project. This programme was re-launched to
user in digital literacy in rural areas covering 6 Crore rural
households by 31 March, 2019. The Pradhan Mantri Gramin
Digital Saksharta Abhiyan (PMGDISHA) was approved by the
Govt. of India on 8 February 2017.

The PMGDISHA under Digital India Programme would cover
one member from each of six Crore households in rural areas
to make them digitally literate. It would empower the citizens
by providing access to information, knowledge and skills for
operating computers/ digital access devices. As the thrust of
the government is on cashless transactions through Mobile
Phones, the course content would also emphasize on Digital
Wallets, Mobile Banking, Unified Payments Interface (UPI),
Unstructured Supplementary Service Data (USSD) and Aadhaar
Enabled Payment System (AEPS) etc. Implementation of the
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Scheme would be carried out by the CSC e-Governance Service
India Ltd. (CSC-SPV) under the overall supervision of the Ministry
of Electronics and IT in active collaboration with States/ UTs,
Districts e-Governance Society (DeGS), etc.

The Assessment of the PMGDISHA Examination was conducted
on the similar pattern as it was done for NDLM Scheme with
changes on the assessment rates to be paid by CSC e-
Governance Services India Pvt. LTD. to NIOS @ Rs. 30/- per
learner instead of Rs. 50/- per learner. However, the digital
assessment programme under PMGDISHA will remain the same
as already decided under the MoU for NDLM Project. The
assessment under PMGDISHA Project has been commenced
from 1 April, 2018. 14,55,355 of learners were successfully
assessed and certified by NIOS till 31 March, 2019. The process
of digital literacy assessment under PMGDISHA is continuing.

6.13 Conduct of Assessment of Basic Computer
Concept (BCC) Course under Cybergram Project.

NIOS in collaboration with CSC e-Governance Services India
Ltd., has been conducting the Basic Computer Concept (BCC)
Course Assessment under the Cybergram Project from 18
March, 2016 under the Multi-sectoral Development
Programme (MsDP), Ministry of Minority Affairs, Govt. of India.
The details of the Programme are as under:

1. The programme aims to provide digital skills to minority
student of Madarasa as well as schools students of Classes
VI to X of Minority Community notified, as per Section
2(c) of the National Commission for Minority Act 1992.

2.  The Competent Authority of Govt. of India has approved
the Guidelines for implementation of Cyber Gram under
MsDP.

3.  Theobjective s to provide hands on training in computers
to enable them to acquire ICT skills which would empower
them:

— To become digitally literate

— Toactively participate in knowledge based activities
— Toaccess financial, social and government services
— Touse Internet for communications

— To reinforce the learning of trained beneficiaries by
providing free Internet access for 30 hours.
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4. The beneficiaries of the programme would be:

— Learners studying in Recognised Madrsas/ Schools
having no facility of computer education.

— Learners of Classes 6 to 10 from such institutions
— Any other learner belonging to Minority Community.

5. Course Curriculum

M/s. CSC e-Governance Services India Limited would
prescribe thirty-nine (39) hours Basic Computer (BCC)
Syllabus of the National Institute of Electronics and
Information Technology(NIELIT) for the training. Based
on the BCC syllabus, CSC e-Governance Services India
Limited (CSC SPV) will develop interactive e-learning
Modules in English, Hindi and local languages.

6. Assessmentand Certification by NIOS

At the end of training, the beneficiaries will appear in the
BCC Online Examination conducted by NIOS certification.
The specific responsibilities of NIOS will be:

— Testing and certifying beneficiaries who have
undergone the BCC course training at their Training
Centres.

— Maintaining a record of all beneficiaries who appear
for the BCC online examination as well as of all those
who pass and receive the Certification.

During 2017-18, assessment and certification of 92,250 learners
was successfully conducted by NIOS. Since the conduct of online
assessment intiated from 18 March, 2016, assessment of 92,873
learners was also been successfully conducted till 31 March,
2018.

The Assessment under Cybergram commenced from 1° April,
2018. 28,884 learners were successfully assessed and certified
by NIOS till December, 2018. The project has new been closed
by Govt. of India, MHRD,.

Overview

The Evaluation Department has been accomplishing important
task of evaluation and assessment of the learners of the
Secondary, the Senior Secondary, the Vocational Education,
and D.EIL.Ed. Courses. During 2019-20 evaluation and
assessment of around 7 lakh learners was carried out through
two public examinations conducted and several ‘On Demand”
Examinations. 57,850 learners did not appear in the
examination and 40.07 % learnersi.e 2,55,837 lakhs have been
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certified in the year and all efforts will be made to achieve the
target set by NIOS in future.

NIOS has been conducting the evaluation and assessment of
learners under the ‘Saakshar Bharat Programme “of the
Directorate of Adult Education, Ministry of Human Resource
Development, Govt. of India in collaboration with the National
Literacy Mission Authority . The assessment of 10.08 crore
adult learners was carried out in 16 Basic Literacy Assessment
Programmes. 7.64 crore learners were certified.

NIOS started conducting evaluation and online assessment of
learners under the Digital Literacy Programme of National
Digital Literacy Mission (NDLM), Project of the Department of
Electronics and Information Technology, Ministry of
Communication and Information Technology, Govt. of Indiain
collaboration with the National Digital Literacy Mission from
7 December, 2015. The online assessment conducted from
08:00 a.m. in the morning upto 8:00p.m. in the evening, all
seven days in the week including Sunday and Holidays. The
target of assessment of about 25 lakh learners was successfully
carried out upto 28 February, 2017.

The assessment of NDLM Programme was re-launched under
PMGDISHA Programme in the year 2017-18. 66,56,209
learners were successfully assessed and certified by NIOS till
31 March, 2019.

The Evaluation Department of NIOS is well administered as far
as the achievement of targets is concerned. Evaluation,
assessment and certification of learners especially under NLMA,
NDLMA and PMGDISHA Project is a significant achievement
of the Department of Evaluation, NIOS which may conduct to
bring the nation to 100% academic and digital literacy.

New Initiatives

1. Bye-laws governing examination of NIOS were
documented and are in use w.e.f. 2012. A copy of the
Bye-law was provided to all the Regional Directors for
their implementation. The Bye-laws have also been
uploaded on NIOS website.

2. The norms and guidelines for establishment of
Examination Centres for conduct of NIOS Public
Examinations were developed and implemented w.e.f.
April 2011 Examinations.

3. The Bar Code has been introduced and printed on the
Mark Sheets and Certificates from October 2012
Examination as an additional security features.

4. The scanned Pass Certificates of the Secondary and the
Sr. Secondary Courses are being uploaded on NIOS
website since the October 2012 Exams.
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OMR Award Sheet was introduced in Result Processing
work from April 2014 Examination.

Special provision introduced for re-evaluation of Answer
Books within20 days time exclusive for candidates applied
in JEE (Main).

SLMA Guijarat collaborated with NIOS for the assessment
of learners of the area, not covered under the Saakshar
Bharat Program at par with the assessment held under
NLMA project from the Assessment 17 March, 2013.

An MoU was signed between the Kendriya Vidyalayas
Sangathan (KVS) and the National Institute of Open
Schooling on 25 January, 2016 for establishment of Public
Examination Centres and On Demand Examination
Centres in KendriyaVidyalayas. 43 Kendriya Vidyalayas
are conducting On Demand Examination of NIOS round
the year across the country.

Awards and Scholarships

The meritorious learners of NIOS are being awarded for their
achievements in the public examinations. The following awards
and scholarships have been instituted in NIOS for the purpose.

(CEMCA)

Ms. Santosh Rastogi Awards for Excellence in
Geography

The award titled “Ms Santosh Rastogi award for
Excellence in Geography” was introduced for the NIOS
pass outs at the Sr.Secondary level from the academic
year 2005. Five awards of Rs.500/- each are given every
year. The award is given to those learners who obtain
the highest marks in the subject of Geography.

Dr. Ambedkar \ National Scholarship Scheme for
meritorious students belonging to SC/ST. The Scholarship
Scheme was started by Dr. Ambedkar Foundation set up
under the aegis of the Ministry of Social Justice and
Empowermentin 1992 with a view to recognize, promote
and assist meritorious learners belonging to Schedules
Castes and Scheduled Tribes enabling them to pursue
higher studies. This is a one time cash award and is given
to three learners scoring highest marks in class X level
examination.

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7.2.3 Purchase

The Purchase Section procured different varieties of printing
papers for printing of Self Learning Materials (SLMs) for the
enrolled learners of NIOS. During the year, 3000 MTs of
Maplitho Paper and 200 MTs of Art Card worth Rs. 18.99 crore
were purchased. Other purchases of consumable and non-
consumable items were also made. These included office
stationery worth Rs. 58.70 lakh, computers worth Rs. 6.43
lakh, media related equipment worth Rs. 4.70 lakh,
computerisation (internet) worth Rs. 87.88 lakh and furniture
and equipment worth Rs. 45.64 lakh after following the
procedure laid down in GFR-2017.

7.3 Accounts

7.3.1 Income Generated by the NIOS

NIOS generates income by way of charging admission fees and
examination fees from NIOS learners, and income from the
sale of publications, interest receipts and other miscellaneous
sources.

During the year 2019-20, income from fees with to the tune
of Rs. 22503.60 lakh vis-a-vis Rs. 26692.73 lakh during 2018-
19. The income from other sources was Rs. 10641.93 lakh vis-
a-vis the previous year’s figure of Rs. 9932.52 lakh. The trend
of NIOS generated income from 2009-10 onwards is depicted
atAnnexures-1A, 1B and 1C.

Expenditure was met from NIOS self generated income of NIOS.

The NIOS expenditure from Self Generated Funds during the
year 2019-20 was Rs. 18734.68 lakh as compared to
Rs.19175.08 lakh during previous year. The Plan Expenditure
during the year 2019-20 was Nil, similarly Plan Expenditure
during the year 2018-19 was also Nil.

Diagrammatic presentations of the NIOS Expenditure from Self
Generated Funds and Plan expenditure from 2009-10 onwards
are at Annexures Il and IIl.

7.3.2 Budgetary Support to NIOS

The budgetary support to NIOS from the MHRD during 2019-
20 was Nil under Plan.

A diagrammatic presentation of Budgetary support to NIOS
from the MHRD since 2009-10 is at Annexure —IV.

7.3.3 Fee Concession to Prioritized Groups

During 2019-20, subsidy aggregating Rs. 861.37 lakh was given
in the form of concessions in Admission Fee to the students
belonging to weaker sections of the society comprising women,
scheduled castes, and scheduled tribes. This subsidy was solely
met from NIOS self generated funds. The number of
beneficiaries availing subsidy during the year was SCs : 40254,
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STs : 28722, Women : 117225 (excluding exempted category
Women).

The rates of subsidy ranged between Rs.350/- to Rs.700/- per
student depending on the courses of study and gender. A
diagrammatic presentation of year wise subsidies given from
2009-10 to 2019-20 is at Annexure =V.

During the year 2019-20:

» In order to comply with accrual system of accounting,
depreciation was charged on Fixed Assets of NIOS.

»  Effective control was exercised on fixed assets by way of
preparing fixed assets schedule in proper proforma.

»  Separate Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure A/c and
Receipt & Payment A/c were prepared in respect of GPF
and NPS.

»  The Annual Accounts of NIOS were prepared on Accrual
basis in Standard Format as applicable to all Higher
Education Institutes and prescribed by the Ministry of
Human Resource Development, Government of India.

» The computerization of Accounts in all the Regional
Centres of NIOS was adopted. The Monthly Accounts of
all Regional Centres are being prepared in Tally 9.0
version. Synchronization of Tally data of all Regional
Centres continued during the year 2019-20.

»  The audit of accounts of NIOS for the year 2018-19 was
conducted by the Principal Director of Audit, Allahabad
from 11.09.2019 to 04.10.2019

»  Audit Certification of Annual Accounts for the year 2017-
18 by the Principal Director of Audit, Allahabad was laid
in the Parliament by the MHRD.

7.4 Printing Unit

The National Institute of Open Schooling (NIOS) is one of the
largest government publishing house in India. In any distance
mode of learning system, printed Self Instructional Material
(SIM) play very crucial role and is considered to be the real
companion of an Open Distance Learner. Here peer groups
and regular teachers are not available vis-a-vis the formal
education system. Therefore, utmost care is given for
preparation of good quality study materials and making them
available in time to learners. Timely procurement of paper is
the key, including printing of books and dispatchment to the
learners. NIOS gets its study material printed from various
printers on the panel. The books are sent to the Material
Distribution Unit of NIOS for further despatch to the enrolled
learners throughout India and abroad.
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The Printing Unit prints and supply a large number of copies
of study material of different Subjects, Mediums of different
Courses like Secondary, Senior Secondary and Vocational
Education. Highest standards of print quality are maintained.
In addition to this, the study materials of OBE Courses, D.EI.Ed.
Course, Examination related stationary for two NIOS Public
Examinations and Admission related stationery was printed
and supplied during the year with skeleton staff strength. All
this was done well in time without affecting any schedule and
programme.

NIOS prints the Secondary Education Course Books in ‘4’
colours, whereas Senior Secondary Course Books are prited in
‘2’ colours. This has further added quality to NIOS publications.

For printing of study materials during 2019-20, NIOS used
Maplitho Paper of 70 GSM and 80 GSM of 23" x 36" size. NIOS
Procured Paper for Texts and Cover through GeM, Govt. of
India as per GFR 2017. All these steps have enhanced the print
quality of NIOS Self Instructional Materials and other
publications to a great extent.

At present, NIOS uses 80 GSM Maplitho Paper for printing of 4
colours Secondary course materials and 70 GSM for printing
of single and two colour materials of the Senior Secondary
courses and the Vocational Education Courses books.

7.4.1 How printing of Course Materials in Four Colours
benefited NIOS learners

i Grabs attention faster: NIOS publications are being
noticed faster, and use of vivid colours has captured
more attention of learners than the plain black and white
images.

ii. Consistent quality: Four colour printing uses an offset
press to provide best possible results for transferring
the image on paper with good print quality standards.
This has further promoted reading among learners and
made the content more interesting and eye-catching.

iii.  Works best forimages: Colour photos done through this
process create livelier and more vibrant outputs.

These steps have increased readership and information
retention among NIOS learners. Use of four colours has
increased readership by 40% or more. Similarly, 65% increase
isindicated in the retention of materials when these are printed
in four colours vis-a-vis black and white.

NIOS prints course materials of different subjects, in several
mediums. Majority of the subjects have 1 or 2 to 3 volumes/
parts. During the year 2019-20, NIOS printed lakhs of copies
of books of different subjects of the Secondary, the Senior
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Secondary and the Vocational Education courses, etc. At the
Secondary level, study materials in Hindi, English, Telugu,
Marathi, Malayalam, Gujarati, Tamil, Urdu and Odiya were
printed. At the Senior Secondary level, course materials in
different subjects were printed in Hindi, English, Urdu, Odiya
and Bengali mediums as per the requirement duly received
from the MD Unit of NIOS. NIOS has approved a panel of
Printers and approved Schedule of Rates for printing of NIOS
publications etc. Two Committees viz., the Publication
Committee and the Publication Advisory Committee, look after
paper procurement and printing related activities. The
Members of these Committees are from within NIOS as well
as some outside technical experts.

Requirement for printing of study material is worked out by
the Material Distribution (MD) Unit of NIOS every year. For
calculating total number of copies to be printed in each Subject,
Course and Medium for each Session/Block, the Material
Distribution Unit uses previous year’s admission data as the
basis in each head +10% growth + 10% buffer stock — stock in
hand, if any. This becomes the total number of copies to be
printed in each head. The expenditure incurred on Printing
Heads was Rs. 98709298/-.

7.4.2 Unique Features of NIOS Publications

> Unique layoutin 23"x36"/ 8 size following standard size.
This is the majority size of NIOS Publications.

> Using 12-14 point Type for texts in English and Hindi
setting with 2 point interlinear spacing and leaving
enough white space in margins so as to make reading
comfortable and providing enough space for writing
notes etc., by learners. This also reduces strain on eyes
while reading for longer spell. The style of page size,
font size etc., is decided by the Academic Department,
NIOS and usually the final Camera Ready Copies (CRCs)
are given to the Printing Unit for final printing, if its a
new job. In case of reprint, printing is done from
‘positives’ of subjects.

> Using Graphics/Photographs in between the text to
support reading and making it more interesting.

> Using 70 GSM and 80 GSM quality NIOS Logo Water
Marked Paper for printing of text, and 220 GSM Art
Card for printing of multi-colour covers.

> NIOS does perfect binding of its books. The contexts
of majority of the subjects books are bulky. Perfect
binding takes bulky content thus making the stydy
material self explanatory in approach. Perfect binding
is also done for more durability of study matrial and to
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make them withstand rough handling during
transportation. NIOS books, being bulky, are perfect
bound so that students could open and read them with
ease and comfort without feeling strain while reading.
By perfect binding, a large number of pages of study
material can be put together.

> NIOS gets more than one volume of a subject text
packed in polythene/plastic strap, so that its all parts
could be given to learners together.

7.4.3 NIOS Publications during 2019-20

> NIOS printed and delivered Self Instructional Materials

for the Secondary, the Senior Secondary and Vocational
Education Courses.

Examinations related Stationery

NIOS conducts two full fledged examinations in a year (March-
May and September-November). The Printing Unit makes
available all kinds of examination related Stationery within
stipulated time, with high class professionalism and ensuring
all required printing standards.

During the year, the following stationery items were printed
for October/November, 2019 and April/May, 2020 for the
Secondary, the Senior Secondary and the Vocational Education
Public Examinations of NIOS :

7.4.4 DTP Unit

NIOS has an in-house DTP Unit. All important publications of
the institution like Prospectus, Annual Report, Certificates,
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MarkSheets, Annual Accounts, Answer Books, News Bulletin,
Almanac, Wall Calendars, Examination related materials and
Reports of various Seminars/Conferences are typeset and
designed in-house in the DTP Unit.

7.5 Vigilance Cell

The Vigilance Cell of NIOS is headed by a part time Chief
Vigilance Officer. Preventive Vigilance plays a pivotal role in
bringing out transparency and efficiency in the system.
Keeping in view the interest of learners, major thrust was given
by NIOS towards digitalization in the various facets of NIOS
working. NIOS has introduced a Web Portal to meet all
requirements of the learners. The learners can get all type of
information online starting from the registration for the course
to filling up of the examination form. The course materials for
various courses are also being provided online. The learners
now have an easy access to the information required by them
relating to admission, registration, and status of documents
submitted by them. The online system has benefitted the
institute in delivering its services The instructions/guidelines
issued by the Central Vigilance Commission from time to time
are also brought to the notice of the officers and staff.

7.6 Material Distribution Unit (MDU)

The Material Distribution Unit (MDU) is located at the Central
Ware House Corporation in Rana Pratap Bagh, Delhi. The MD
Unit is entrusted with the task of storing and issuing of paper,
receiving study materials from the Printers related to Academic
and Vocational Courses, Vocational Practical, Blank Answer
Books, other printed materials and Audio/Video CDs, and their
distribution to NIOS learners and Accredited Institutions,
Accredited Vocational Institutions, Regional Centres and State
Open Schools/State Boards of School Education.

7.6.1 Despatch of Study Material

The success of Open and Distance Learning (ODL) programme
largely depends on timely supply of instructional materials to
the students to enable them to learn at their own pace. The
students of NIOS who have registered Online for Stream-1 are
given instructional materials duly packed in Poly Coated Bags
for each subject round the year at their residential addresses.
Making Books available at right time to the learners of distance
education system is a great job performed by MPDD.

There are three more Streams of Online Admission viz., 2, 3
and 4 which are specifically designed for the learners who want
to appear in NIOS examinations at the earliest. If these learners
want to procure the study material on payment basis and send
payment through Bank Draft in favour of ‘Secretary, NIOS’
payable at NOIDA, necessary steps are taken to deliver them
the material. The M.D. Unit keeps record of such learners
and sends Study Material to them through Business Parcel Post
(BPP) Service (Surface) of the Indian Postal Department directly
at their residence. NIOS uses Bar Code system for prompt
delivery of bags of study material to the addressees. NIOS
sends messages (SMS) to the learners containing despatch
details of the parcels. Thus, it reduces the risk of undelivered
parcels. The Bar Code of the BPP is printed on the address
labels of the learners and uploaded at NIOS website for
information of the learners. During 2019-20, the study
materials were despatched to nearly 4.31 lakh students
registered online.

The study materials were despatched through the Department
of Posts to more than 584 Accredited Vocational Institutions
for distribution to the learners admitted in Vocational
Education Courses. 3038 books were sent to 48 Centres of
D.EL.Ed. first year in Jammu and Kashmir. MPDD sent study

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Regional Services

8.0 Introduction

The Regional Centres of NIOS provide a vital and effective link
between the Study Centres and the NIOS Headquarters;
between the State Governments and the NIOS Headquarters;
between the Study Centres and learners, between the
Academic Facilitators and the Study Centres and between
NIOS and general public. The success of NIOS programmes
and policies in a region largely depends on the pivotal role
played by the Regional Centres. Presently 23 Regional Centres
at Prayagraj, Amethi, Bengaluru, Bhubaneswar, Bhopal,
Chennai, Chandigarh, Delhi, Dehradun, Dharmshala,
Guwahati, Gandhinagar, Gangtok, Hyderabad, Jaipur, Jammu,
Kochi, Kolkata, Patna, Pune, Ranchi, Raipur and
Visakhapatnam are functioning in different parts of the
country. There are Sub-Regional Centre at Darbhanga and
Kota, NIOS Cell at Shillong and Port Blair in Andaman and
Nicobar Islands.

8.1 Functions of Regional Centres

Basically, the Regional Centres are required to perform
following types of activities:

1.  Academic

2. Administrative

3.  Promotional

4.  Planning and Monitoring

A brief description of the functions generally performed by
the Regional Centres under each category is given below:

8.1.1 Academic Functions

»  Conducting research in the area of Open Schooling and
collecting feedback on the functioning of Accredited
Institutions (Als), Accredited Vocational Institutions
(AVIs) and Accredited Agencies (AAs).

»  Development of need based instructional material
pertaining to the Open Schooling courses of study in
Regional Languages and development of training
packages.

»  Development and dissemination of need based audio
and video programmes in Regional languages.
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Organization of short-term training programmes for
Open Schooling functionaries.

Follow up studies of NIOS pass outs and compilation of
success stories.

Arranging lectures, exhibitions and other programmes.

Holding meetings of Coordinators, Centre

Superintendents and Academic Facilitators.

8.1.2 Administrative Functions

>

Admission related activities such as sale of Prospectus,
fee realization, punching and checking of admission data,
sending checklists to Als; issue of identity cards;
punching, checking and verification of Transfer of Credits
(TOC) cases and forwarding the same to NIOS
Headquarters, and matters related to change of
subjects/additional subjects.

Record keeping in respect of learners’ admission and
examination.

Liaisoning with NIOS headquarters for distribution of
study material and redressal of grievances of learners.

Carrying out corrections/modifications in admission data
as per requirement in consultation with NIOS
Headquarters.

Organizing meetings of Transfer of Credit (TOC)
Committee for verification.

Examination related activities such as fee realization,
fixation of examination centres, issuing Hall Tickets to
learners, receipt of answer books, secrecy work, spot
evaluation, sending award lists to NIOS Headquarters,
re-evaluation etc.

2019. The final result was declared on 22" May 2019.

Subsequently due to huge pressure from the failed/absent
trainee teachers, a case was placed before the MHRD to
conduct a last supplementary examination for such
trainee teachers. The MHRD vide letter No F.No.11-15/
2017-IS-14(vol.5) dated 27t September, 2019 accorded
permission for conducting the supplementary
examination of D.El.Ed. programme for those who could
not appear or could not clear in the earlier examinations.
As per direction of MHRD, NIOS conducted the
supplementary examination in the month of January, 2020
across India. The result was declared on 9 March, 2020.

Research and Development

The Research and Development Cell of NIOS was set up in
December, 2009 to promote Research and Development that
promises to augment past knowledge and craft a vivid future
in the field of Open Schooling. Keeping this in view, the Research
and Development Cell of NIOS supports prolific research
projects capable of materializing constructive decisions and
rationale in the field of Open Schooling.

10.1 The main objectives of Research and
Development Cell are:

»  Toundertake research studies and surveys from time to
time, to obtain feedback on the quality of the materials
developed. To facilitate and support students in their
studies, and on effectiveness of all the support structures
and procedures used by the institution in pursuance of
its aims and objectives.

»  Toidentify and promote standards of learning in Distance
Education System and Open Schools which may be set
up in different parts of the country through Research
and Evaluation and to maintain standards of equivalence
with formal system while keeping its own distinct
character.

Under its Scheme of Grant-in-Aid for Research Projects in Open
Schooling (GRPQOS), grant-in-aid is provided to organizations/
institutions which desire to conduct research in the prioritized
areas identified by NIOS. The research studies to be undertaken
are being planned carefully taking into account the genuine
needs and problems. The Constitution of the Research Advisory
Committee (RAC) include the Chairman NIQS, all Heads of the
Departments (NIOS) and eminent educationists from various
disciplines and institutions. The RAC provides direction for
research studies and surveys to be undertaken and plays an
important role in monitoring the quality of research projects.
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More specifically, the Research Advisory Committee (RAC)
performs the following roles:

»  To formulate/suggest the thrust areas for research
projects.

»  To consider the research proposals from outside
institutions/organizations for grant-in-aid and give
recommendations.

> Monitoring of research projects sanctioned by NIOS

> Formulation and operationalisation of the Scheme of
Grant in Aid for Research Projects in Open Schooling
(GRPOS)

»  Toconsider the research projects formulated by internal
faculty members of NIOS.

»  Toevaluate the outcomes/end products of the research
projects sanctioned by NIOS.

»  Advocacy of Open Schooling based on research and
survey.

»  Any other task assigned by the Chairman (NIOS) to the
Research Advisory Committee.

Various research proposals are invited from time to time on
the issues related to open schooling and learning. Several in-
house and outsourced research projects are in progress. A brief
summary of project completed during 2019-20 is as follows:

10.2 Research project completed

1. Open Basic Education (OBE): Need Analysis of its Self
Learning Material. The OBE Programme of NIOS has given
flexibility to its Accredited Agencies to use the SLM of
any other boards covering the curriculum prescribed by
NIOS. As of now Self Learning Material is not being
provided to the learners by NIOS. A need analysis to print
Self Learning Material was done to ascertain its utility.
Moreover, NIOS had been getting requests from various
OBE Accredited Agencies across the country to provide
printed OBE SLM at all three levels of OBE.

A Pilot Survey was conducted in the National Capital
Region (NCR) covering all OBE Accredited Agencies. It
was found that almost all the Coordinators wanted
printed format of Self Learning Material. The Coordinators
were of opinion that it would benefit learners as well as
Coordinators. They were also of the opinion that SLM of
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OBE should be reviewed and updated on regular basis.

12.1 ICT in National Institute of Open Schooling

In Open and Distance Learning, face-to-face contact is limited.
The learners remain at a distance and teaching methodology
is in distance education mode. In such scenario, NIOS relies
heavily on Information and Communication Technology (ICT)
to bridge this gap. In the context of the programme and
activities of the National Institute of Open Schooling (NIOS),
ICT is being used as a major strategy towards ‘reaching the
unreached’ and also in management of various activities of
NIOS.

12.2 Infrastructure and Areas of Applications

NIOS has come a long way in the use of ICT since it made a
small beginning with very limited resources. Now it has a well-
equipped Computer Centre with various types of computers,
printers, and networking of latest configuration. The ‘NIOS
Online’ is a major ICT initiative in the direction of e-Governance.
Today in the arena of Web World, NIOS is playing a significant
role by providing various information through Internet. Almost
all the services of NIOS are online. Apart from web servers and
mail servers installed and maintained by NIOS, data are also
maintained on Cloud. NIOS has 1GBPS dedicated leased line
internet connectivity and another 95 MBPS dedicated leased
line internet connectivity as secondary connection.

12.3 NIOS Web Portal

The NIOS has its own Web Portal www.nios.ac.in for
dissemination of information and for providing online citizen
centric services as a major initiative of e-Governance and good
governance. NIOS Web Portal and all its sub-domains are made
secure by implementing Extended Validation SSL Certificates.

> NIOS Web Portal www.nios.ac.in has been completely
revamped as per Guidelines of the Indian Government
Websites (GIGW) and Web Content Accessibility
Guidelines (WCAG) 2.0 of the World Wide Web
Consortium (W3C).

> The website is bilingual in Hindi and English.
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> It also has provisions of Screen Reader, increasing text
size, color contrast scheme etc., for differently abled
learners. The website is completely accessible for
information and online citizen centric services.

> NIOS received the National Award for the
Empowerment of Persons with Disabilities, 2012
instituted by Ministry of Social Justice and
Empowerment, Govt. of India. under the category of
Best Accessible Website for making its website
completely accessible for persons with disabilities.

> NIOS Student Portal https://sdmis.nios.ac.in has been
mentioned in the Preventive Vigilance Initiatives (2019)
Booklet of Central Vigilance Commission (CVC) for
developing a preventive vigilance framework which
enables the institute to bring transparency in its
processes and to fight corruption by assessing the
corruption prone areas, taking steps to implement the
policies and procedures into the internal processes for
strengthening the system.

12.4 New Initiatives

Apart from the regular work of Admission, Pre- and Post-
Examination Activities, Maintenance of NIOS Web Portal,
Processing of the NLMA Data etc., the following major activities
using ICT were undertaken by the Computer Unit, NIOS.

> Personalized Dashboard for every learner was made
available on the Student Portal of NIOS. This Dashboard
is a single window gateway for learner to access his/her
information about admission, examination, results, e-
services, fee payments, examination hall tickets,
personal contract programme (PCP) schedule, identity
card, course material, video tutorials, TMAs, syllabus
and Sample Question Papers, previous year’s question
papers, Digi Locker and online courses on MOOQOCs/
SWAYAM, e-Library.

> Direct contact with learners is now made available
through the Dashboard for NIOS Officials and Als/AAs/
AVls. The NIOS officials and Als/AAs/AVIs can now
communicate with learners through sending SMSs and
emails as notifications from their dashboards.

> Social Media Platform is being utilized effectively. Now
NIOS is available on the Social Media Platform viz.,
Twitter, Facebook and YouTube with the following IDs.

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Development of the Massive Open Online Courses
(MOOQCs) - MOOC s an online course aimed at unlimited
participation and open access via web. NIOS has
developed MOOCs Platform for the Secondary and the
Senior Secondary Courses including Audio MOOCs.

“NIOS Connect” is a Mobile App designed and developed
by NIOS for benefit of all learners by which the learners
can access information about NIOS, its study materials
and all its online resources from any Android operated
Mobile or Tab. The App can be downloaded free from
the play store or from the NIOS web portal.

The Computer Unit, NIOS provides support to the web
based video conferencing of the Regional Directors of
NIOS with the Chairman and the Heads of the
Departments at Headquarters. The virtual meetings
are carried through Google Meet or Webex 2020.

Digital Literacy: Assessment and Certification under the
National Digital Literacy Mission (NDLM) and Digital
SakshartaAbhiyan (DISHA) started on 7 December, 2015
with Online Remote Proctoring from the Computer Lab
at NIOS HQ, NOIDA for online assessment in thousands
of Examination Centres at CSCs across India in 10
different languages. 26 lakh learners were assessed
and certified digitally till 31st December 2016.

Cyber Gram Yojana: Assessment and Certification of
Digital Literacy for learners of Classes VI to X belonging
to minority community. The Cyber Gram Yojna assessed
and certified digitally about 26 thousand learners till
30th December 2016 on a pattern similar to NDLM.

NIOS is using technology at various levels starting from
accreditation and admission to evaluation and
certification and incorporating new feathers in the
system for better services .The introduction of Geo-
tagging system for examination centre allocation is an
unmatched process being implemented by NIOS. The
process of adding geographical information which
includes the Geo-spatial data (latitude and longitude),
bearings, altitude, distances, or even place name, eases
the process of examination centre allocation for the
Regional Centre with greater transparency and is helpful
for learners as they will get the Examination Centre
within the radius of 40kms from the allotted study centre.

Accreditation of new Study Centres (Als, AVIs and AAs)
is 100% online now. A willing institution may
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apply for accreditation to function as a Study Centre
of NIOS through https://eaccr.nios.ac.in. For accredited
Study Centres also, all services are online now like
renewal, up gradation of level, addition of course,
increase of seats, addition of new medium of instruction,
change of Coordinator details, change of Coordinator
photo, change of address, etc.

12.5 UseofICT

Under the Open Schooling System of NIOS, ICT is used in the
following areas:

Student Database Management Information System (SDMIS -
Student Portal)

Admission: Entire admissions are made online in all NIOS
courses.

NIOS has developed a web portal where learners can register
and upload supporting requisite documents for pursuing various
courses. Further, learners can pay the registration fee online.
Learners can also register online for Examination Centre, and
centres are allocated online.

The introduction of Web Portal has facilitated learners to have
an easy access to the information required for admission,
registration, correction in their details etc. The Web Portal
introduced by various NIOS has facilitated meeting various
requirements of learners. They can get various types of
information online right from registration for the course to the
filling up of Examination Forms.

During the year 2019-20, more than 5 lakh admissions were
done on the Student Portal where all required supporting
document were uploaded online thus saving huge quantity of
paper.

Online Vocational Admissions: A dedicated Portal (i.e. https://
voc.nios.ac.in/) for registration in Vocational Courses was
launched with the aim to facilitate learners interests in
registration in Vocational Education courses in NIOS.

E-Service

E-service will now be available online for the learners of NIOS
under the portal nios.ac.in and sdmis.nios.ac.in. Any
discrepancy in learner’s personal details, address, photo etc.,
will be corrected through e-services. The registered learner
can now avail the e-services from their dashboard on the Portal
https://sdmis.nios.ac.in
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Examinations
Pre-Examination Activities

During the year 2019-20, provisions were made for the learners
to pay the examination fee online only. A dedicated Portal for
handling examination related activities was launched in
October 2018. The Pre-exam processing in respect of data of
704433 |earners was done in the Academic stream and of 30421
learners was done in the Vocational Education stream for April
2019 and October 2019 Examinations. The work includes data-
management of examinees and registration for examination,
processing of online examination data, processing of
examination data received from the Regional Centres in respect
of Jail inmates, their verification, updation and generation of
various reports for use by the Examination Centres and the
Regional Centres for conduct of examinations. Generation of
online Examination Hall Ticket was a part of Pre-examination
activities.

Result Processing

During April 2019 and October 2019 Examinations, result of
646583 students was processed. In addition, the results of On-
Demand Examination were processed. The ODE results are
processed every month for the examinations held during the
previous month. Result of 74711students for different subjects
was processed under ODE.

NIOS Online Registration Options

There are various options in NIOS to register for the Academic
Courses and Vocational Education courses:

a) Online Admission Stream-1 for all Learners: This stream
for Online Admission is open for all learners as per the
laid down criteria for the Secondary and the Senior
Secondary levels. This stream of online admission is open
round the year with cut off dates for the public
examination as under:

> First Block : 16 March to 15 September
First public examination in April

next year

> SecondBlock : 16 Septemberto 15 March
First public examinationin

October same year

b) Online Admissions Stream-2 for learners who wish to
appear in October- November Examinations:

This stream for On-line admission was open for all those
learners who had appeared but could not clear the
Public Examination with Transfer of Credit (TOC) Facility
for upto two pass subjects, or learners who were eligible
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to appear after completing their study period but could
not appear.

This stream of online admission gives immediate
opportunity to unsuccessful learners to appear in NIOS
examination.

Online Admission Stream-3 for learners who wish to
appear through On-Demand Examination System
(ODES) at the Secondary level

This stream for Online admission is open round the year
for all those learners who had appeared but could not
clear the public examinations at the Secondary level
with transfer of credit facility upto two pass subjects,
and or learners who were eligible to appear after
completing their study period but could not appear and
want to appear through On-Demand Examination
System.

On-line Admission Stream-4 for Learners who wish to
appear through On-Demand Examination system
(ODES) of NIOS at the Senior Secondary level.

This stream for Online admission is open round the year
for all those learners who had appeared but could not
clear the Public Examination at the Senior Secondary
level with Transfer of Credit facility for upto two pass
subjects or learners who were eligible to appear after
completing their study period but could not appear and
want to appear through On-Demand Examination
System (ODES).

The facility of Transfer of Credit up to two pass subjects
is applicable to all the streams of online admission as
per NIOS norms.

On-line Admission Stream-5 for Learners who want to
appear through Open Basic Education (OBE)
Programme of NIOS.The OBE programme is offered at
three levels ‘A’, ‘B’ and ‘C’:

> OBE level A : equivalent to classes I-lll

> OBE level B : equivalent to classes IV-V

> OBE level C: equivalent to classes VI-VIII

This stream of online admission is open from April to
May each year.

In addition to the above, there is provision for online

admission for Vocational Education Courses. (through
https://voc.nios.ac.in)
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Payment Option
There are two options for the payment of fees:

> Fee can be deposited Online through Credit Card
(Master/Visa) Debit Card (Visa only of selected Banks),
Net Banking.

> Through Common Service Centre (CSC) Wallet: If
admission is done through Common Services Centre,
fee can be paid by Electronic Wallet of CSC.

The above options of payment are applicable to all online
applications for admission, examinations, On-Demand
Examination, Accreditation and other online services.

Information under RTI Act

As per the RTI Act, the information has been placed under the
Link RTI Act on the Home Page. The status report of all the RTI
applications was made available on the website.

Mobile Technology (M-Support)

NIOS uses the mobile technology for dissemination of various
information and support services to learners. It is also used for
advocacy. This information is sent through SMS.

Promotional Activities through SMS

Promotional advocacy of NIOS online admission as well as for
other initiatives and programmes was sent through SMS to
Mobile Subscribers across the country.

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13.1 Introduction

The Library and Archival section of the National Institute of
Open schooling has been established around two decades ago
to provide resources to members for use in their work.It
continues to play an important role in documentation and
dissemination of knowledge and information in different areas
of educational as well other subject areas . In this year, the
Library supported members and others in a variety of ways,
from providing reference, research and analysis on key issues
by supplying books and other reference materials . The Library
also continued to implement new technologies to make the
process more accessible and transparent to the users. The
Library’s main mission is to provide best, rich and diverse
knowledge to our readers to inspire and engage them to
support their intellectual and creative endeavour. Its main
objective is to cater to the needs of academic and non-academic
staff and other educational experts who are engaged in the
development of study material for the NIOS learners. NIOS
learners and Research Scholars also visit the NIOS Library,
Documentation and Archival Section for reference work. Key
activities carried out by the Library and Archival Section during
the year 2019-20 included the following:

The Library, Documentation and Archival Unit collects,
organizes and disseminates primary, secondary and tertiary
resources of information. It houses a collection of print and
non-print material which includes 21661procured books,
20228 loose issues of journals and 775 audio/video cassettes
on different subjects,
particularly on education,
distance education, and the
subjects offered by the NIOS in
Open Basic Education,
Secondary , Senior Secondary
and Vocational courses and
Diploma in Elementary
Education (D.EIl.Ed). It
receives about 50 journals on
subscription/ complimentary
basis and 23 magazines, 17
Daily and 2 Weekly
newspapers. in print form.

13.2 Library and Documentation centre

Archival Section: It collects, stores and preserves all documents
in print and non print form, published
by the NIOS, which includes Annual
Reports, Prospectus, Conference
Reports,NIOS Course Materials which
include OBE, Secondry,Senior
Secondry, Vocational, Curriculams,
Reports and other important
documents which have significant
academic and archival value for other
open and distance learning systems. At
present, it has a collection of 1325
documents. A picture of the Archival
Section is given below:-

The NIOS Library performs the following tasks:
Scanning for Educational News:

The newspapers/magazines/journals are scanned for
identifying news items and articles on Education, Distance
Education, and particularly on NIOS . During 2019-20, more
than 7000 documents were scanned, about 600 news items
and articles on Education were identified and kept for future
reference. Documents downloaded are also shared with users.

Technical Processing

To save time of users in searching of documents and
arrangement of documents on Book Shelf, NIOS library uses
Dewey Decimal Classification 20t edition scheme for
classification and Anglo-American cataloguing rules for
cataloguing of procured books. Around 500 books were
classified and catalogued during 2019-20.

E- Current Awareness Service (CAS)

The articles appearing in current issue of journals are emailed
to Officers and staff of NIOS to make them aware of the new
trends in their disciplines. The Library also provides web link for
content pages of the journals. By clicking at web link the Library
users can see the current content page of the journals being
received by the NIOS Library. Any Library member can ask for
an article that has appeared in these journals. The Library
downloads or scans the demanded article and sends it through
e-mail.

Daily Education Electronic News Bulletin

The identified news items on education and distance education
are sent through e-mail to all members. Photocopied, compiled
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copies of important NIOS clipping are sent to the Chairman
and the Heads of Departments of NIOS.

New Addition Bulletin

The list of new additions in the Library, which includes books,
journals and other documents, is sent through e-mail to all the
officers of the NIOS to make them aware about new additions.
During the year 2019-20, 573 books on various subjects, such
as Culture, Education, General Books, Hindi Literature, Science
and Technology and Social Science were purchased. 10
documents on complimentary basis were also received in NIOS
Library. 20 Documents were added to Archival Section.

Reference Service

It is provided on demand and in anticipation which includes
answering of queries and searches for reference for providing
required information to the users. This year there was increase
in number of students who used NIOS Library for different
reasons: research preparations for different examinations, and
NIOS students for On Demand Examination.

Important documents for our users and experts were
downloaded from the Internet on demand and in anticipation
and are sent to users. During 2019-20, 250 queries were
answered and more than 200 documents were downloaded
and sent to NIOS officers through e-mail. More than 100
people, other than registered library members, visited the
NIOS Library for reading and reference purposes.

Referral Service

If a document is not available in the NIOS Library and cannot
be made available on Inter-Library Loan, a user is referred to
other Libraries to get the required document under this service.

Reprographic Service

In this service, users are provided photo copies of reference
material on demand. More than 1000 photo copies of reference
material were provided on request to members of the library.

Reading Hour

Library is observing ‘Reading Hour’ for all the members every
month, on every working Friday of the week. During this hour,
all the faculty and staff members visit Library and look at new
arriwals, read and discuss about new events.

14. Introduction
