




Much has changed in India and in the school education
sector. We now live in a global, connected world with a
digital economy influencing every aspect of our lives.
Competition and accelerating expectations mean that
learners rightly expect a premium learning experience that
prepares them for life and careers in a rapidly changing
world. I believe that our partners and our citizens expect
excellence and a clear return on their investment in us.

NIOS provides a framework for sustainable inclusive
learning, and outlines the strategies needed to achieve it.
It responds to changes in national policy and shifting
education conditions, but holds true to lifelong learning’s
character.

Under the reporting period, 5,24,566 learners were
enrolled for Secondary and Senior Secondary academic
courses while 27,020 learners were registered for different
vocational courses.  The enrolment in Open Basic Education
Courses was approximately 15,032 as on March 2014.

At present, there are 3,849 Accredited Institutions (AIs),
96 Specially Accredited Institutions for the Education of
Disadvantaged (SAIEDs), 1291 Accredited Vocational
Institutions (AVIs), 325 Accredited Agencies (AAs) and 913
Muslim Minority Institutions and Madarsas. During the
past one year, 333 minority institutions have been
accredited as NIOS study centres, thus, achieving a growth
rate of 57.41%.

Diploma in Elementary Education Programme in ODL mode
for untrained teachers at the elementary level was
launched in Jharkhand in December 2012 and in Meghalaya
in December 2013. 8,100 trainees have taken admission in
Jharkhand and 4,385 in Meghalaya. An MoU has been
signed with the Govt. of Nagaland and it is soon going to
be launched in Nagaland.

Virtual Open Schooling (VOS) is an educational practice
that provides opportunity to learners to study a formal
school-based course online and gain credit for certification
purpose. Learners can study using asynchronous or
synchronous technologies. NIOS has presently introduced
two courses on VOS platform i.e., ICT Applications and
Rural Technology.

High Definition Video Studio facilities have been set up at
NIOS for enhanced production of in-house video tutorials
and telecast of recorded as well as live programmes/PCPs
and teleconferences. About 1080 Live Academic and
Vocational Personal Contact Programmes (PCPs) have been
transmitted from Mukta Vidya Vani.

NIOS has signed an MOU with the Common Service Centre
(CSCs), Ministry of IT, Govt. of India and PCTI Education
Services to provide better support services to the learners.
Now, more than 1 lakh CSCs and PCTI NIOS Facilitation
Centres will provide online services to the learners.

The NIOS, in collaboration with the National Literacy
Mission Authority (NLMA), Govt. of India, conducted Basic
Literacy Assessment of neo-literates under the Sakshar
Bharat Programme all over India. During the year
2013-14, 46,29,343 learners from 20 States appeared in
the assessment held on 25/8/2013 and  34,35,830 learners
were declared successful and certified.  52,85,307  learners
from 22 States (including jail inmates of Delhi and
Gandhinagar Prisons as well as learners sponsored by
Mission Convergence, Govt. of Delhi)  appeared and
38,85,584 learners were declared successful in the
assessment held on 9th March 2014.

To mark the Silver Jubilee Year of NIOS, various regional
and national level competitions for learners and lectures
by renowned academics were organized. In this line,
MUKTA VIDYA NATIONAL AWARDS were conferred on
distinguished and exceptional Accredited Institutions,
Accredited Vocational Institutions, Accredited Agencies,
Specially Accredited Institutions for Education of
Disadvantaged (study centres) and coordinators for
recognition of services done in the field of the Open and
Distance Schooling implementation through the National
Institute of Open Schooling.

Our role now is to ensure that NIOS learners are able to
thrive in any environment with the skills and values to
enable lifelong success. To make this role materialized and
the learning process engaging, absorbing and fun, NIOS
faculty members leave no stone unturned.

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1.  Introduction

The National Institute of Open Schooling (NIOS) is the
world’s largest open schooling system. The institute has
been given the mandate to Reach the Unreached people
and place and bring 'out of school' children and adolescents
who have who have missed school education into the fold
of education. The NIOS has its headquarters at NOIDA,
U.P. It is administered by a General Body, an Executive
Body, a Finance Committee and an Academic Council. The
Chairman as the Chief Executive Officer of NIOS operates
through five departments viz., Academic, Vocational
Education, Student Support Services, Evaluation and
Administration, 19 Regional Centres, 2 Sub-Regional
Centres and a Sub-Regional Cell.

It offers the following courses and programmes:

❖ Secondary and Senior Secondary Courses

❖ Nearly 80 Vocational Education Courses

❖ Open Basic Education (OBE) Programme at three
levels – ‘A’, ‘B’ and ‘C’ equivalent to classes 3rd,
5th and 8th respectively.

Under the reporting period, 5,24,566 learners were
enrolled for Secondary and Senior Secondary academic
courses while 27,020 learners were registered for different
vocational courses.  The enrolment in Open Basic Education
(OBE) Courses was approximately 15,032 as on March 2014.

Being a National Resource Organisation for Open
Schooling, the NIOS frames its own curriculum and
formulates its own Self-learning Materials and prepares
audio/video support materials to enhance learning. The
study materials are written in such a manner that they
stimulate learners’ critical thinking and creative
imagination with deep understanding. They are learner
friendly and enable self learning on the part of learners.

The programme delivery is through study centres –
Accredited Institutions (AIs) for secondary/senior secondary
course; Accredited Vocational Institutions (AVIs) for
vocational courses; Accredited Agencies (AAs) for OBE
Programme; and Specially Accredited Institutions for
Education of Disadvantaged (SAIEDs) specially for persons
with special needs. At present there are 3849 AIs, 1291 
AVIs, 325  Accredited Agencies (AAs) and 96 SAIEDs,
including 913 Muslim Minority Institutions and Madarsas.

Two public examinations are conducted in one year. In
addition, the facility of On Demand Examination is also
provided throughout the year. The Institute carries out
research in Open Schooling as well as capacity building of
Open and Distance Learning functionaries. It also works
like a publishing house that brings out numerous
publications each year.

1.1 Academic Programmes

❖ During the year, 524566 students enrolled
themselves in NIOS Academic Courses. 45.27% of
these students were enrolled for Secondary Courses
and 54.73 % for Senior Secondary Courses.

An analysis of the region-wise admission data for
Academic Courses at Secondary and Senior
Secondary levels shows that maximum number of
students were enrolled in Delhi region (89361)
followed by Chandigarh region (73353) and Patna
region (43041). Category wise admission during
2013-14 was highest in general category (68.81%).
Gender-wise analysis of enrolment during 2013-14
shows that 69.19 % were males and 30.81 % were
females. 54.24 % learners enrolled in the academic
courses come from the age group of 14-20 and
23.20% learners were in the age group of 21 to 25.

❖ As per the policy decision, a national common core
curriculum has been developed by NCERT (National
Council for Educational Research & Training) and
COBSE (Council of Boards of School Education) in
seven subjects, viz., Physics, Chemistry, Biology,
Mathematics, Economics, Business Studies and
Accountancy at Senior Secondary level. NIOS has
decided to adopt the common curriculum in these
seven subjects. The study materials of these seven
subjects are being revised.

❖ A new course in Accountancy at secondary level
has been developed. The English and Hindi versions
are ready. It is now being translated into 5 other
languages: Gujarati, Malayalam, Marathi, Odia and
Telugu. Once all the versions are available, the
courses will be launched.

❖ New courses at Senior Secondary level are being
developed in Gender Studies, Introduction to Law,
Library & Information Science, Punjabi and
Tourism.

❖ During the year 2013-14, Tutor Marked Assignments
(TMAs) were developed in various subjects in English,
Hindi and Urdu mediums at both Secondary and

At Secondary levels, the
TMAs were also made available in 5 regional
mediums - Gujarati, Malayalam, Marathi, Odia and
Telugu.

❖ The marks of TMAs are not added in the final result
of the learners. Due to this, it has been observed
that most learners do not submit their TMAs.
Therefore, it has now been decided to give 20%
weightage to internal assessment, including TMA.
This policy will be introduced from the next session.

❖ The NIOS prepares three sets of Question Papers (A,
B and C) in each subject scheduled for public
examination. In order to have impeccability and
objectivity in the marking schemes, standardization
of marking schemes for all subjects is done in a
disciplined way at both Secondary and Sr. Secondary
level. Meetings for the standardization of marking
scheme in different subjects were organized for the
public examinations held in April-May 2013 and
October-November 2013.

❖ About seven hundred thirty Live Personal Contact
Programmes in all Secondary and Senior Secondary
Academic subjects were developed and broadcast
through Mukta Vidya Vani (Web based Audio
Streaming) as per schedule prepared by the
Academic Department during the year 2013-14
including Saturdays and Sundays.

❖ The OBE programme provides a learning continuum
based on graded curriculum while ensuring quality
of education to adult neo-literates, school drop-outs/
left-outs and completers of non-formal education
(NFE). As on 31st  March 2014, the total enrolment
in different courses of OBE (both children and adults)
was 15032. After successful completion of the OBE
course, a joint certificate by NIOS and the partnering
Accredited Agency (AA) is issued to the learners. As
on March 31, 2014, 15,289 learners were certified
under the OBE programme of NIOS

❖ The Right to Education Act envisages that all
elementary teachers should be trained by March,
2015. NIOS has been identified by the MHRD as one
of the institutions that would contribute towards
training of untrained elementary teachers through
Open and Distance Learning mode. Hence NIOS has
been entrusted the responsibility of helping the State
Governments to train untrained teachers by offering
a teacher training programme at the elementary
level. The D.El.Ed. Programme of NIOS in ODL mode
was launched in Jharkhand in December 2012 and
in Meghalaya in December 2013. 8100 trainees have
taken admission in Jharkhand and 4385 in
Meghalaya. It is going to be launched in Nagaland
soon; an MoU has been signed with the Govt. of
Nagaland in this regard.

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1.2 Vocational Education Programmes

❖ During the year 2013-14, more girls/women took
admission in vocational courses than boys/men
(65.26% of the total enrolment of 27,020).

❖ During the year 2013-14, maximum number of
students taking admission in vocational education
courses was in the age group 14-20 years (i.e. 8539)

❖ During the year 2013-14, of the total enrolment in
vocational education courses, the percentage of
disadvantaged learners was very small. The
remaining learners were in the general category.

❖ During the year 2013-14, certain vocational
education courses were very popular such as
Certificate in Computer Application, Certificate in
Basic Computing, Certificate in Computer Hardware
Assembly and Maintenance, Certificate in
Community Health and Certificate in Ayurvedic
Therapy.

❖ At present, Vocational Courses are offered as six
month courses, one year courses, stand alone
courses at Secondary and Senior Secondary level,
package courses, etc. During the year 2013-14, new
courses E-typewriting in English, Diploma in Dress
Designing having four modules, i.e. Basic Stitching
Skills, Children Wear, Ladies Wear, and Men’s Wear
etc., have been introduced.

❖ Keeping in view the goal of skilling 500 million people
by 2022, NIOS has started aligning its courses with
the National Occupational standards provided by
Sector Skills Councils (SSC) and National Skill
Development Corporation (NSDC), following the
pathway provided by NVEQF.  A meeting was
organized with CEOs and representatives of five SSCs
of NSDC on 4th April, 2013 at NIOS.

❖ A training program was organized for the
Information and Technology (IT) teachers in
collaboration with PSS Central Institute of Vocational
Education (PSSCIVE) Bhopal at NCERT, New Delhi in
April 2013. The training modules were designed and
developed to expose the vocational teachers of IT
to the traditional and new teaching methods, open
learners’ enrolments, workshops and on the job
training and technology which can be applied in
classroom setting.

❖ The NIOS signed a Memorandum of Understanding
(MOU) with the National Skills Development
Corporation (NSDC) on 5th September 2013 for
implementing vocational courses as per present

❖ Virtual Open Schooling (VOS) is an educational
practice that provides opportunity to learners to
study a formal school-based course online and gain
credit for certification purpose. Learners can study
using asynchronous or synchronous technologies.
The courses are based on the existing Open
Educational Resources (OER) of NIOS and are built
around a learning management system (LMS) with
content stored on on-line repositories. NIOS has
presently introduced two courses on VOS platform
i.e., ICT Applications and Rural Technology.

❖ Rural Entrepreneurship Programme has been
developed by NIOS, and the Tata Institute of Social
Sciences, Mumbai in collaboration with the
Department of Posts, Govt. of India. The programme
is being initiated in pilot mode across seven states:
Assam, Gujarat, Karnataka, Maharashtra,
Rajasthan, Uttar Pradesh and Tamil Nadu. Two
thousand Gramin Dak Sewaks have been enrolled in
this programme. All Six Modules have been printed
in English.

❖ The National Institute of Open Schooling (NIOS)
along with the National Health System Resource
Centre, a technical wing under the Ministry of Health
and Family Welfare (MOHFW), Gov. of India
submitted a proposal for certifying Nine Lakh Asha
workers in five years. The proposal was accepted
and approved by MOHFW. Gov. of India. NIOS,
NHSRC and MoHFW will sign a tripartite agreement
to undertake the above project.

1.3 Student Support Services

The Students Support Services (SSS) Department of NIOS is
responsible for providing support to learners in their
learning and related issues. The major work in this context
is that of accrediting study centres for academic, vocational
and Open Basic Education programmes. As a major
systemic development, the department has been
entrusted with the work of setting up of various types of
study centres. The work was earlier scattered in various
departments.

❖ In the context of support services to students, NIOS
operates through 19 Regional Centres, 2 Sub-
Regional Centres and a Sub-Regional Cell which are
located throughout the country. These centres are
headed by the Regional Heads in respective regions.
Every year meetings are held with the Regional
Directors in order to apprise them about new policy
decisions and to elicit information about various new
developments in their regions.

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❖ NIOS aims at providing education at the door steps
to its learners in order to allow them to study at
places convenient to them. To meet this aim, 960
new Accredited Institutes, (568 Accredited Institutes
(AI), 206 Accredited Vocational Institutes (AVIs)  and
186 Accrediting Agencies (AAs) were established. This
is the highest growth rate of study centres from the
time of the establishment of NIOS.

❖ NIOS launched the Hunar Project in Bihar in 2008-
09. This is a unique, innovative and revolutionary
project for empowerment of Muslim girls through
vocational training and skill development. The
programme was conducted in two phases through
803 centres in which 25655 girls were given skill
training.

Looking into the success of Hunar I and II, the Hunar
Project was launched in Delhi (in the Old Delhi and
Okhla areas). In the first phase, 1613 and in the
second phase, 2057 girls were enrolled. In the third
phase, 1964 girls were enrolled.

❖ The Scheme of Providing Quality Education in
Madarsas (SPQEM) was launched on 26th February
2009 at the MHRD through NIOS. The first meeting
of the Central Grant-in-Aid Committee of SPQEM for
the year 2010-11 was organised on 21st September,
2010 under the Chairmanship of the Secretary, SE&L,
MHRD, Gov. of India. During the past few years, NIOS
has given Top Priority to the issues concerning
minorities.  The growth rate of the accreditation of
minority institutions was 33.78% during the year
2013-14 over 2012-13. Efforts were made to accredit
minority institutions within three months from the
date of receipt of the applications if these were
complete in all respects.

❖ During 2013-14, the number of differently abled
learners registered with NIOS was 2445 which was
0.46% of the total registration in NIOS. It reveals
that , NIOS is a preferred choice for differently abled
learners because of student friendly flexibilities and
facilities provided to them.

❖ The National Institute of Open Schooling (NIOS)
entered into an agreement with the Common Service
Centre, e-Governance Service India Limited on
29.08.2013 with a view to utilize the services of the
Common Service Centres as Facilitation Centres of
NIOS. There are more than 1,20,000 Common Service
Centres across the country and it has been envisaged
by the Government of India to have one  Common
Service Centre for every 6 villages to provide services
to its citizens using ICT.

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A training programme for Service Centre Agencies
of Common Service Centre, e-Governance Services
India Limited was conducted in NIOS on 04.03.2014
with a view to apprise them about the programmes
and flexibilities offered by the NIOS, the method by
which online services are made available by NIOS to
its stakeholders and how to use these services starting
from submission of registration form to the payment
of examination fee etc.

❖ NIOS pays special attention to publicity of its
programmes and activities with particular reference
to services for students through print and non- print
media such as national and regional newspapers,
employment news papers, journals  of the
Government such as India – 2013, Yojna, Kurukshetra,
Bal Bharti, Manorama Year Book.  The website of
NIOS is enriched and updated from time to time. The
Department of Student Support Services of NIOS
remains in touch with the Regional Centres (19
Regional Centres, 2 Sub-Centres and 1 Regional-Cell)
and prompts them to organize advocacy programmes
about the activities of NIOS. Among other things, the
Regional Centres participate in exhibitions, Udyog
Mela, World Book Fair, Trade Fair etc. and organise
Public Information Campaigns, seminars etc. Eight
such programmes were organised by the Regional
Centres during the year 2013-14.  The NIOS
Headquarter organised two meetings of the Regional
Centres in order to apprise them about new
developments and new policy decisions as also for
taking feedback about working of Open Schooling
Programme in their respective regions.

❖ Releasing the importance of the Coordinators of the
Study Centres, NIOS organised a two day National
Conference on the theme “Effective Student
Support Services : Rules and Policies”.  The faculty
of NIOS interacted with the Coordinators and
apprised them about modifications made in Personal
Contact Programme (PCP), Tutor Marked Assignments
(TMA), quick redressal of grievances/ problems of
learners and impressed upon them to visualize and
operationalise innovative programmes and practices
for enhancement of learning of Students and making
them good human beings and useful members of
society.

❖ During April 2013, a total number of 12091 candidates
appeared in vocational examinations through 194
examination centres.  11828 candidates appeared in
October 2013 examinations through 230 examination
centres.

❖ With the help of the academic faculty of NIOS and
outside subject experts, the Marking Schemes of the
Question Papers of 19 subjects of Secondary course and
27 subjects of Senior Secondary course for April 2013
and October 2013 examinations were standardized and
finalized immediately after the question papers had
been administered in each examination. The finalized
Marking Schemes of different subjects were sent to the
Regional Centres of NIOS by e-mail for use by the
evaluators for evaluating the answer scripts in different
subjects.

❖ To consider the cases of Mass Copying and
Individual Unfair Means (UFM) during April-May
2013 Secondary, Senior Secondary, Vocational
Education Examinations and ODE examination,
meetings of the Unfair Means (UFM) Committee were
held on 8th to 18th July 2013 in which 11,621 cases were
considered. For October 2013 examination, the UFM
meetings were held on 3 to 13 January in which 7,724
cases were considered.

❖ NIOS has introduced re-evaluation of answers in the
Senior Secondary Course from April-2013 examination.
In April 2013 examination, 1152 applications were
received. There was a change in marks in 284 cases and
there was no change in marks in 868 cases. In Oct. 2013
examination, 896 candidates applied for reevaluation.
Of these, there was change in marks in 167 cases and
no change in marks in 729 cases.

❖ The National Literacy Mission Authority (NLMA)
under the Directorate of Adult Education,
Department of School Education & Literacy, MHRD
monitors the Basic Literacy Programme of Saakshar
Bharat, which has been devised as the new variant of
National Literacy Mission.

❖ SLMA Gujarat collaborated with NIOS for the
assessment of learners of ‘Non Saakshar Bharat’ in the
districts not covered under Saakshar Bharat program
at par with the assessment held under NLMA project
w.e.f. the Assessment of 17/3/2013.

1.5 Administration and Accounts

❖ The Administration Department of NIOS is headed
by the Secretary and takes care of all matters related
to Memorandum of Association of NOS Society,
constitution of various committees of NIOS and
organization of Meetings of apex committees, and
and matters related to personnel, legal, budget/
accounts etc. As an important Department, the
Administration Department of NIOS lends its
support to functioning of all the Departments of NIOS.
In the year under report, seventeen positions
were filled through direct recruitments while
appointments for another eight positions were made
on deputation basis.

To
ensure prompt, correct and timely information,
Nodal Officers were designated within each
Department and replies of 16 Parliament Questions
were sent to MHRD.

The admission process is
100% online.

❖ Total 524566 learners were admitted in different
streams of online admission. During the year, the
pre-exam processing in respect of data of about 746
thousand students was done both in the academic
and vocational streams as against 742 thousand
during the last year.

❖ For the learners of NIOS and information regarding
online admission, a Single Window Student
Information system has been placed on the NIOS
website.

It has an online database of
55 journals on education. In this service, members of
library can access the current issue of these journals
and also old issues since 1999 at NIOS (HQs.).

❖ It also receives about 71 national and 9 international
journals on subscription/ complimentary basis, 24
magazines, 19 Daily and 2 Weekly newspapers in print
form, and also access of 65 online journals on
education for the year 2012 & 2013 published by
Sage Publication. It also receives newsletters of
different organizations like CBSE, COBSE, CEMCA,
COL, DELNET, IGNOU, NUEPA, NCERT, NLM and
UNESCO on complimentary basis.

❖ More than 5650 newspapers/magazines/journals
were scanned during 2013-14 for identifying news
items and articles on Education, Distance Education
and particularly on NIOS and about 360 news items
were identified and kept for future reference.

❖ The library database was up-dated by making entries
of   books and journals procured for the Library. Data
relating to issue/return of books and journals were
also entered. Now    library database is also available
on Internet at http://220.156.188.239:8080/
jopacv11/html/SearchForm where details of books
and journals have been made available to public
through web based Online Public Access Catalogue
(OPAC) round the clock.

❖ NIOS library uses web based “LIBSYS” Software
Version 7. It is a fully integrated library system which
supports all activities related to acquisition,
cataloguing, circulation and serial publications.

❖ During the year, more than 12 exhibitions of NIOS
study materials were organized at different
places which included India International Trade
Fair, November 2013 and World Book Fair,
February 2014.

1.11 Promotion of Hindi

NIOS has been taking effective steps for use of Hindi (as
the Official Language) in order to implement the provisions
of official languages as per guidelines issued from time to
time by the Ministry of Home Affairs GOI, as well as by the
Ministry of Human Resource Development.

❖ The Hindi Fortnight was celebrated from 14-28
September, 2013 with enthusiastic participation of
NIOS staff. More than 150 NIOS officials participated
in different competitions, and prizes were awarded
to the winners of the first three positions.

2.1 Genesis of NIOS

The genesis of NIOS can be traced to a project of CBSE
started in 1979. In November 1989, the Department of
Education, Ministry of Human Resource Development,
Government of India established the National Open School
(NOS) and the Project of CBSE was merged into NOS. It
was started as per the recommendations given by National
Policy on Education 1986 and registered under the Societies
Registration Act of 1860. Subsequently, the Resolution No.
F.5-24/90 Sch.3 dated 14 September 1990 published in the
Gazette of India on 20 October 1990 vested in NOS the
authority to examine and certify learners registered with
it up to Pre-Degree level courses.

In July 2002, the Ministry of Human Resource Development
amended the nomenclature of the organization from
National Open School (NOS) to the National Institute of
Open Schooling (NIOS) with a mission to expand its horizon
and work as a Reource Organization for open schooling in
the country, while providing relevant continuing education
at the School stage, up to pre-degree level through Open
Learning System to prioritized client groups as an alternative
to formal education system, .

The National Institute of Open Schooling has risen to the
occasion to provide responses to certain educational
challenges, particularly the challenge of “reaching the
unreached”.

2.2 Vision

❖ To provide “Sustainable inclusive learning with
universal and flexible access to quality school
education and skill development.”

2.3 Mission

❖ Providing relevant continuing and holistic education
up to pre degree level through Open and Distance
Learning System.

❖ Contributing to the Universalisation of School
Education.

❖ Catering to the educational needs of the prioritized
target groups for equity and social justice.

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3.1 Open Basic Education

The National Institute of Open Schooling (NIOS) has
launched the Open Basic Education (OBE) Programme as
an alternative educational programme equivalent to the
Elementary Education Programme of the formal education
system. The Open Basic Education Programme provides
elementary education at three levels for school drop-outs,
neo-literates and out of school learners through Accredited
Agencies. The NIOS has made significant contribution
towards “Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan (SSA)”, a flagship
programme of the Ministry of Human Resource
Development (MHRD), Government of India for providing
Basic Education to all children, youth and adults in the
country. The OBE Programme explores and makes use of
the potentialities of Open and Distance Learning (ODL) for
reaching the unreached. There is a provision of separate
OBE programme for children and for adults.

Some significant highlights of OBE programme are as
follows: 

❖ The clientele for Open Basic Education (OBE)
programme is:

➢ Children (6-14 years of age)

➢ Adults (above 14 years of age)

❖ The Open Basic Education (OBE) Programme is
offered at three levels:

➢ OBE level A : equivalent to class III

➢ OBE level B : equivalent to class V

➢ OBE level C : equivalent to class VIII 

The OBE programme has the following objectives:

i) To provide an alternative education programme
equivalent to the formal education system through
the Open Learning using Distance Education Mode.

ii) To provide learning continuum based on a graded
curriculum ensuring quality education for non-school
going children, school dropouts/ left outs and
Alternative Schooling completers.

iii) To contribute to the accomplishment of the
constitutional commitment to achieve the goal of
universal elementary education and to fulfil the
expectations of the Education for All (EFA) as well as
the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) of the
U.N.

iv) To promote Continuing Education (CE) with a view to
supporting the achievement of the goal of creation
of a learning society.

v) To explore, promote research and model building for
making use of the potentialities of Distance Education

3.1.1 Saakshar Bharat Mission (The NIOS-NLMA
Collaboration)

The collaboration of the NIOS with the Saakshar Bharat
Mission of the NLMA has been considered desirable in the
following areas:

i) For providing academic and technical support in
designing and developing curricula, and producing
learning materials for the Open Basic Education
(Adults) of equivalency and skill development
programmes.

ii) For designing evaluation strategies for the
certification of Basic Literacy of Adults under the
Saakshar Bharat Programme and equivalency
programmes.

iii) For conducting Basic Literacy Assessment of Adults
as well as the Equivalency programme with the help
of DAE, SLMAs, SRCs, JSSs, ZSSs etc.

The following important components of the programme
of Saakshar Bharat are being undertaken by NIOS:

a. Equivalency programme for the pass outs of Basic
Literacy, Neo-literates and other groups of learners
especially women.

b. Assessment and Certification of Adults in Basic
Literacy.

c. Skill Development

3.1.2 Equivalency Programme

Equivalency Programme is meant to provide an alternative
Education Programme that is equivalent to the existing
formal system of education, be it related to general or
vocational education. It is the mechanism for achieving a
learning society. EP is one type of continuing education
since it provides an opportunity for adults who have
completed primary education or its equivalent to continue
their education to Secondary level or even beyond,
depending upon their ability, perseverance and diligence.
The underlying objective is to bring parity between
different systems of education, thereby ensuring that every
learner has equal opportunity, if she/he desires to continue
studies. Equivalency Programme constitutes an important
part of Continuing Education as it enables adults to engage
in lifelong learning.

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The curricula of OBE for adults in various subjects under
the Equivalency Programme have been designed at all three
levels. The Study materials for four Academic and two
Vocational subjects at Level 'A' and 'B' have been developed,
while at Level 'C' it is being develop.

3.1.2.1 MOU with Samajik Suvidha Sangam, Mission
Convergence (EP)

A pilot of the Equivalency Programme was conducted in
NCT of Delhi, which is not a part of the nation-wide
Saakshar Bharat Programme. A Memorandum of
Understanding (MOU) was signed with Samajik Suvidha
Sangam (SSS), Mission Convergence, Govt. of NCT of Delhi
for this.

The Samajik Suvidha Sangam is a leading executive agency
of Mission Convergence, Govt. of NCT of Delhi addressing
the issues of socio-economic vulnerability of the
marginalized with focus on women by implementing
various social security/benefit schemes and interventions.
The basic objective of this programme is to provide an
alternative education programme equivalent to the formal
education system through Open Learning.  The programme
was meant for girls and women above 15 years of age,
who had successfully passed the Basic Literacy Assessment
conducted by NIOS, though not as a part of the assessment
conducted in collaboration with NLMA. It is expected that
after completing the OBE programme, these girls and
women will continue their education through NIOS for
Secondary and Sr. Secondary courses. Approximately 1700
girls/women were enrolled under this programme for the
session 2013-14.

As a part of this pilot, a three day Orientation Programme
for about 150 participants from three Mother NGOs
(MNGOs) and Gender Resource Centres (GRCs) working
with SSS and Mission Convergence was organized on 30th

September, and 3rd and 4th October 2013 at Delhi
Secretariat. These participants are responsible for the
successful implementation of this programme.

3.1.2 Skill Development

The modified scheme of Saakshar Bharat is being
implemented in an integrated manner with the
combination of basic literacy, basic education for
equivalency, skill development and continuing education.
The skill training programme helps in capacity building of
the neo-literates to undertake economic activities, and
wage employment with skill and proficiency leading to
higher income and quality life enjoyment.

Several meetings have been held with the NLMA to discuss
the identification of vocational courses and procedures to
implement different courses all over the country.  It was
decided to take some courses related to day to day life of
neo-literates so that both academic and livelihood concerns
go together.

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The NIOS had been identified to provide professional and
technical expertise for the Saakshar Bharat Programme of
Skill Development with the following objectives: 

i. To provide Academic and Technical support in
designing, developing and producing open education
materials for Skill development programmes under
Saakshar Bharat Mission.

ii. To develop a basic literacy module that will be the
basic module for all vocational courses.

iii. To identify and develop vocational courses with
competencies at different levels.

iv. To evolve sustainable ICT based transaction
strategies for effective implementation of skill
development programmes for Saakshar Bharat
Mission.

v. To develop an assessment process including
certification of such skill development programmes.

vi. To conduct research activities with a view to
improving the programme for recording innovative
practices and maintaining standards and quality.

The NIOS and the NLMA have initiated the development
of some vocational courses. These courses will be available
across the country and would be implemented with the
help of JSS.  The courses would be beneficial for the adult
learners to get jobs or to become entrepreneurs.

This Basic Literacy Assessment programme is a massive
programme demanding active involvement of various
governmental and non-governmental institutions/
departments right from national level to Panchayati Raj
Institutions.

During the year 2013-14, basic assessment was
conducted two times. In the first assessment (Phase VII)
held on 25th August 2013, 46, 29,343 learners from
20 States appeared.  34, 35,830 learners were declared
successful and certified in this assessment. The second
assessment was held on 9th March, 2014. 52, 70,671
learners from 22 States (including jail inmates of Delhi
and Gandhinagar prisons) appeared in this Assessment.
Of these 38,75,784 were declared successful and
certified.

3.1.4 Enrolment in OBE Courses

The enrolment process for OBE programme is conducted
by Accredited Agencies (AAs) spread all over the country.
These Accredited Agencies (AAs) admit learners in their
agencies and send the enrolment data to NIOS in a
prescribed format for record every year.

As on March 2014, the total enrolment in different courses
of OBE (both children and adults) was 15032.

3.1.5 Joint Certification for OBE

After successful completion of the OBE course, a joint
certificate with the partnering Accredited Agency (AA) is
issued to the learners. As on March 31, 2014, 15,289
learners were certified under the OBE programme of NIOS
as per the details given below:

Practical and Contact Sessions

The course delivery will have a major component of
internship and contact sessions. The internship consisting
of practical sessions includes three types of activities such
as School Based, Workshop Based and Practice Teaching.
A 12-day Workshop in a year, School Based Activities in Ist
year  supervised by the Supervisor/Mentor and Practice
Teaching in IInd year, also supervised by the Supervisors/

The theory courses have been developed having three to
four blocks in each course as per the need and demand of
the context. The booklets have been developed block wise
and have been supplied along with PCP & Practical Manual,
Programme Guide and Handbook on Academic Support
System to each of the learners.

The D.El.Ed. Programme of NIOS in ODL mode was
launched in Jharkhand in December 2012 and in Meghalaya
in December 2013. 8100 trainees have taken admission in
Jharkhand and 4385 in Meghalaya. It is going to be launched
in Nagaland soon; An MOU has been signed with the Govt.
of Nagaland.

3.3 Secondary and Senior Secondary Courses

3.3.1 Secondary Course

All Secondary courses had been revised during the last
session. All these courses were reviewed by the experts
and resource persons of national and international repute.
During 2013-14, regular maintenance was done in all
subjects.

A new course in Accountancy has been developed. The
Hindi, English and Urdu versions are ready. It is now being
translated into 5 other languages: Gujarati, Malayalam,
Marathi, Odia and Telugu. Once all the versions are
available, the course will be launched.

3.3.2 Senior Secondary Course

As per the policy decision, a national common core
curriculum has been developed by NCERT (National Council
for Educational Research & Training) and COBSE (Council
of Boards of School Education) in seven subjects, viz.
Physics, Chemistry, Biology, Mathematics, Economics,
Business Studies and Accountancy at Senior Secondary
level. NIOS has decided to adopt this common curriculum
in seven subjects. The study materials of these seven
subjects are being revised.

3.3.3 Tutor Marked Assignments (TMAs)

During the year 2013-14, Tutor Marked
Assignments (TMAs) were developed in
various subjects in English, Hindi and Urdu
mediums at both Secondary and Senior
Secondary levels. At Secondary levels, the
TMAs were also made available in 5 regional
mediums such as Odia, Gujarati, Malayalam,
Marathi and Telugu.

The marks of TMA are not added in the final
result of the learners. Due to this, it has been
observed that most learners do not submit

3.3.4 Standardization of Marking Schemes

The NIOS prepares three sets of Question Papers (A, B and
C) in each subject scheduled for public examination. In order
to have impeccability and objectivity in the marking
schemes, standardization of marking schemes for all
subjects is done in a disciplined way at both Secondary and
Sr. Secondary level. Meetings for the standardization of
marking scheme in different subjects were organized for
the public examinations held in April-May 2013 and
October-November 2013.

3.3.5 New Courses

New courses at Senior Secondary level are being developed
in Gender Studies, Introduction to Law, Library &
Information Science, Tourism and Punjabi .

3.3.6 Mukta Vidya Vani Web Audio Streaming

About seven hundred thirty Live Personal Contact
Programmes in all Secondary and Senior Secondary
Academic subjects were developed and broadcast through
Mukta Vidya Vani Web based Audio Streaming as per
schedule prepared by the Academic Department during
the year 2013-14 including Saturdays and Sundays.

To develop effective Personal Contact Programmes on
Mukta Vidya Vani, various modes-discussion, role play,
interview, story, drama and interactivity- to make the
programmes interesting and useful to learners are
adopted. In the one hour programme, hard spots of the
lessons, how to solve TMAs, activities for learners, sample
question paper, previous year examination papers, theory
and practicals, tables/graphics/pictures, maps, expected
questions with their solutions, mistakes generally
committed by learners in examination, tips for examination
etc., are discussed. During the programme, live
questions from learners through toll free numbers are
attended and immediate solutions are provided by subject
experts.

All participants were then
divided into 4 subject groups
and were distributed lessons
from NIOS secondary learning
materials. Each group was
given one lesson to work with
concerned mentors.

Dr. Som Naidu discussing learning experiences and
learning context of learners
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that the learning may be made more context based and
meaningful. He said that the kind of learning which to as
needed today was more related to real life experiences of
the learners and to prepare them for life and survival in
ever changing demands of society.

He further added that different subject experts should see
how the study material could be modified in the light of
SBL to achieve the desired key competencies and learning
outcomes on the part of learners so as to attain the
educational objectives in real life sense of the term.

Dr. Som Naidu deliberated upon the Engines for Education
viz. Designs for Optimizing Effective, Efficient and Engaging

Learning & Teaching’. He said
that effective and efficient
learning can only take place
when learners were provided
with opportunities to ‘learn by
doing’ taking into account the
prior learning experiences of
the learners. Putting
emphasis on E3 teaching
(Effective, Efficient and
Engaging teaching), he
discussed the role of teachers
and tutors as not merely
‘guides on the side’ rather as

a choreographer of the learning experiences of learners in
consonance with the expected learning outcomes.

The first step in developing SBL is identification of key
competencies; the second is development of learning
outcomes; and the third is development of a suitable scenario.

Based on the above discussion, the participants were
divided into course/subject teams viz., Humanities team,
Science and Mathematics team, Commerce team, Vocational
team and Languages team. The groups were to:

❑ Identify a course/subject/topic

❑ Define commitments to their students and their
expectations, and

❑ Define the learning outcomes for the students

3.7.3 Orientation Programmes for Academic
Facilitators

For ensuring successful conduct of Academic programmes
at the Accredited Institutes (AIs) of NIOS, monitoring of
the academic programmes is carried out by the Academic
Facilitators. They are instructed to observe the academic
transactions of different tutors and the evaluated TMAs

In
this state, education is the tool which can
bring all people of the country to live in
harmony and peace but our education
system is itself in a state of crisis and is in
complete disjunction with the value
system.

He quoted “He, who knows not and
knows not he knows not, is a fool –
shun him. He, who knows not and
knows he knows not, is ignorant –
teach him. He, who knows and knows

not he knows, is asleep – wake him.
He, who knows and knows he knows, is wise – follow
him.”

NIOS Chairman, Dr. S.S. Jena then presented his
views on Values. He said that Values as principles had
already been enshrined in our constitution.

Practice of these can enable a
person to become a good citizen.

3.8.2 National Science Day

The National Science Day is observed every year on
28 February to mark the novel discovery of the Raman
Effect by the great Indian physicist Sir C.V. Raman.

3.9 Collaboration with other organizations

The Academic Department has signed the following
Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) during the session
2013-14

3.9.1 An MOU was signed between NIOS and Saksham
on 01.08.2013 for development of digital talking
books for print disabled NIOS learners. It specified
a broad framework of co-operation and
collaboration between National Institute of Open
Schooling and Daisy Forum of India represented by
Saksham. This MOU is aimed at developing NIOS
study materials in accessible format for persons
with print disabilities (talking audio books and
accessible e-text) for providing services to persons
with blindness and low vision.

3.9.2 An MOU between NIOS and Central Square
Foundation was signed on 15.01.2014. The project
involves two key activities: a) Dubbing and b)
Distribution. The project plans to utilize the dubbing
capabilities of an external agency which will work
closely with an expert team at NIOS to dub the
identified list of videos into Hindi. The Academic
Department at NIOS curated a list of 51 Khan
Academy videos, mapping Senior Secondary Math
Curriculum for this exercise. The department is
responsible for leading the overall strategy,
management and implementation of the pilot
project.   CSF agreed to provide financial support of
Rs. 5,10,000/- (Rupees five lakh ten thousand only)
for funding the costs of dubbing.

3.9.3 An MOU was signed on 11.03.14 with Shoobh Group
Welfare Society, a voluntary agency working for
promotion of Art and Culture. This collaboration
aims to promote Art Education and increase its
enrolment.

❑ Research and Evaluation

A number of activities were carried out under this head.

Training Need Analysis of the evaluators of answer
scripts of On Demand Examination System (ODES):

Keeping in mind that NIOS has begun On Demand
Examination of the life skills enriched subjects since April
2013, a training need assessment study was carried out on
the evaluators of answer scripts of ODES. Under the
guidance of Prof. H.S Srivastava, the analysis of the study
was carried out on July 22-24, 2013. The training schedule
was also decided during the workshop.

Analysis of four sets of Question Papers of the first public
examination April 2013:

Workshops to analyze the four sets of Question Papers of
April 2013 Public Examination of the five life skills enriched
subjects- Science and Technology, Home Science, Social
Science, Hindi and English at secondary level were
conducted under the guidance of Prof. H.S. Srivastava. The
report indicates that there is a need to train paper setters
in the concept and technique of evaluation with particular
reference to the setting of balanced question papers
containing HOTS questions.

Tutor Marked Assignments (TMA): From Knowledge to
Application

Development of TMAs: Tutor Marked Assignment is a
mechanism of continuous and comprehensive assessment.
Keeping the life skills enrichment process in view, NIOS has
taken a decision to develop application based TMAs in all
the subjects. Workshops were organized to revise the
Home Science, Science and Technology, Social Science, Hindi
and English TMAs (Secondary) during July 22- 26, 2013.

Video Training Module: A Change Model for Classroom
Transaction

The AEP unit assisted UNFPA in the development of a series
of video programmes “Learning Together, Learning
Better!” The videos were released by Hon’ble MOS Dr.
Shashi Tharoor at UNFPA office, Lodhi Road. These video
programmes shed information on alternate non-traditional
methodologies such as role plays, quiz, discussion etc that
have been included in the new integrated material and
can be employed by the tutor during face to face PCP
sessions.

Tutor’s Handbook of Participatory Methodologies

Tutor Training Manual was revised and renamed as “Tutor’s
Handbook of Participatory Methodologies” as a support to
the “Learning Together, Learning Better!” videos.
Considering the need of tutors from Hindi region, the
module was also translated in Hindi language. It was field
tested on 43 Master Trainers and 514 Tutors across India
in the 16 Regional Centres of NIOS.

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4.0 Introduction

The need for emphasis on Skill Development, especially for
the less educated, poor and out of school youth has been
highlighted in various forums. The skill level and educational
attainment of the work force determine the productivity,
income levels as well as the adaptability of the working
class in changing environment. In the present employment
scenario, an individual not only needs skills to perform a
particular type of work but also generic skills so as to
become employable. It is the level of competence based
on knowledge and acquired skills which make an individual
successful in his or her life. Broadly, it could be said that
everyone needs vocational education and training for
better living. The objectives of Vocational Education
Programmes   are:

❖ To fulfill the national goals of development and removal
of unemployment and poverty,

❖ To meet the need for skilled and middle-level
manpower for the growing sectors of economy, both
organized and unorganized,

❖ To prepare students for self-reliance and gainful self-
employment,

❖ To reduce the gap between the demand and supply of
skilled manpower.

NIOS Vocational courses are offered at pre-secondary,
Secondary, Senior Secondary and post-senior secondary
levels.

4.1 Vocational Education Department

The Vocational Education Department of NIOS functions
through a Network of Accredited Vocational Institutes
(AVIs) for imparting skill based training to its learners.
Further in this endeavour, existing institutions like ITIs, Jan
Shikshan Sansthans, Krishi Vigyan Kendras, Schools,
Colleges, District Institutes of Education and Training,
Universities, Paramedical Training Centres, NGOs and
several other voluntary agencies partner with NIOS to
impart vocational education. In the last few years, there
has been substantial increase in the number of AVIs. There
are more than 1275 AVIs as of March 2014.

4.2 Admissions

The admissions in vocational education courses of NIOS
have witnessed a progressive trend over the past few years
barring a few exceptions. During the year 2013-14, the
enrolment of students in various vocational education
courses was 27020 (excluding Enrolment of Hunar 1968).
Admissions to vocational education courses of NIOS are
open round the year.

During the year 2013-14, the highest enrolment was in
the state of Rajasthan followed by Delhi and Uttar Pradesh.

During the year 2013-14, more females took admission in
vocational courses than the males, as the percentage is
34.74 for males and 65.26% for females.

During the year 2013-14, the maximum number of students
taking admission in vocational education courses was in
the age group 14-20 years (8539)

During the year 2013-14, out of the total enrolment in
vocational education courses, the percentage of
disadvantaged learners was very small. The remaining
learners were in the general category.

During the year 2013-14, certain vocational education
courses were very popular such as Certificate in Computer
Application, Certificate in Basic Computing, Certificate in
Computer Hardware Assembly and Maintenance,
Certificate in Community Health and Certificate in Ayurvedic
Therapy.

During last three years, the enrolment trend of vocational
subjects in Academic stream has witnessed progress.

4.3 Material Development

At present Vocational Courses are offered as six month
courses, one year courses, stand alone courses at Secondary
and Senior Secondary level, package courses, etc. During
the year 2013-14, new courses like E-typewriting in English,
Diploma in Dress Designing having four modules, i.e. Basic
Stitching Skills, Children Wear, Ladies Wear, and Men’s wear
etc., have been introduced. Indian Embroidery at level C
has been initiated. Materials in Electrical Technician and
Welding Technology are being revised. During the year,
course material has been developed in Diploma in Medical
Laboratory Technician in collaboration with Indian Medial
Association (IMA). Certificate in Ayurvedic Therapy was
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also translated from English to Hindi Language during
2013-2014.

4.3.1 Implementation of National Vocational
Education Qualification Framework (NVEQF) in
NIOS context

Keeping in view the goal of skilling 500 million people by
2022, NIOS has started aligning its courses with the
National Occupational standards provided by Sector Skills
Councils (SSC) and National Skill Development Corporation
(NSDC), following the pathway provided by NVEQF. A
meeting was organized with CEOs and representatives of
five SSCs of NSDC on 4th April, 2013 at NIOS.

Dr. S.S. Jena, Chairman, NIOS, LT. General S.S. Chahal,
CEO, SSC (Security), Mr. Sunil Chaturvedi, CEO, SSC
(Automotive), Mr. R. Subramanyam, SSC (Retail), Mr. Sanjay
Chabra, SSC (Health Care), Mr. Rajiv Mathur, Principal QA
NSDC, a few representatives of AVIs, NIOS Head of
Departments and faculty of VED were present on the
occasion. Presentations were made by NIOS and SSCs of
NSDC. It was agreed that NIOS will sign the MOU with SSCs
and NSDC.

National Consultative Workshop on Developing strategy
Plan for Implementation of NVEQF in Open Schooling

In order to explore a feasible strategy in implementation
of NVEQF in open schooling in India, a National Consultative
Workshop was organized on Developing Strategy plan for
Implementation of NVEQF in open Schooling from 20-21
June 2013 in collaboration with Commonwealth Education
Media Centre For Asia (CEMCA), New Delhi at Cherai Beach
Resort, Kochi, Kerala. The participants of the workshop
were academicians, and representatives from SSCs, NSDC,
State Governments and organizations associated with
vocational training.

4.3.2 Vocational Courses related to Media and
Entertainment in Collaboration with CEMCA,
COL

During the year 2013-14, NIOS, in collaboration with
CEMCA, developed the course material  for the Certificate
in Sound Assistant in Media sector on the basis of draft
National Occupational Standards issued by Media and
Entertainment Sector Skill Council of NSDC.

The objectives were to
orient the coordinators on the computers practical
examinations and to discuss the issues related to Students
Support Services (SSSs), material distribution and to take
their views on promotional strategies and identification of
region-specific courses.

The main objectives of tele-
orientation organized in the
month of June were to orient
the coordinators about the
latest skill development
initiatives (in the country at
the national level, post
admission issues to be taken
up at the AVIs, timely delivery
of books and internal
assessments system in
Vocational Examination.

In the teleorientation
programme organized in
December, the focus was on
training delivery in vocational

trades. Vocational Training Perspectives in the areas of ICT
and Engineering and Technology was also explored.

3. Extension of MOU with CISCO

An MOU signed between NIOS and CISCO is being extended
for twelve months from the effective day.

4.4 Other Important Initiatives

4.4.1 Virtual Open Schooling

Virtual Open Schooling (VOS) is an educational practice
that provides opportunity to learners study a formal school-
based course online and gain credit for certification
purpose. Learners can study using asynchronous or
synchronous technologies. The courses are based on the
existing Open Educational Resources (OER) of NIOS and
are built around a learning management system (LMS)
with content stored on on-line repositories. Digital media
integration would facilitate effectiveness of curriculum.
Synchronous and asynchronous technologies would
facilitate interaction with the peer-group, with teachers
and with content. Keeping the above in view, NIOS has
launched VOS in collaboration with Commonwealth
Education Media Centre for Asia (CEMCA) to serve learners
who want to continue their education and skill
development.

4.4.2 Training Workshop on Skills for Work from
20th  to 25th October 2013

A training workshop on skills for work from 20th to 25th Oct.
2013 was organized in collaboration with the National
Accreditation Board for Education and Training (NABET),
Quality Council of India, Delhi. The participants were AVI
Co-coordinators of Delhi and Academic Officers of Academic
and Vocational Departments.

The five day training programme covered many
components of skills for work programme such as need
requirements, process of acquiring skill for work, motivation
for learning and various styles.

4.4.3 Rural Entrepreneurship Programme

This programme has been developed by NIOS, and the
Tata Institute of Social Sciences, Mumbai in collaboration
with Department of Posts, Govt. of India. The programme
is being initiated in pilot mode across seven states: Assam,
Gujarat, Karnataka, Maharashtra, Rajasthan, Uttar
Pradesh and Tamil Nadu. Two thousand Gramin Dak
Sewaks have been enrolled in this programme. All Six
Modules have been printed in English. All the five modules
namely Idea of India, Entrepreneurship, Accounting and
Finance, Banking and Insurance and Basic Computing had
been translated in Hindi, Gujarati, Assamese, Kannada,
Marathi and Tamil and got printed. Examinations for GDS
were conducted and results were declared. Activities
pertaining to Phase-II have been initiated.

and IV are eligible for transfer of credit of two subjects
from parent board and the student can appear in
examinations of NIOS in remaining three subjects. On
passing three subjects, the learner is certified. This scheme
saves one year of many failed students thereby
facilitatoring them in taking admission in professional
courses and higher education courses. Looking into the
benefits of the scheme, NIOS, after entering into an
agreement with other boards is making efforts to extend
the facility of this scheme to more students. The new
Boards of School Education with whom NIOS has signed
the agreement are:

1.  Chhattisgarh Madhayamik Shiksha Mandal, Raipur

2.  Chhattisgarh State Open School, Raipur

Now the learners of these Boards may take admission by
registering in NIOS courses with three subjects and may
avail TOC benefit of any two subjects passed from their
parent board. After passing as the three subjects, a
combined Marksheet and Certificate would be issued to
the candidate by NIOS. So far NIOS has given the facility of
transfer of credit to the students of 32 Boards. Other Boards
have also been approached in this regard.

5.2.2 More Districts covered under the umbrella
of NIOS Study Centres

Most of the districts have been covered in all the states of
India where NIOS has felt that its reach is required in the
form of its study centres. This has been possible through
intervention of the government bodies like the Kendriya
Vidyalayas, JNVs, Govt. Schools, KGBVs. Extensive advocacy
at the regional level and the NIOS Headquarters level has
resulted in covering most of the districts in India.

5.2.3 New Regional Centres established at
Dharmashala (Himachal Pradesh)

As part of its policy to reach
the unreached, NIOS has
established a new Regional
Centre at Dhramashala in
Himachal Pradesh.

5.2.4  Accreditation of New
Study Centres

NIOS aims at providing
education at the doorsteps
of its learners to enable them
to study at places convenient
to them. In this context , 960

new Accredited Institutes,   568 Accredited Institutes (AIs),
206 Accredited Vocational Institutes (AVIs) and 186
Accredited Agencies (AAs) were recognised by NIOS. This
is the highest growth rate in one year from the time of the
establishment of NIOS.

5.2.7 Use of ICT in Support Services

As the registration per year in NIOS courses has crossed
more than 5.68 lakh, hence better support services can be
provided using the ICT. Accordingly, the work was started
on the following initiatives:-

❖ Launching of File Tracking System

With this system, record of all the files and mails
received will be kept. This will also help in proper
monitoring on the action taken.

❖ Launching of Online Student Support System

With this system, learners will be provided support
services in 9 areas such as request for correction in
learner’s data, issue of duplicate documents, purchase
of study material, change of study centres etc. It is
envisaged that the Online Support System will totally
overhaul the working of NIOS and learners will be able
to get real time status of their requests. The system
will also inform the learners from time to time about
the status of their requests. A face of the same will
also made available to the Learners Support Centre of
NIOS so that it can also inform the status. Further, the
entire processing will also be done online in NIOS by all
concerned Departments. The uniqueness of this system
will be a dash board to provide the real time status of
requests for effective monitoring on the requests
received from learners. This will reduce the time upto
a great extent and set a landmark in the Online Support
Services.

❖ Launching of e-accreditation system

This system will be used for submitting application for
electronic accreditation with all facilities available in
Online Student Support Services.

5.2.8 Collaboration with the Pratham Education
Foundation

NIOS has signed on MOU with the Pratham Education
Foundation to offer NIOS courses to the disadvantaged
groups of learners that are taken care by the Pratham
Education Foundation. Following are the objectives for the
collaboration with Pratham Education Foundation:

(i) Impart education and training in courses and skills
that have relevance to the preferences and
environment intervention areas.
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(ii) Value addition to conventional open schooling,
presence of easily accessible centres and presence
of full-time teaching facilitators.

(iii) Certification of students who have attended courses
imparted by Pratham Education Foundation in
different parts of the country.

NIOS has given accreditation to 10 centres of Pratham
Education Foundation in Gujarat and Rajasthan.

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The prime reason for the increase of enrolment was
effective advocacy and publicity of the programmes
conducted by NIOS. Expansion of Study Centres is another
reason for the growth in enrolment.

5.2.11 Procurement of land for Regional Centres

Some Rregional Centres of NIOS are running in rented
buildings. NIOS is negotiating with state governments
for allotment of land  for construction of the buildings of
the Regional Centres. The position in this regard during
2013-14 was as follows:

❖ The Rajasthan Government has allotted land in
Jaipur on institutional rates.

❖ The Chhattisgarh Government has allotted land in
New Raipur on institutional rates.

❖ The Odisa Government has allotted land in
Bhubneswar free of cost.

❖ The Chandigarh Administration has also decided to
allot the land.

❖ Madhya Pradesh Government has also decided to
allot the land in Bhopal.

❖ Himachal Pradesh Government has decided to allot
the land in Dharamshala.

5.2.12 Growth of Minority Institutions

Through advocacy, relaxation in norms for accreditation
and prompt action on the accreditation cases for Minority
institutions, NIOS has brought more minority institutions,
especially Madarasas, under ambit with a view to provide
modern education to its clientele. During the past one
year, 333 minority institutions have been accredited as
NIOS study centres thus achieving a growth rate of 57.41%.
However, in case of accreditation of Madararsas with NIOS
under SPQEM scheme of Govt. of India, growth rate is
43.84%

Table 5.3 shows the growth rate of Muslim Minority
Institutions as the study centres of NIOS.

5.2.13 Accreditation of Study Centres for D.El.Ed.
Programme of NIOS

NIOS has launched a special programme for training of
untrained teachers of Jharkhand, Meghalaya and Nagaland
to fulfill the mandate of RTE Act. In this context, NIOS has
started D.El.Ed programme. Under the programme,
271 study centres in different parts of Jharkhand,
Meghalaya and Nagaland have been set up.

5.2.14 No Barriers in Education of Jail Inmates

Apart from affiliated schools, NIOS is presently having Study
Centres (AAs, AIs, & AVIs ) in Jails of India also. It was
observed that more number of jail inmates wanted to join
NIOS courses but because of their poor financial condition,
they were unable to do so. Accordingly, it was felt that if
NIOS could offer the courses to jail inmates free of cost,
it would enable them join NIOS courses for getting
themselves educated. Also, if they are provided quality
education during their stay  in jails, it would certainly
help them in earning their livelihood and bringing them
into the mainstream of society after they are released
from jails.

Almost all jails in the country have taken reformist steps to
mainstream these disadvantaged groups. It is in this context
that NIOS appropriately thought to take proactive action
to facilitate education of jail inmates. Thus a decision
to provide the following facilities to jail inmates was
taken:

Facilities Provided to Jails of NIOS:

❖ No fee for Accreditation of Jails as study centres of
NIOS.

❖ No fee for registration of Jail inmates for purising
NIOS courses, as also no fee for Transfer of Credit
from other Boards and no examination fee.

❖ Free of cost study material

❖ Examination to be conducted in jails only

❖ Facilities would be extended to the Jail inmates even
after their term in jails gets completed.

5.2.16 Training Programme for Common Service
Centres (CSCs)

The National Institute of Open Schooling (NIOS) entered
into an agreement with Common Service Centre,
e-Governance Service India Limited on 29.08.2013 with a
view to utilize the services of the Common Service Centres
as facilitation centres of NIOS. There are more than
1,20,000 Common Service Centres across the country and
it has been envisaged by the Government of India to have
one Common Service Centre for every six villages to provide
services to its citizens using ICT. With the help of these
service centres, NIOS is of the opinion that these Common
Service Centres can act as Facilitation Centres for NIOS
and also promote the NIOS programmes in far-flung areas
where lack of awareness persists and outreach is difficult.
As Service Centre Agencies are the grass root agencies for
providing services at the end level, hence, a training
programme for the Service Centre Agencies of the Common
Service Centre, e-Governance Services India Limited was

conducted in NIOS on
04.03.2014 with a view to
inform about the programmes
and flexibilities offered by the
NIOS, about the method by
which online services are made
available by NIOS to its
stakeholders, and also how to
use these services starting
from submission of registration
form to the payment of
examination fee etc.
Dr. Sanyam Bhardwaj, Director
(SSS) briefed the objectives of

the training programme. Shri U.N. Khaware, Secretary,
NIOS addressed the gathering and informed about the
vision of NIOS. Dr. Dinesh Kumar Tyagi, CEO, CSC-SPV
addressed the gathering and informed about the vision of
Government of India in the form of Common Service Centre.
He highlighted the methods by which NIOS can utilize the
services of Common Service Centre to provide the
Vocational Education programmes. Shri S.K. Anand, Joint
Director (SSS) made a presentation about NIOS and
explained the functioning of NIOS in detail. Shri S.K. Prasad,
SAP, NIOS informed about the use of NIOS online services
to the participants. Dr. Vignesh Kumar from CSC-SPV
explained the ways and means by which the Service Centre
Agency can log on to the website of Common Service Centre
and provide services to NIOS learners. The programme
was an interactive one. All the participants showed keen
interest in the NIOS functioning and they opined that they
would make efforts to promote NIOS courses in rural areas
of the country and will make the NIOS programmes popular.
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5.2.17 Capacity Building Workshop on Academic
Facilitation in Open Schooling

A three day workshop on Academic Facilitation in Open
Schooling for the Academic Facilitators was organised from
20th to 22nd  September, 2013 at NIOS Headquarters,
NOIDA.

5.3 Access through Online Admissions

NIOS has introduced On-line admission system for all the
streams of admissions. This has provided 24×7 admission
facility to the candidates. Also, admission system have been
globally made available.

The salient features of On-line admission are as follows:

❖ Faster and Simpler Admission: Direct access to
NIOS

❖ Choice of Study Centre: Freedom to select Study
Centre of one’s choice

❖ Admission Open 24x7: Admission open round the
year for learners

❖ Better support services: Direct interaction of
learners with NIOS, faster redressal of problems

❖ Easy Payment: Payment of fee online through Credit
Card or by Bank Draft

In addition to online admission, the existing practice of
admission through Accredited Institutions (AIs) continued,
now rechristened as ‘Off-line admissions’ . The offline
facility of admission is for those learners who are not able
to access the web of NIOS and who belong to remote areas
of the country. All the Regional Centres of NIOS and Study
Centres accept the forms of admission under Stream-I
through offline mode within the prescribed dates. These
forms are then converted into online by the Study Centres
or by the Regional Centres.

For better support services of the learners and also with a
view to reach the unreached,  NIOS signed an MOU with
the Common Service Centre (CSC), Ministry of IT, Govt. of
India and PCTI Education Services. Now more than one
lakh CSCs and  PCTI NIOS Facilitation Centres will provide
online services of NIOS to the learners .

Tables 5.5 to 5.15 depict various data related to
admission.

It is evident from the Table 5.5 that because of the
multiple opportunities provided by NIOS, 82001 failed
students of NIOS and other Boards utilized it to pass the
examinations.

Eight sessions were organised during the two day
conference. The Chief Guest,  Fr. T.V.Kunnunkal, Former
Chairman, CBSE & Founder Chairman, NIOS while
addressing the participants mentioned the coordinators
as the “Face of the NIOS” and their active involvement
improving student support services. Dr. S.S.Jena, Chairman
informed about new initiatives taken by NIOS.

5.8 Minority Cell in NIOS

As per the decision taken by the Government of India to
set up Minority Cells in all Departments and Autonomous
Bodies of the MHRD, NIOS established the Minority Cell in
the year 2006 in its Student Support Services Department
to pay special attention to the educational needs of
minority communities. The objective of the Minority Cell is
to expand the reach and impact of NIOS programmes and
policies amongst the minority communities especially the
Muslim community by undertaking active advocacy
programmes to establish linkages with existing Minority
Education Institutions.

This cell has been playing a vital role in implementation
of the provisions of the National Policy of Education
(NPE- 1986/1992),  the Programme of Action (POA) on
NPE, the Constitutional Rights under Articles 30 (1), 45
and Article 8 (Fundamental Rights) for prioritized client
groups.

NIOS has been making special efforts to bring educationally
backward children, adolescents and adults belonging to
minority communities within the fold of education by
enrolling them in its various courses/programmes by
making certain facilitative provisions for minority
institutions and learners.  Taking note of the fact that
among the minority communities, Muslims are most
backward, NIOS has been giving special emphasis on
their education.

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5.8.1 Functions of Minority Cell in NIOS

❖ Expand the reach and impact of NIOS programmes
and policies amongst the Minority Communities.

❖ Undertake active advocacy programmes by
establishing linkages with existing Minority
Educational Institutions.

❖ Accredit Madarsas/Dar-ul-uloom and make them link
with the mainstream of education.

❖ Conduct advocacy programmes/orientation
programmes/workshops for the promotion of
education amongst the Minority Institutions

❖ Constitute inspection teams for conduct of inspection
in the eligible institutions.

❖ Collect inspection reports from the inspection teams
and from the Regional Centres of NIOS.

❖ Convene Accreditation Advisory Committee (AAC)
meetings to finalise the recommendations of the
inspection reports .

❖ Issue notification with regard to the newly accredited
Academic, Vocational and Open Basic Education
Minority Institutions.

❖ Collect data of learners from the accredited centres
of NIOS which are covered under SPQEM scheme
and forward to MHRD for claim purposes.

5.8.2 Educational Initiatives for Minorities

It may be mentioned that access, equity and quality are
hallmarks of NIOS programmes and activities.  This concern
is reflected in all the courses/programmes offered by NIOS.
Although the courses/programmes of NIOS are meant for
all sections of the society, yet its prioritized (disadvantaged)
client groups include Scheduled Castes (SCs), Scheduled
Tribes (STs), Minorities (Muslims, Christians, Sikhs, Jains,
Buddhists), girls and women, differently abled, people living
in difficult contexts, ex-servicemen etc.

5.8.3 Special Relaxations for Minority Communities
by NIOS

With a view to provide quality modern education to the
Muslim minority, several exemptions have been given by
NIOS for the purpose of accreditation to Madarsas. Some
of the major relaxations are as follows:-

❖ NIOS has exempted Madarasas and Maktabs from
paying Rs.5000/- as accreditation fee and relaxed
the norms for accreditation vide circular no. NIOS/
SECY/SSS/2010 dated 12.04.2010.

❖ To operationalise the SPQEM scheme, a circular vide
No.NIOS/Secy/57th EB/2010 dated 30.11.2010 was
issued giving full exemption of fees to Muslim
students enrolled through Madarasas into the NIOS
courses.

❖ Norms for Accreditation for minority institutions
have also been relaxed.

❖ In the Inspection Committee for Madarasas, one
expert from the minority community is appointed.

❖ Under the SPQEM scheme, Madarasas/Maktabs/
Darul-uloom can opt to become accredited study
centres of the NIOS for offering the Secondary and
the Senior Secondary level programmes. The
Madarasas which have been in existence for at least
three years and registered under the Central or the
State Governments Acts or Madarasa Board or with
Wakf Boards or NIOS shall be eligible to apply for
assistance under this programme. As there are only
8 Madarsa Boards, hence to extend the facility to
the Madarsas of the other states where Madarsa
Board does not exist, the institutions accorded
minority status by the NCMEI are also considered
for the accreditation as per the decision taken in
the meeting of Grant-in Aid Committee.

❖ A notification No.F-24/10-4/NIOS/SSS-MCell/SPQEM
dated 26.03.2013 regarding waiving of processing
fee of Rs.5000/- to the Madarsas which are having
minority status granted by NCMEI has also been
issued.

(e) Its courses are recognized by other institutions of
higher learning.

❖ The above recommendation were placed before
the 52nd Meeting of the Finance Committee of NIOS
and 64th Meeting of the Executive Board of the
NIOS.  After the approval, a Notification No.
F-24/NIOS/SSS-M.Cell/2013 was issued on
13.11.2013.  These Madarsas have also been given
exemption from payment of Rs. 5000 as
accreditation fee.

❖ Looking into the time taken in the conversion of
offline forms as applicable in the case of the learners
of Madarsa and thus probable delay in supply of the
study material, NIOS has decided to supply the study
material to such learners through their Madarsas
with the direction to hand over the study material
to registered learners.  This will avoid  delay in supply
of the study material and students of the Madarsas
will be provided more time to study the material,
thus improving their certification rate.  A
Notification No. 26.3/NIOS/SSS/PA dated
24.12.2013 has been issued in this regard.

5.8.6 SPQEM - Role of NIOS

The scheme of providing Quality Education in Madarsa
(SPQEM) was launched on 26th February 2009 in the MHRD
through NIOS. The first meeting of the Central Grant-in-
Aid Committee of SPQEM for the year 2010-11
held on 21st September, 2010 under the Chairmanship of
the Secretary, SE&L, MHRD, Govt. of India discussed issues
related to the NIOS intervention on SPQEM programme
and agreed to the following in principle:

❖ NIOS will grant accreditation to those Madarsas
as its Accredited Institutions which are affiliated
to State Madarsa Board/Wakf Board of the
state and have the minimum infrastructural
facilities to run the NIOS courses at the level of
X and XII.

❖ No one time accreditation fee shall be charged
from these Madarsas as per the decision taken by
NIOS.

❖ NIOS will not charge any admission or examination
fee from the learners enrolled through these
Madarsas. NIOS will claim for reimbursement of
expenditure from MHRD twice in a year in two
different cycles of the admission of NIOS.

5.8.7  Special Project of NIOS for the Minority
Community:

Hunar Project:

❖ NIOS launched the Hunar Project in Bihar in 2008-
09. This is a unique, innovative and revolutionary
project for empowerment of Muslim girls through
vocational training and skill development. The
programme was conducted in two phases through
803 centres in which 25655 girls were given skill
training.

❖ Looking into the success of Hunar, it  was launched
in Delhi (in the old Delhi and Okhla areas). 1613,
2057 and 1964 girls were enrolled in the first, sec-
ond and third phases respectively.

❖ The Second  Phase of HUNAR Delhi was started in
June-July,2012. In  this  phase,   1977 girls students
had taken admission through 21 OBE Agencies
( study  centers ) ,  and 1805 girls  registered  for
examination. Two examination centers  for  theory
exam –  one   in   old  Delhi  area and second in Jamia
Nagar,  Okhla  were  fixed .  The exam was held on
22nd May, 2013.  Total   677 girls were certified.

❖ An MoU has been signed with Assam Govt. to
implement the Hunar project in Assam.

❖ A proposal to implement the Hunar Project at
National level was submitted to the MHRD. This
scheme was included in the Maulana Azad Taleem-
e-Baligan scheme of Government of India.

❖ Accreditation norms for Madarsas were compiled
and application form was developed in Hindi with
Urdu script using the Madarsa related terminology
so that Madarsas can submit application correctly
and the accreditation process is further
shortened.

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6.0 Introduction

Evaluation and Assessment is an integral component of any
teaching-learning system. The Government of India in 1990
vested in NOS with the authority to examine and certify
students up to pre-degree level and, thus, the NIOS became
one of the National Boards of Examination. It is the only
Board which conducts two full-fledged examinations every
year. NIOS has been conducting its public examinations since
1991. In order to measure learners' achievement and
evaluate their performance, it has conducted 46 public
examinations upto the year 2013-14.

6.1 Unique Features of the NIOS Examination
System

❖ NIOS does not have any infrastructure of its own. It
shares the infrastructure and human resources of
the institutions established by public and private
sectors to conduct its examinations without
disturbing their academic schedule.

❖ NIOS gives a lot of flexibility to the students in matters
related to examination such as no compulsion of
appearing in all the subjects at the same
examination, appearing in one or more subjects in
the examination as per convenience, credit
accumulation of the passed subjects, nine chances
to appear in the public examinations over a period of
five years and transfer of credit of two subjects
passed from other selected Boards and up to four
subjects in the case of ex-NIOS learners.

❖ A student is allowed to write answers in the
examination in any of the scheduled languages of
India except language papers even if he/she has not
opted for that medium.  NIOS issues only one answer
book containing 28 pages to the examinee to
complete all the answers of a particular subject in
that answer book only.  There is no provision to issue
any additional answer sheet.

❖ A student can appear in On Demand Examination at
Secondary and Senior Secondary level examination
any number of times as per his/her convenience over
a period of 5 years i.e., up to the valid term of his
registration.

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6.2 Quality and Standard of the Question
Papers

In order to provide reliability, validity and credibility to the
examination system of NIOS, several in-built checks and
balances have been incorporated into the system to ensure
quality and standard of the question papers. The question
papers are prepared on the basis of the design and blue
print developed by the Academic Department and
Vocational Education Department of NIOS. The paper
setters are provided with the syllabus, study material,
sample question papers and designs of question papers in
order to facilitate preparation of balanced question papers
containing short answer type, very short answer type, essay
type and objective type questions based on knowledge,
understanding and application skills. The sets of question
papers are moderated by the concerned subject experts
to ensure that questions are within syllabus; they are
neither too tough nor too easy and the marking scheme is
accurate and cover all parts of question. As in the previous
years, during 2013-14 also NIOS developed five sets of
question papers in main subjects for Secondary and Sr.
Secondary examinations. Question Papers for all the
subjects were printed in the identified Confidential Press.
These were stored and delivered from the designated
Banks/ Treasuries/Police Stations. Besides Hindi and English
mediums, the question papers were also developed in Urdu
and in other Regional mediums (Telugu, Gujarati, Marathi,
Malayalam and Odiya) for the purpose of conducting public
examinations at Secondary level during 2013-14.

6.3 Orientation of the Chief Secrecy Officers
and Secrecy Officers

In order to ensure the credibility of evaluation process,
NIOS keeps the identity of the examinees secret. It hides
the names and enrolment numbers of the candidates by
allotting them fictitious numbers. These are made available
to the concerned secrecy teams only.

As the Chief Secrecy Officers (CSOs) and other secrecy team
members are taken from outside, they need to be
orientated about the concept of fictitious numbers and
their role in this regard.

During 2013-14, the Department of Evaluation organized
orientation programmes for Chief Secrecy Officers and
Secrecy Officers of all the Regional Centres for April 2013
examinations.

6.4 Conduct of Public Examinations during
2013-14

NIOS conducted two public examinations, one in April 2013
and the other in October 2013. During the year 2013-14,
6,89,967 candidates appeared in the Academic and the
Vocational Education Streams. 2,91,717 candidates
appeared for the Secondary Certificate Examination while

NIOS acknowledges the role of Indian Embassies located in
various countries as custodian of question papers and in
monitoring the conduct of NIOS Public Examination during
the period under reporting.

6.5 Monitoring and Supervision of Public
Examinations

In order to ensure smooth and fair conduct of examinations,
NIOS adopts five tier monitoring system which is as follows:

(i) Deployment of full time observers.

(ii) Deployment of occasional flying squad teams from
NIOS Headquarters as well as from Regional Centres
of NIOS.

(iii) Information about NIOS examinations are made
available to the state authorities.

(iv) Establishment and use of CCTV and Video recording of
the conduct of examination in Super Sensitive
Examination Centres.

(v) Central Control Room and Regional Control Room were
established to collect information, queries and
complaints as well as to monitor and sort out difficulties
in a single window facility.

(vi) The complete activities of the conduct of NIOS
Examinations are governed by bye-laws framed by
NIOS which have been made effective in the year 2012.

(vii) The Examination Centres have been identified and
finalized as per the guidelines for establishment of
Public Examination Centres of NIOS w.e.f. 2012.

One full time Officer on Special Duty (OSD) was deputed at

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examination.  In addition, Flying Squad Teams were also
sent to the examination centres. During 2013-14, special
arrangements were made for deploying Flying Squads in
the examination centres in all the Regional Centres.
Assistance was sought from the State Education Agencies
for ensuring smooth conduct of NIOS examinations. The
Haryana School Education Board took suitable measures in
this regard by deputing special teams of its officers to
supervise and monitor the NIOS examinations in the State.

Detailed written guidelines were issued to the Centre
Superintendents of the examination centres for taking
necessary precautions to ensure smooth and fair conduct
of examinations at their respective examination centres.
To ensure effective supervision of examinations, two
invigilators were provided in each examination room. An
additional invigilator was also allowed in case of 200
candidates allotted in a   centre and two invigilators in case
of more than 200  candidates allotted in a centre to specially
check the identity of the examinees.

6.6 Standardization of Marking Schemes

With the help of the academic faculty of NIOS and outside
subject experts, the Marking Schemes of the Question Papers
of 19 subjects of Secondary course and 27 subjects of Senior
Secondary course for April 2013 and October 2013
examinations were standardized and finalized immediately
after the question papers had been administered in each
examination. The finalized Marking Schemes of different
subjects were sent to the Regional Centres of NIOS by e-mail
to be used by the evaluators for evaluating the answer scripts
in different subjects.

6.7 Evaluation of the Answer Books

The Team Leaders and Evaluators in different subjects
evaluated the answer books at the Spot Evaluation Centres
fixed by the Regional Centres. The work was coordinated
and monitored by the concerned NIOS Regional Centres and
the awards were sent to the Director (Evaluation). Finally,
the results were processed and declared within four-five
weeks from the last date of the examination. The results
were reviewed and moderated by the Moderation Committee
before finalization.

6.8 UFM Committee Meetings

The Confidential Section processed 19,345 cases of Unfair
Means booked during April 2013 examination and October
2013 examinations. These cases were discussed in a high
level committee meeting where the students were given an
opportunity to submit their statements before the committee
members.

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examination meetings of the Unfair Means (UFM) Committee
were held on 8th to 18th July 2013 in which 11,621 cases were
considered. For October 2013 examination, the UFM meetings
were held on 3rd to 13th January in which 7,724 cases were
considered.

The candidates involved in individual UFM cases during
the examination were called to appear before the
Committee for personal hearing. For mass/group
copying cases, statements from the candidates were
also heard. The Committee considered all the cases and
recommended appropriate penalty in established Unfair
Means cases and exonerated a few students according to
the merit of the cases and in the absence of proper evidence.

6.9 Re-evaluation of Answer Scripts

NIOS has introduced re-evaluation of answers in the Senior
Secondary Course from April-2012 examination. In April 2013
examination, 1152 applications were received. There was a
change in marks in 284 cases and there was no change in
marks in 868 cases. In Oct. 2013 examination, total 896
candidates applied for reevaluations out of which there was
change in marks for 167 cases and there was no change in
marks for 729 cases.

6.10 Conduct of Examination under NLMA
Project

Hon’ble Prime Minister launched Saakshar Bharat, a
centrally sponsored scheme of the Department of
School Education and Literacy (DSEL), Ministry of
Human Resource Development (MHRD), Government
of India (GOI), on the International Literacy Day, 8th

September, 2009. The National Literacy Mission
Authority (NLMA) under the
Directorate of Adult
Education, Department of
School Education & Literacy
monitors the Basic Literacy
Programme of Saakshar
Bharat which has been
devised as a new variant of
National Literacy Mission.
Saakshar Bharat will cover all
adults in the age group of 15
and above.

The Basic Literacy
Programme (BLP) under the
Saakshar Bharat Scheme

aims to achieve the first objective of the scheme, that
is, “Impart functional literacy to neo-literate adults”.
Functional literacy implies achieving self reliance in
Reading, Writing and Arithmetic (Numeracy).

NIOS in collaboration with NLMA conducts the
assessment of neo-literates in two phases every year
i.e., in the month of August and March.  From inception
of the assessment held on 20th August 2010, total eight
phases of assessment have been conducted. A total
number of 3,92,08544 learners appeared in these
assessments. Of these, 28621588 candidates were
declared successful and were certified.

During the year 2013-14, 46,29,343 learners from 20
States appeared in the assessment held on 25/8/2013
and 34,35,830 learners were declared successful and
certified in the assessment held on 25/8/2013.  52,85,307
learners from 22 States (including jail inmates of Delhi
& Gandhi Nagar Prisons as well as learners sponsored
by Mission Convergence, Govt. of Delhi)  appeared and
38,85,584 learners were declared successful in the
Assessment held on 9th March 2014.

8. Printing and supply of Grade Sheet-cum-Certificates.

9. Despatch of Grade Sheet-Cum-Certificates to the
respective SLMAs.

(i.e.3.40 lakh) were certified during the year and all efforts
will be made to achieve the target set by NIOS in future.

The NIOS has also been conducting the evaluation and
assessment of learners under ‘Saakshar Bharat Programme”
of the Directorate of Adult Education, Ministry of Human
Resource Development, Govt. of India in collaboration with
the National Literacy Mission Authority.

The assessment of about 4.0 crore adult learners has been
carried out in 8 Basic Literacy Assessment Programmes and
about 3.0 crore learners have been certified so far.

The Evaluation Department of NIOS is well administered in
so far as the achievement of targets is concerned.
Evaluation, assessment and certificationof learners
especially under NLMA Project is an achievement which
will bring the nation to 100% literacy.

New Initiatives

1. For the first time, a complete document of bye-laws
governing examination of NIOS was finalized, approved
and in use w.e.f 2012 . A copy was also forwarded to all
the Regional Directors for implementation.

2. The norms and guidelines for establishment of
examination centres for conduct of NIOS public
examinations were developed and implemented for the
first time from April 2011 Examinations.

3. Bar code was introduced and printed on the mark sheets
and certificates from October 2012 Examination as an
additional security feature.

4. Scanning and uploading of Pass certificates of the North
Eastern region learners on NIOS website was introduced
from October 2012 Exams.  The same process will be
continued in the next examination for all the Regions.

5. OMR Award sheet has been introduced in Result
Processing work for Four Regions i.e., Delhi, Chandigarh,
Patna and Jaipur successfully in April 2013 Examination.
The same system was implemented in the entire region
from October 2013 Examination.

6. Special provisions were introduced for re-evaluation of
Answer Books within 20 days exclusively for candidates
who have applied in JEE (Main).

7. The Mission Convergence, Govt. of NCT Delhi
collaborated with NIOS for the BLP assessment of learners
at par with the assessment held under NLMA project
w.e.f. 17 March 2013.

8. SLMA Gujarat collaborated with NIOS for the assessment
of learners of ‘Saraswati Yatra’ in the districts not

 “Ms Santosh Rastogi Award for Excellence in
Geography” was introduced for the NIOS pass outs
at Sr. Secondary level from the academic year 2005.
Five awards of Rs.500/- each are given every year.
The awards are given to those students who obtain
highest marks in the subject of Geography.

(iii) Dr. Ambedkar National Scholarship Scheme for
meritorious students belonging to SC/ST

The Scholarship Scheme was started by Dr.
Ambedkar Foundation set up under the aegis of
the Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment in
1992 with a view to recognize, promote and assist
meritorious students to pursue higher studies
belonging to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes. This is a one-time cash award and is given to
3 students scoring highest marks in Class X level
examination.

(iv) NIOS introduced a special award for one topper
from male and female category from each stream
of examination in the year 2012. A cash award of
Rs. 5000/- and a certificate of achievement has
been awarded to the toppers from April and
October-2013 Examinations.

Fire fighting equipments have also been put in place in all
the floors of both the buildings.

7.2.3 Canteen Services

As a welfare measure, subsidized canteen facilities at both
the buildings of NIOS Headquarters have been provided to
NIOS staff.

7.2.4 Procurement of Printing Paper

Different varieties of printing paper were procured mainly
for printing of Self Instructional Materials (SIMs) for
enrolled students. During the year 5100 MTs of paper
worth Rs. 25.67 crore was purchased. Other purchases of
consumable and non-consumable items were also made
after following procedure as laid down in GFR-2005.

7.3 Accounts

Income Generated by the NIOS

NIOS generates income by way of admission and
examination fees from NIOS learners and income from the
sale of publication, interest receipt and other miscellaneous
sources.

During the year 2013-14, income from fees was to the
tune of Rs. 11205.08 lakh against Rs. 11304.80 lakh during
2012-13, whereas income from other sources was
Rs. 2309.88 lakh against the previous year's figure of
Rs. 2611.32 lakh. The trend of NIOS generated income
from 2001-2002 onwards is at Annexures - IA, 1B and IC.

Expenditure

All expenditure other than Plan expenditure were met from
self generated income of NIOS.

The NIOS expenditure from Self Generated Funds during
the year 2013-14 was Rs. 12479.59 lakh as compared to
Rs. 10517.39 lakh during the previous year. The Plan
expenditure during the year 2013-14 was Rs. 65.57 lakh as
compared to Rs. 279.92 lakh during the previous year.

Budgetary Support to NIOS

The budgetary support to NIOS from the MHRD during
2013-14 was nil under Plan.

Fee Concession to Prioritized Groups

During 2013-14, subsidy aggregating to Rs.  895.06 lakh
was given in the form of concessions in admission fee to
the students belonging to weaker sections of society
comprising women, scheduled castes, scheduled tribes,
ex-servicemen and handicapped.  This subsidy was solely
met from NIOS self generated funds. The number of
beneficiaries availing subsidy during the year was 262236
[SCs : 54,791, STs : 44,068, Ex-Servicemen : 222,
Handicapped : 1789, Women : 161366 (excluding SC/ST
Women)].

The rates of subsidy ranged between Rs. 250 to Rs. 525
per student depending on the courses of study and gender.
A diagrammatic presentation of year wise subsidies from
2001-02 to 2013-14 is at Annexure –V.

During the year 2013-14:

❖ In order to comply with accrual system of accounting,
depreciation was charged on Fixed Assets of NIOS.

❖ Effective control was exercised on fixed assets by way
of preparing fixed assets schedule in proper proforma.

❖ Separate Balance sheet, Income & Expenditure A/c
and Receipt & Payment A/c were prepared in respect
of GPF which was consolidated with final Balance Sheet
of NIOS.

❖ The Annual Accounts of NIOS were prepared on accrual
basis in Standard Format as applicable to all central
autonomous bodies and prescribed by the Ministry of
Finance, Government of India.

❖ The computerization of Accounts in all the Regional
Centres of NIOS was adopted and the monthly accounts
of all Regional Centres are being prepared in Tally 9.0
version. Synchronization of Tally data of all Regional
Centres continued in 2013-14.

❖ The audit of accounts of NIOS for the year 2012-13
was conducted by Principal Director of Audit,
Allahabad from 24.06.2013 to 28.06.2013.

❖ Audit certification of Annual Accounts for the
year 2012-13 by Principal Director of Audit,
Allahabad has already been laid in the Parliament by
the MHRD.

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7.4 Printing Unit

An Overview

NIOS is one of the biggest government publishing house. In
any distance mode of learning, printed Self Instructional
Materials (SIMs) play a very crucial role and considered to
be the real companion of an Open Distance Learner. The
timely procurement of paper, printing and despatch are
all important activities in NIOS. The Printing Unit is under
the Administration Department of NIOS and the Secretary
is the Head of this Department. NIOS gets study materials
printed from various printers and provides to the Material
Distribution Unit of NIOS presently located at Rana Pratap
Bagh, Delhi for further despatch to the learners all over
India and abroad.

Switch over from Single-colour to Four-colour

From 2012-13, a major decision was taken by switching
over from single colour printing to four-colour printing. It
was done in a phased manner with printing of revised
Secondary course in '4' colours. Printing of course materials
in four-colour of Senior Secondary level would be taken up
later whenever revision is done.

For printing of study materials during 2013-14, NIOS used
printing paper of 60 GSM and 80 GSM of 23" × 36"  size.
NIOS procured printing paper for text from M/s Hindustan
Paper Mill, a Public Sector Undertaking under Ministry of
Heavy Industries, Govt. of India. Whereas for printing of
Covers of NIOS Publications, 220 GSM Art Card was
procured by Open Tender as per GFR 2005. All these steps
have enhanced the print quality of NIOS Self Instructional
Materials and other publications.

At present, NIOS uses 80 GSM Printing Paper for printing
Secondary course Books and 60 GSM for printing single
colour books of Senior Secondary and Vocational Education
Course. However, 220 GSM Art Card of 24" × 37" size is
used for printing of covers of NIOS publications.

Four-Colour Printing

In four-colour printing, also known as full colours, printers
use the combination of four colours to create images. Four-
colour process printing is best known as CMYK process,
which stands for the four colours used: cyan, magenta,
yellow, and black (or key for the base colour).

Four-colour process printing is great for making colours
in images, graphics and print media dynamic and
interesting.

How printing of course materials in four colour benefited
learners

❖ Grabs attention faster : NIOS publications are being
noticed faster and use of vivid colours has captured
the attention of more learners than the plain black
and white images.

❖ Consistent quality : Four colour printing uses an offset
press to provide the best possible results for
transferring the image onto paper with good print
quality standards. This has further promoted reading
among learners and made our content more
interesting and eye-catching.

❖ Works best for images : Colour photos done
through this process create livelier and more vibrant
outputs.

This has certainly increased our readership and information
retention among learners; and it is revealed that the use
of four colour has increased readership by 40% or more.
Similarly, 65% increase is indicated in the retention of
materials when materials have been printed in four colour
instead of black and white.

NIOS prints learning materials of different subjects and
courses in several mediums. Majority of the subjects have
1 or 2 to 3 volumes/parts. During the year 2013-14, NIOS
printed approximately 25 lakh copies of different subjects
of Secondary, Senior Secondary and Vocational Education
courses. At Secondary level, study materials in Hindi,
English, Telugu, Marathi, Malayalam, Gujarati, Urdu and
Oriya were also printed whereas at Senior Secondary level,
course materials in different subjects were printed in Hindi,
English and Urdu mediums as per the requirement.

Requirements for printing of study materials is received
from MD Unit of NIOS. The basis for calculating
requirements in each Subject, Course and Medium, the
previous year's admission data is taken as basis growth +
buffer stock  + any new course and subject to be launched.

The expenditure incurred on paper and printing heads
during 2013-14 was approx. Rs. 32,30,08,819.00

Unique features of NIOS publications

❖ Unique layout in A4 size following International
standard size. Majority size of NIOS Publications
is A4.

❖ Using 12-14 point type for text for English and Hindi
setting with 2 point interlinear spacing and leaving
enough white space in margins so as to make the
reading comfortable and provide enough space to
students for writing notes etc. This also reduces strain
on eyes while reading for longer spell.

The success of Open and Distance Learning (ODL)
programme largely depends on timely supply of
instructional materials to the students to enable them to
learn at their own pace. The students of NIOS are given
instructional materials duly packed in polythene for each
subject. Making books available at right time to the learners
of distance education system is a great challenge.

From 2010-11, NIOS has introduced 100% On-line admission
round the clock in order to facilitate learners in registering
themselves. Earlier MD Unit used to despatch study
materials to its Study Centres for distribution to the
learners but it has now started despatching study
material to On-Line learners for Stream-1 at their
residential addresses. This Stream is open throughout
the year.

Institutions for conducting Personal Contact Programme
(PCP) classes and to the library. In 2013-14, MD Unit
despatched the study materials of the Diploma in
Elementary Education (D.El.Ed.) Programme to 8100
learners of Second Year enrolled through 159 study centres
from the state of Jharkhand and study materials to 4385
learners of First year's enrolled candidates through 30 study
centres from the state of Meghalaya.

6. Appearance and Evidences – Appearance before
the courts from time to time as and when required
with desired evidences as per orders of different
courts.

During the year, legal notices were received for correction
in name, parent's name, date of birth, confirmation of
admission and fixation of examination centres etc. The
grievances of learners were redressed amicably in time by
providing suitable solution at pre-litigation stage as
contemplated under NIOS norms; and also replies were
sent to the legal notices. Matters related to students in
District Courts/High Courts were disposed at the earliest.

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8.0 Introduction

The Regional Centres of NIOS provide a vital and effective
link between the Study Centres and NIOS Headquarters;
between the State Governments and NIOS Headquarters;
between the Study Centres and learners, between the
Academic Facilitators and Study Centres and between NIOS
and general public. The success of NIOS programmes and
policies in a region largely depends on the pivotal role
played by the Regional Centres. Presently 19 Regional
Centres are functioning in different parts of the country:
Allahabad, Bangalore, Bhubaneswar, Bhopal, Chennai,
Chandigarh, Delhi (Delhi I and Delhi II), Dehradun,
Dharmshala,  Guwahati, Gandhinagar, Hyderabad, Jaipur,
Kochi, Kolkata, Patna, Pune, Ranchi and Raipur . There are
two sub-Centres at Darbhanga and Visakhapatnam. A Cell
has also been set up at Port Blair in Andaman and Nicobar
Islands.

Basically, the Regional Centres are required to perform
four types of activities:

1. Academic

2. Administrative

3. Promotional

4. Planning and Monitoring

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society who have never been to school or have dropped
out of formal schools at different points of time due to
various socio- economic and cultural constraints. According
to the 2011 Census, the literacy rate of the state of Uttar
Pradesh is 70% which is below the national average of
74%. Its two districts viz., Lakhimpur Khiri and Sitapur, in a
survey published by the Ministry of Urban Development
placed Lakhimpur as the second lowest ranking city in India
in terms of sanitation and the Ministry of Panchayati Raj
named Sitapur as one of the country’s most backward
districts. The national government designated Lakhimpur
Khiri as a Minority concentrated District on the basis of the
2001 census data which identifies it as one requiring urgent
aid for improving living standards and amenities. Based on
the above facts, it was decided to expand the reach of the
NIOS by having more number of study centres in the districts
of Sitapur and Lakhimpur so that more number of the
disadvantaged could be provided education by the NIOS
and thereby raising the educational level of this section of
society. Accordingly, a massive Advocacy Campaign was
planned and executed by the NIOS at the District
headquarters level, Block level and at the StudyCentre level
to expand the NIOS base by creating more study centres,
to popularise the flexibilities of the NIOS scheme amongst
the youth, to enroll more learners in the academic and
vocational programmes of the NIOS, to provide skill training
to youths specially girls for their livelihood, to supplement
the efforts of the central and state governments for
providing education and to help the government to
improve the ranking of Lakhimpur in terms of sanitation
facilities and of Sitapur in eradicating backwardness.
Advocacy Material was specially developed for aspirant
institutions, candidates, media, panchayats and study
centres. The entire campaign was co-ordinated by the NIOS
Regional Centre, Allahabad.

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The National Open School (NOS) was renamed in 2002 as
National Institute of Open Schooling (NIOS). The change
from only schooling function to an institute entails
additional activities, especially related to training, research
and development. As a national institute, strong
components of training and research in Open Schooling
are needed   to achieve its objectives. Also, NIOS is
mandated to cater to 15% of the total student population
of secondary stage.  Hence, to face the challenge and take
up the task of providing quality education, the Capacity
Building Cell was created in NIOS in November, 2010 on
the recommendation of a study commissioned by
Commonwealth of Learning in February, 2010 and approved
by the Executive Board. This is an interim arrangement till
a Department of Capacity Building in Open Schooling
(DCBOS) is established.

The objectives of the cell are to provide sustainable capacity
building interventions required within NIOS and State Open
Schools and organize workshops, seminars, and
conferences in various areas of open schooling for different
stakeholders. The other objectives of the cell include liaison
with national and international agencies on behalf of NIOS
and coordinating the activities of the National Consortium
for Open Schooling (NCOS). It serves as an international
consulting body in open schooling. Also as a Resource
organization, the NIOS is committed to supporting any
Commonwealth country, in case of a request received.

The Research and Development Cell of NIOS was created
in December 2009 to promote Research and Development
that promises to augment past knowledge and craft a vivid
future in the field of Open Schooling. Keeping this in view,
the Research and Development Cell of NIOS supports many
prolific research projects capable of materializing
constructive decisions and rationale in the field of Open
Schooling.

The main objectives of Research and Development are:

❖ to undertake research studies and surveys from time
to time;

❖ to obtain feedback on the quality of the self-learning
materials developed;

❖ to facilitate and support students in their studies and
on the effectiveness of all the support structures and
procedures used by the institution in pursuance of its
aims and objectives;

❖ to identify and promote standards of learning in
Distance Education System and Open Schools which
may be set up in different parts of the country
through Research and Evaluation; and

❖ to maintain standards of equivalence with formal
system while keeping its own distinct character.

Under its Scheme of Grant-in-Aid for Research Projects in
Open Schooling (GRPOS), grant-in aid is provided to
organizations/institutions which desire to conduct research
in the prioritized areas identified by NIOS. The research
studies to be undertaken are planned carefully taking into
account the genuine needs and problems.

The Research Advisory Committee (RAC), under the
chairpersonship of Chairman, NIOS, comprising all Heads
of Departments of NIOS and eminent educationists from
various disciplines and institutions provides direction for
research studies and surveys to be undertaken. The
Research Advisory Committee plays an important role in
monitoring the quality of research.

a) Tracer Study of Successful Products of NIOS
in UP

The study was done to explore whereabouts of the
products of NIOS, studying their experiences of open
schooling and their contribution towards various
dimensions of life and personal development. Major
findings of the study revealed positive approach
among students towards NIOS. Learners were
benefited in getting academic and professional
qualification to get suitable jobs. Learners who
could not avail formal education were able to
complete their higher studies and achieve better in
life.

b) Access and success in Open Schooling: A feed-back
study of open school students in Chhattisgarh
State.

Principal Investigator:  Ms. Smriti Sharma, State
Open School, Chhattisgarh

The study aimed at getting feedback on access and
success of open school students in Chhattisgarh State.
Major findings of the study revealed that the students
were quite satisfied with the curriculum of the open
school. The curriculum was also found suitable for
students’ progress.

It was also found that learners who were successful
through open school examination continued their
higher education successfully. Vocational education
was found sufficient enough to improve vocational
skills of learners.

c) Identification of Skill Gaps amongst Workers in
Priority Informal Sector in India

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NIOS adopted the Information and Communication
Technology (ICT) in its open schooling system to provide
opportunities to students to mainly build their capacity on
ICT skills and make them learn through multimedia aided
learning process.

The major activities undertaken by the Media Unit of NIOS
are production and dissemination of educational audio-
video programmes. Curriculum-based audio-video
programmes are developed to supplement the courseware
of NIOS by a trained and skilled in-house staff, using state-
of-the-art digital facilities.

11.1 Media programmes: Overview

One of the unique activities of the NIOS is to ensure the
uses of modern Communication and   Educational
Technology for distance learning mode. Audio and Video
programmes are significant components of the multi-media
packages offered by NIOS for its various courses of study.
The audio/video programmes supplement and complement
the printed self learning materials and Personal Contact
Programmes. NIOS has developed Audio and Video
programmes for Open Basic Education, Secondary, Senior
Secondary and Vocational Courses.

11.2 Video programmes

The Video programmes have been produced in English and
Hindi versions by using video tutorials, documentary and
other formats.  These video programmes attempt to
present  important topics from different subject areas in a
simple interesting and engaging manner, so that the
learners get a clear understanding and insight into the
subject matter.  The duration of each video programme
varies from 15 to 30 minutes. Six Live TV programmes were
produced. More video programmes on Vocational/
Academic subjects are being developed.

High Definition Video Studio facilities have been set up at
NIOS to enhance accessibility as well as quality of the
production of in-house video tutorials and telecast of
recorded programmes as well as live-interactive
programmes/PCPs, teleconferences through in-house
studio for the benefit of NIOS learners.

Admission 2013-14: Online Admission

online application and database to handle 100% online
admission.  Online admissions were also done by the
Facilitation Centres identified by the Regional Centres of
NIOS.

524566 learners were admitted in different streams of
online admission.

Examinations

Pre-examination Activities (April 2013 and October 2013
Examination)

During the year, the pre-exam processing in respect of
data of about 746 thousand students was done both in
the academic and vocational streams as against 742
thousand during last year. The work includes data-entry of
examination lists and examination forms, processing of
online examination data, processing of examination data
received from Regional Centres, and their verification,
updation and generation of various reports for use by the
examination centres and Regional Centres for conduct of
examinations.

Result Processing  (April 2013 and October 2013
Examination)

During April 2013 and October 2013 Examinations, result
of about 726 thousand students was processed. The
photographs of all the successful candidates scanned at
the time of admission were also printed on the certificates.

In addition, the result of On-Demand Examination (ODE)
was processed during the year.  The ODE result is processed
every month for the examinations held in the last month.
During the year, result of 20,048 students was processed
under ODE.

12.5 Online Registration for Admission and
Examination

NIOS introduced the facility of Online Admission during
2007-08 on pilot basis and extended it to 100% online
admission during the year.  There are four streams of
online admission catering to the learners of different
needs. The admissions in these Four Streams are mutually
exclusive i.e., a learner can only opt for one of them.  The
Four Streams of Online Admission are:

Online Admission Stream-1 for all Learners:  This stream
for Online Adfamission is open for all learners as per the
laid down criteria for Secondary and Senior Secondary
levels.  This stream of online admission is open round the
year with cut off dates for the public examination given as
under:

Ist Block 16th March First public examination
to 15th Sept. in April next year

IInd block 16th Sept. First public examination
to 15th March in October same year

Online Admissions Stream-2 for learners wanting to
appear in October- November Examinations: This stream
for On-line admission was open for all those learners who
had appeared but could not clear the Public Examination
with transfer of credit facility for up to two pass subjects or
learners who were eligible to appear after completing
their study period but could not appear.  This stream of
online admission gives an immediate opportunity to all
unsuccessful learners to appear in NIOS examination.

Online Admission Stream-3 for learners wanting to
appear through On-Demand Examination (ODE) at
Secondary level: This stream for On-line admission is open
round the year for all those learners who had appeared
but could not clear the Public Examination at Secondary
level with transfer of credit facility for up to two pass
subjects or learners who were eligible to appear after
completing their study period but could not appear and
want to appear through On-Demand Examination.

On-line Admission Stream-4 for learners wanting to
appear through On-Demand Examination (ODE) at Sr.
Secondary Level: This stream for On-line admission is open
round the year for all those learners who had appeared
but could not clear the Public Examination at Sr. Secondary
level with transfer of credit facility for up to two
pass subjects or learners who were eligible to appear
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after completing their study period but could not
appear and want to appear through On-Demand
Examination.

The facility of Transfer of Credit up to two pass subjects is
applicable to all the streams of online admission as per
NIOS norms.

In addition to the above, there is provision for online
admission for Vocational Courses also.

Payment Option:

There are three options for the payment of fees:

A. The fee can be deposited On-line through Credit
Card (Master/Visa) Debit Card (visa only of selected
banks), Net Banking or through

B. Bank Draft of any nationalized bank only in favour
of Secretary, NIOS payable at respective Regional
Centres of NIOS in case of Stream-1 and payable at
NOIDA only in case of Streams-2, 3 and 4.

C. Common Service Centre (CSC) Wallet : If
admission is done through Common Services
Centres, fee could be paid by Electronic wallet
of CSC

The above options of payment are applicable for all online
applications for admission, examinations, On-Demand
Examination, Accreditation and any other online services.

Talking books for Visually Impaired Learners

During the year NIOS developed the Talking Books in DAISY
(Digital Accessible Information System) format for
Secondary Courses.

DAISY is designed to be a complete audio substitute for
print material and is specifically for use by people with
“print disabilities,” including blindness, impaired vision, and
dyslexia. Based on MP3and XML, the format has advanced
features in addition to those of a traditional audio book.

The DVDs of talking books have been provided to all Visually
Impaired (VI) learners and the same is also uploaded on
the NIOS Website.

Online Submission of Centre Acceptance

During the year, an online platform for online Submission
for Examination Centre Acceptance was developed by the
Computer Unit. This Online Examination Centre
Acceptance Form is meant for Schools/AIs (Study

Entertainment Sector Skill Council of NSDC.

3. Extension of MOU with Open Polytechnic of New
Zealand (OPNZ)

An MOU was signed between NIOS and OPNZ on 21st

Nov. 2010 for a period of three years which expired on
20th Nov. 2013. As per the clause XIII (2) of the MOU
page no. 6, it is now being further extended for a period
of three years with mutual consent. i.e., up to 20th

November, 2016.

4. MOU with the Common Service Centre (CSC),
Ministry of IT, Govt. of India and PCTI Education
Services

To provide better support services to the learners and
also with a view to reach the unreached, NIOS has
signed an MOU with the Common Service Centre (CSCs),
Ministry of IT, Govt. of India and PCTI Education
Services. There are more than 1,20,000 Common
Service Centres across the country and it has been
envisaged by the Government of India to have 1
Common Service Centre for every 6 villages to provide
services to its citizens using ICT.

NIOS is of the opinion that these Common Service
Centres can act as facilitation centres for NIOS and
also promote the NIOS programmes in far-flung areas
where lack of awareness persists and outreach is
difficult.

Now more than 1 lakh CSCs and PCTI NIOS Facilitation
Centres will provide online services of NIOS to the
learners.

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14.1  Introduction

The National Institute of Open Schooling  Library,
Documentation and Archival  Unit has a rich  collection of
print and non-print material which includes 19,268
procured books,  369 complimentary books, 17,525 loose
issues of journals and 737 audio/video cassettes particularly
on education, distance education, and the subjects offered
by the NIOS in Open Basic Education, Secondary , Senior
secondary and Vocational courses. It also receives about
71 national and 9 international journals on subscription/
complimentary basis, 24 magazines, 19 Daily and 2 Weekly
newspapers in print form, and also access of 65 online
journals on education for the year 2012 & 2013 published
by Sage publication. It also receives newsletters of different
organizations like CBSE, COBSE, CEMCA, COL, DELNET,
IGNOU, NUEPA, NCERT, NLM and UNESCO on
complimentary basis.

Its main objective is to cater to the needs of academic and
non-academic staff and other educational experts who are
engaged in the development of curriculum and study
material for the NIOS learners. NIOS learners and Research
Scholars are welcome to visit the NIOS Library,
Documentation and Archival section for reference work.

14.2 The Archival Section

The Archival Section collects, stores and preserves all

14.4  NIOS Library Tasks

Scanning for Educational News

More than 5650 newspapers/magazines/journals were
scanned during 2013-14 for identifying news items and
articles on Education, Distance Education and particularly
on NIOS and about 360 news items were identified and
kept for future reference.

Technical Processing

The NIOS library uses Dewey decimal classification 20th
Edition Scheme for classification and Anglo-American
cataloguing rules for cataloguing of procured books.
More than 340 books were classified and catalogued during
2013-14.

Update of Library Database

The library database was up-dated by making entries of
books and journals procured for the Library. Data relating
to issue/return of books and journals were also entered.
Now library database is also available on Internet at
http://220.156.188.239:8080/jopacv11/html/Search
Form where details of books and journals have been made
available to public through web based Online Public Access
Catalogue (OPAC) round the clock.

Circulation Service

This service includes issue/
return of documents like
books, journals, magazines,
audio/video cassettes and
CDs, registration of new
members and issue of ‘No
Demand Certificate’ and
reminders for overdue books.
During the year 69   library
tickets were issued to new
staff members and ‘No
Demand Certificate’ was
issued to 15 staff members.

Reminders were
also sent for the overdue documents.

Inter-Library Loan

Current Awareness Service (CAS) Bulletin

library.

Daily Education News Bulletin

In this service, identified news items on education and
distance education are got photocopied, compiled and sent
to the Chairman and the Heads of Departments. News
items on the NIOS are sent to all NIOS officers through e-
mail.

New Additions Bulletin

In this service, list of new additions in the library which
includes books, journals and other documents is sent
through e-mail to all the officers of NIOS to make them
aware about new additions. During the year, 493 books on
various subjects (213, 46, 38, 29, 9, 11, 32, 105 and 10
books on Education, General Books, Hindi, Language &
Literature, Law, Para-medical, Science & Technology, Social
Science and Tourism respectively) were purchased and 22
documents on complimentary basis were received in the
NIOS Library. 131 documents were added in the Archival
Section.

Reference Service

It includes answering of queries and searches for reference
for providing required information to the users. In this
reference service, important documents are downloaded
from the Internet on demand and in anticipation and are
sent to the officers of the NIOS. During the year, 180 queries
were answered and more than 45 documents were
downloaded and sent to NIOS officers through e-mail. More
than 215 people other than registered library members
visited the library for reference purposes.

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15. Introduction

In view of the directions of Government of India, Ministry
of Human Resource Development (MHRD), the Right to
Information Act, 2005 has been implemented in NIOS from
October 2005.  The Act envisages that every Public Authority
shall designate as many officers as Public Information
Officers (PIOs) in all administrative units of offices under it
as may be necessary to provide information to persons
requesting for the information.  Accordingly, NIOS assigned
this work of keeping and collating the information from all
its constituents of NIOS to be performed by the
Administrative Wing.  A new order in this regard was issued
on 24th January 2012, where APIOs, CPIOs and Appellate
Authorities were designated to the officers of different

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16.0 Overview

NIOS has been taking effective steps for the use of Hindi
(as the Official Language) in order to implement the
provisions of the official languages as per guidelines issued
from time to time by the Department of Rajbhasha,
Ministry of Home Affairs GOI, and Rajbhasha Unit, Ministry
of Human Resource Development. The Rajbhasha Section
at the NIOS Headquarters ensures progressive use of Hindi
in all the departments. Timely inspections are conducted
to monitor the progress of Hindi in the respective sections.
Problems faced by the officials in implementation of
Rajbhasha are discussed in the quarterly meetings and all
possible steps are taken to resolve them. The aim is to
create interest for working in Hindi. This Section develops
and disseminates guidelines and orders for the progressive
use of Hindi, monitors implementation of programmes and
assists various constituents of NIOS in matters related to
the official language.

16.1 Activities of Rajbhasha Section

During 2013-14, the Rajbhasha Section took steps to
implement the official language rules as per guidelines
issued by the Ministry of Home Affairs. The main activities
performed were as follows:

16.1.1 Translation

❖ During 2013-14, press releases, materials related
to different seminars, conferences and other
programmes conducted by NIOS, advertisements,
tenders, public notices etc. were translated into
Hindi. Translated Press Releases were published in
all leading Hindi newspapers all over the country.
